	RAINFALL SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY

UTTAR PRADESH

· Heavy to moderate rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours. 

· 05 districts (Shravasti, Bahraich, Maharajganj, Balrampur and Barabanki) of the State have been severely affected.  Total 1331 villages are reported to have been affected in the State.
· State Government has reportedly requisitioned for 01 Army column to be deployed in Maharajganj district.

· 08 companies of PAC have been deployed in the affected areas of the State for rescue and relief operations.
· 36 Relief Camps are opened in the State where affected people are being accommodated.
BIHAR

· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours. 

· 122 Relief Camps are opened in the State where 6,650 people have been accommodated.
· 1370 boats have been deployed in the affected areas of the State for rescue and relief operations.
ASSAM

· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in a few parts of the State during last 24 hours. 
· 421 Relief camps accommodating about 53,390 and 272 temporary relief shelters accommodating about 2,29,000 people have been opened in the State. 
· 4357 villages in 25 districts are reported to have been affected in the state.

KARNATAKA
· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.  
· 01 Relief Camps has been set up to accommodate about 120 affected people.
WEST BENGAL
· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in north Bengal during last 24 hours.  
· 177 Relief Camps have been opened in the State where about 13,514 people are accommodated. 
KERALA

· Moderate to heavy rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.  
· 86 relief camps continue to run in the State where 13,172 people are accommodated.
Loss of Human lives

· As per provisional information received from the affected States, 50 human deaths have been reported during the last 48 hrs. The cumulative number of people who lost their lives during the South West Monsoon so far is 1153.
IMD 

· A low pressure area is likely to form around 4th August over northwest Bay of Bengal.  Consequently, the enhanced rainfall activity with isolated heavcy to very heavy falls is likely over Orissa, north Andhra Pradesh and Chhattisgarh during 4-7 August.
· Fairly widespread rainfall activity with isolated heavy to very heavy falls over Uttar Pradesh, Bihar, Sub-Himalayan West Bengal, Sikkim and northeastern states is likely till tomorrow and decrease thereafter.

· Under the influence of the off-shore trough, fairly widespread rainfall activity with isolated heavy to very heavy fall is likely to continue along the west coast during next 4-5 days.

Central Water Commission(CWC)

There are 01 Unprecedented, 08 High, 32 Moderate and 11 Low flood situation sites. 




INDIA METEOROLOGICAL DEPARTMENT

Warning (for next 24 hours)

· Isolated heavy to very heavy rainfall is likely over Andaman & Nicobar Islands, northeastern States, Sub-Himalayan West Bengal, Sikkim, Bihar, Uttar Pradesh, Uttarakhand, Konkan, Goa, Coastal Karnataka, Kerala, south Coastal Andhra Pradesh and north Coastal Tamil Nadu.

Outlook for subsequent two days

· Increase in rainfall activity is likely over Orissa, north Andhra Pradesh and Chhattisgarh.

· Fairly widespread rainfall with isolated heavy to very heavy fall is likely along the west coast.

CENTRAL WATER COMMISSION

According to the Central Water Commission (CWC) report dated 1st August, 2007, there are 01 Unprecedented, 08 High, 32 Moderate and 11 Low flood situation sites. 

The details of the Unprecedented Flood site is as under:- 

· In Uttar Pradesh, river Ghaghra at Ayodhya is flowing at 93.66m with a steady trend  against the danger level  of 92.73m and the previous highest flood level (HFL)  of  93.65m of 19.08.1998
UTTAR PRADESH

· Heavy to moderate rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours. 

· 04 human deaths have been reported in the State during last 24 hours.
· 05 districts (Shravasti, Bahraich, Maharajganj, Balrampur and Barabanki) of the State are reported to be severely affected.  Total 1331 villages are reported to have been affected in the State.
· In Shravasti district, 106 villages have been severely affected due to flood water of river Rapti. 

· Water level of river Rapti at Rapti Barrage & Bhakla Setu is still above the danger level with a rising trend.

· Water logging has been reported in several low lying areas.  Traffic movement in various severely affected villages has reportedly come to standstill due to waterlogging.  Daily used essential commodities are being supplied to the villagers through boats.

· 16 relief camps have been opened in the district where a number of families are accommodated.
· 01 PAC Company along with 07 country boats has been deployed. 20 private boats have also been deployed for rescue and relief operations.
· In Maharajganj district, 04 tehsils are reported to have been severely affected due to flood water of river Ruhi and its tributaries.
· Water level of river Rohin is above danger level.

· Out of 04 affected tehsils, 02 tehsils (Sadar & Parinda) continue to be submerged under water.

· Water logging has been reported in several low lying areas.  Traffic movement in various severely affected villages has reportedly come to standstill due to waterlogging.  Daily used essential commodities are being supplied to the villagers through PAC or private boats.
· 04 PAC Companies along with 04 motor boats continue to be deployed. 58 private boats have also been deployed for rescue and relief operations.
· A private wooden boat carrying about 30-40 persons in Harakpura village has reportedly developed a crack and broken from the middle on the river Rohin.  07 persons are reported to have been rescued safely whereas the dead bodies of 08 persons have been recovered so far.  Rest of the persons are still missing.  Local diving teams with the help of boats are engaged in retrieving the missing persons.
· Sufficient number of medical teams with doctors continue to be deployed in the affected areas for providing medical care.

· In Bahraich district, heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported.
· 150 villages with a population of 1,45,000 are reported to have been affected.

· Water logging continues to be reported in several low lying areas of the district.  

· Traffic movement in various severally affected villages has suffered disruption.  The essential commodities are being supplied to the villagers through boats.
· 02 PAC Companies along with 04 motor boats have been deployed in the district. 199 private boats have also been deployed for rescue and relief operations.
· In Kushinagar district, a breach measuring about 50 mtr on the embankment of river Ghagra in Aharouli-Pipraghat area has been reported.  10 villages are reported to have been affected.  The re-construction work of the breach portion is reportedly in progress.
· State Government has requisitioned for 01 Army column to be deployed in Maharajganj district.

· 08 companies of PAC have been deployed in the affected areas of the State for rescue and relief operations.
· In all, 36 Relief Camps are opened in the State where affected people are being accommodated.
BIHAR

· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours. 

· Due to heavy rainfall in upper reaches of Nepal border, the rivers of Bagmati, Budhi Gandak, Gandak, and Koshi continue to be in spate. 

· 03 human deaths have been reported in Saharsa district of the State during the last 24 hours.

· In Sitamarhi district light rainfall has been reported.

· Out of 17 blocks, 15 blocks are reported to have been affected severely.

· 205 boats continue to be deployed in the affected blocks for rescue and relief operations.

· In East Champaran, light to moderate rainfall has been reported.

· Out of 27 blocks, 19 blocks are reported to have been affected severely.

· The river Gandak is reported to be in spate. Several villages in the district are reported to have been marooned.
· Due to water logging in the railway tracks at Sugoli, Narkatiya Ganj railway stations, the rail services from Motihari – Sugoli and Raxual-Narkatiya Ganj have been suspended. Railway tracks in various other locations are also reported to be submerged under water.
· Traffic movement on Mohihari-Betai National Highway (NH-28) continues to be suspended as a stretch of this highway has been flooded by river Burhi Gandak.
· 289 boats have been deployed in the affected areas for rescue and relief operations

· In Darbhanga district, light to moderate rainfall has been reported.

· All 18 blocks are reported to have been affected severely. 546 villages with a population of 15.74 lakh have been affected severely.

· River Adhwara group at Kamtaul is in spate and flooded various low lying villages. 
· Traffic movement on Darbhanga-Patna National Highway (NH-57) continues to be suspended due to a landslide.  The debris removal work is also disrupted due to continuous rainfall.
· Waterlogging has also been reported over Railway track at Humaghat and Thalwada due to which train services from Darbanga-Muzaffarpur, Darbhanga-Samastipur have been suspended.
· 32 relief centres are opened in the district where affected people are being shifted.

· 10 medical camps have also been opened in the district for providing medical care to the affected people.
· 378 boats have been deployed in the affected areas for rescue and relief operations

· In Muzaffarpur district, light rainfall has been reported.

· Out of 16 blocks, 11 blocks are reported to have been affected severely. Orai and Katra blocks are reportedly cut off from the district. 

· River Bagmati, Lakhandehi and Burhi Gandak are in spate. 

· A PWD bridge in Sahabganj block near Nawal chauk has broken down due to flood water of river Burhi Gandak.  The vehicular movement on this section has been diverted through an alterative route. 

· 03 Relief Centres have been opened in the district where about 200 people are accommodated.

· 356 boats have been deployed in the affected areas for rescue and relief operations

· In all, 122 Relief Camps are opened in the State where 6,650 people have been accommodated.
· In all, 1370 boats have been deployed in the affected areas of the State for rescue and relief operations.
ASSAM

· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in a few parts of the State during last 24 hours. 
· 01 human death (Darang) has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.
· 421 Relief camps accommodating about 53,390 and 272 temporary relief shelters accommodating about 2,29,000 people have been opened in the State. 
· A timber road bridge on NH-52 in Dhemaji district washed away due to the recent flood water. The Road communication from Dhemaji with the rest of the Country continues to be cut off. 
· Ferry services between Dibrugarh-Dhemaji continue to be suspended due to increased and high flow of water in river Brahmaputra.
· 4357 villages in 25 districts are reported to have been affected in the state.

· In Baksa district, a breach has been reported in the embankment of river Beki due to which several low lying villages are reported to have been submerged under water.
· In Dibrugarh, a Baily bridge situated over river Dilli has collapsed as a result the vehicular movement between Sinari & Namrup continues to be disrupted.
· In Nalbari district, due to flood in river Noona, a few breaches in its embankment have been reported. A number of villages under revenue circle Tehu and Borma are marooned due to flood water of river Mora-pagaldia.

· In Dhubri district, Due to flood water of river Brahmaputra, the National Highway (NH-31) at Sonamukh and Salkocha continue to be submerged under water.  As a result, road communication on this section continues to be cut off.

· In Jorhat the traffic movement on Mudoijan – Jhanjimukh road has been suspended as this road continues to be submerged under the flood water of river Brahmaputra.

 KARNATAKA
· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.  
· 05 human deaths (Kolar-03, Haveri & Tumkur- 01 each) have been reported in the State during last 24 hours.
· In Kodagu district, 01 Relief Camps has been set up to accommodate about 120 people.
WEST BENGAL
· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in north Bengal during last 24 hours.  

· 07 human deaths (Jalpaiguri-04 & Malda-03) have been reported in the State during last 24 hours.
177 Relief Camps have been opened in the State where about 13,514 people are accommodated. 
· A few breaches have been reported in the embankment of river Tista, Torsha & Mahananda in CoochBehar and Jalpaiguri districts due to which several villages in these districts have been severely affected.

· The situation in the State is reportedly improving.
KERALA

· Heavy to moderate rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.  
· 03 human deaths (Idukki-02 & Kottayam-01) have been reported in the State during last 24 hours.
· In all, 86 relief camps continue to run in the State where 13,172 people are accommodated.
· 05 teams of NDRF (Kozhikode, Alappuzha, Idukki, Wayanad, & Malappuram) continue to be deployed in the State for rescue and relief work.
DEPLOYMENT OF NATIONAL DISASTER RESPONSE FORCE (NDRF) ON 1st AUGUST, 2007

· In Assam – 01 team consisting of 47 personnel has been deployed in Barpeta district of the State for rescue and relief operations.  

· In Kerala – 05 teams (Kozhikode, Alappuzha, Idukki, Wayanad, & Malappuram) have been deployed in the State for rescue and relief operations.  

LOGISTIC SUPPORT PROVIDED BY THE MINISTRY OF DEFENCE ON 1st August, 2007

· In Assam, two Army columns and two Engineer Task Forces (Barpeta and Kamrup districts) continue to be deployed for rescue and relief operations.
