	RAINFALL SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY

ANDHRA PRADESH

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.  
· Due to heavy rainfall in Srikakulam district, about 50 villages in 08 Mandals are reported to have been affected.
· 15 relief camps have been opened in the State where affected people are accommodated.
UTTARAKHAND

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours. 

· In Chamoli district, due to landslides/boulder fallen 04 persons are reported to have been died and 04 injured.  
UTTAR PRADESH

· Light to very light rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours. 

· Situation of severely affected districts of the State are reported to be returning normal.  
· 2552 villages in 20 districts with population of 20.8 lakh are reported to have been affected in the state.

· Two Engineer Task Forces continue to be engaged for rescue and relief operations in Maharajganj & Gorakhpur districts.
· 14 companies of PAC continue to be deployed in the affected areas of the State for rescue and relief operations.
· 2216 country boats, apart from the boats of PAC & Army, have also been pressed into service in the affected districts of the State for rescue and relief operations. 
· 233 Relief Camps are opened in the State in which 1.60 lakh people have been accommodated.
BIHAR

· No significant rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours. 

· 4205 villages in 19 districts with population of 1,23,98,000 persons are reported to have been affected in the state.

· In Samastipur district, a private wooden boat carrying about 60 people capsized in Harpur Sahdabad under Patori block over river Ganga due to high flow of river water. 40 people are reported to have been rescued safely whereas 04 dead bodies have been recovered so far. 16 people are still missing. The local administration has engaged 02 streamers, local divers and NDRF personnel for retrieving the bodies of remaining missing persons.    
· Air-dropping of food packets & essential items in affected districts by IAF helicopters continues. 

· 220 medical teams have been deployed in the affected districts of the State for providing medical care.

· 779 Relief Camps are opened in the State where about 25000 people have been accommodated.
· 3831 boats continue to be deployed in the affected areas of the State for rescue and relief operations.
· 243 cattle camps have also been opened in the affected districts of the State.

ASSAM

· Light to very light rainfall has been reported in a few parts of the State during last 24 hours. 
· 5931 villages in 26 districts are reported to have been affected in the state.

· 669 Relief camps accommodating about 1,28,606 and 282 temporary relief shelters accommodating about 3,32,412 people continue to run in the State. 
· The situation in the State is reportedly improving.

KARNATAKA

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.  
· Some low lying villages in Belgaum and Bagalkot districts are reported to have been affected.  A few houses in these districts have also been submerged under water.
· 30 relief camps are reported to have been set up in the State for providing food to the people whose houses are submerged under water.
KERALA

· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours.
· Some low lying villages have reportedly been affected in Wayanad district. 
· 36 relief camps continue to run in the State where 2004 people are accommodated.
· 05 teams of NDRF (Kozhikode, Alappuzha, Idukki, Wayanad, & Malappuram) continue to be deployed in the State for rescue and relief work.
Loss of Human lives

· As per provisional information received from the affected States, 134 human deaths have been reported during the last 24 hrs. The cumulative number of people who lost their lives during the South West Monsoon so far is 1428.
IMD 

· Yesterday’s deep depression over interior Orissa moved west-northwestwards and weakened into a depression and now lay centred at 0830 hrs IST of 7th August 2007 over Chhattisgarh close to Raipur.  The system is likely to continue to move in a west-northwesterly direction and weaken further.
· Under its influence, widespread rainfall activity with scattered heavy to very heavy falls and isolated extremely heavy falls (>25cm) is likely over South Chhattisgarh and Vidarbha during next 24 hrs and over south Madhya Pradesh during next 48 hrs.

· Enhanced rainfall activity with scattered heavy to very heavy falls and isolated extremely heavy falls (>25 cm) is also likely over Gujarat, Konkan, Goa (including Mumbai) and Madhya Maharashtra till 9th and decrease thereafter.  Fairly widespread rainfall with isolated heavy to very heavy falls is also likely over Marathawada and south Rajasthan during the same period. 
Central Water Commission(CWC)

There are 03 High, 25 Moderate and 20 Low flood situation sites. 



Warning (for next 24 hours)

· Scattered heavy to very heavy falls and with isolated extremely heavy falls (>25cm) is likely over South Chhattisgarh and Vidarbha during next 24 hrs and over south Madhya Pradesh, Gujarat, Konkan, Goa (including Mumbai) and Madhya Maharashtra during next 48 hours.
· Isolated heavy to very heavy falls is also likely over Marathawada, South Rajasthan and Coastal Karnataka during next 48 hours.
Outlook for subsequent two days

· A low pressure area is likely to form over North Bay of Bengal around 9th August which may subsequently increase rainfall over Orissa and Andhra Pradesh.
· The rainfall activity is likely to decrease over west coast and Gujarat.
CENTRAL WATER COMMISSION

According to the Central Water Commission (CWC) report dated 7th August, 2007, there are 03 High, 25 Moderate and 20 Low flood situation sites.  The detail of the high flood sites is as under:- 

High flood situation

· River Burhi Gandak at Samastipur in Bihar is flowing at 49.22m with a Steady trend against the danger level of 46.02m, and the previous highest flood level (HFL) of 49.38m of 15.08.1987.

· River Bagmati at Benibad in Bihar is flowing at 49.53m with a falling trend against the danger level of 48.68m, and the previous highest flood level (HFL) of 50.01m of 12.07.2004.

· River Ghaghra at Ayodhya in U.P. is flowing at 93.35m with a falling trend against the danger level of 92.73m, and the previous highest flood level (HFL) of 93.65m of 19.08.1998.

ANDHRA PRADESH

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.  
· 01 human death has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.
· Due to heavy rainfall in Srikakulam district, about 50 villages in 08 Mandals are reported to have been affected.
· 15 relief camps have been opened in the State where affected people are accommodated.
UTTARAKHAND

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours. 

· In Chamoli district, a landslide near Kandai village has occurred in which 02 persons are reported to have been died and 04 injured.  The injured have been evacuated to the Government hospital at Dewal for treatment.
· Due to heavy rainfall in the hill area of Chamoli district, boulder fallen incident has been reported in Ghatkalyani village. As a result, 01 house has been damaged and 02 persons are reported to have been died.
UTTAR PRADESH

· Light to very light rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours. 

· Water has started receding from most of the rivers and situation is gradually returning to normal.

· Situation of severely affected districts (Gorakhpur, Shravasti, Bahraich, Maharajganj, Balrampur, Basti, Gonda, Mau, Balia, Devria, Azamgarh and Barabanki) of the State are reported to be returning normal.  
· 2552 villages in 20 districts with population of 20.8 lakh are reported to have been affected in the state.

· 06 human deaths (Devria-03, Gorakhpur-02 & Mau-01) have been reported in the State during last 24 hours.
· Two Engineer Task Forces continue to be engaged for rescue and relief operations in Maharajganj & Gorakhpur districts.
· 14 companies of PAC continue to be deployed in the affected areas of the State for rescue and relief operations.
· 2216 country boats, apart from the boats of PAC & Army, have also been pressed into service in the affected districts of the State for rescue and relief operations. 
· 233 Relief Camps are opened in the State in which 1.60 lakh people have been accommodated.
BIHAR

· No significant rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours. 

· Water has started receding from most of the rivers and situation is gradually returning to normal.
· In Samastipur district, a private wooden boat carrying about 60 people capsized in Harpur Sahdabad under Patori block over river Ganga due to high flow of river water. 40 people are reported to have been rescued safely whereas 04 dead bodies have been recovered so far. 16 people are still missing. The local administration has engaged 02 streamers, local divers and NDRF personnel for retrieving the bodies of remaining missing persons.    
· 4205 villages in 19 districts (178 blocks & 984 Panchayats) with population of 1,23,98,000 persons are reported to have been affected in the state.

· 24 human deaths have been reported in the State during last 24 hours.
· Air-dropping of food packets & essential items in affected districts by IAF helicopters continues. 

· 220 medical teams have been deployed in the affected districts of the State for providing medical care.

· 779 Relief Camps are opened in the State where about 25000 people have been accommodated.
· 3831 boats continue to be deployed in the affected areas of the State for rescue and relief operations.
· 243 cattle camps have also been opened in the affected districts of the State.

ASSAM

· Light to very light rainfall has been reported in a few parts of the State during last 24 hours. 
· 07 human deaths (Barbeta-06 & Dhubri-01) have been reported in the State during last 24 hours.
· 5931 villages in 26 districts are reported to have been affected in the state.

· 669 Relief camps accommodating about 1,28,606 and 282 temporary relief shelters accommodating about 3,32,412 people continue to run in the State. 
· A timber road bridge on NH-52 in Dhemaji district was washed away due to the recent flood water. The Road communication from Dhemaji with the rest of the Country continues to be cut off. 
· Ferry services between Dibrugarh-Dhemaji are reported to have been resumed.

· As no fresh significant rainfall has occurred in the State, water level from all the major rivers has started receding and the situation is returning to normal.

· The situation in the State is reportedly improving.

KARNATAKA

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.  Some of the rainfall figures are (in cm): Shivmoga-15.0, Dakshin Kannada-12.0, Uttar Kannada-10.0, Udupi-9.0 and Dharwad – 5.0.
· 06 human deaths (Shivmoga – 03, Davanagere-02 & Dakshin Kannada 01) have been reported in the State during last 24 hours.
· Due to overflow of river Krishna, some low lying villages in Belgaum and Bagalkot districts are reported to have been affected.  A few houses in these districts have also been submerged under water.
· 30 relief camps are reported to have been set up in the State for providing food to the people whose houses are submerged under water.
KERALA

· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours.  Some of the rainfall  figures are (in cm)  : Kannur-9.3, Kozikode-8.7, Kasargode & Wayanad – 7.9 each
· 04 human deaths (Malapuram-02, Idukki & Thrissur – 01 each) have been reported from the State during last 24 hours.
· Due to heavy rainfall in Wayanad district, some low lying villages have reportedly been affected. About 113 people are reported to have been evacuated and shifted in 04 relief centres.
· In all, 36 relief camps continue to run in the State where 2004 people are accommodated.
· 05 teams of NDRF (Kozhikode, Alappuzha, Idukki, Wayanad, & Malappuram) continue to be deployed in the State for rescue and relief work.
DEPLOYMENT OF NATIONAL DISASTER RESPONSE FORCE (NDRF) ON 7TH AUGHUST, 2007

· In Assam – 01 team consisting of 47 personnel has been deployed in Barpeta district for rescue and relief operations.
· In Kerala – 05 teams (Kozhikode, Alappuzha, Idukki, Wayanad, & Malappuram) continued to be deployed for rescue and relief operations.  

LOGISTIC SUPPORT PROVIDED BY THE MINISTRY OF DEFENCE ON 7th August, 2007

Army

· In Uttar Pradesh, Two Engineer Task Forces continue to be engaged for rescue and relief operations in Maharajganj & Gorakhpur districts.
· In Bihar, two Army columns along with two Engineer Task Force teams have been deployed for rescue and relief operations in Samastipur and Begusarai districts. 

Airforce

· In Bihar, Four MI-8 Helicopters carried out 20 sorties and airlifted 53 people and airdropped 21.7 tons of food items in the affected districts.

· The rainfall activity in the rest of the States/UTs is reported to be insignificant during the last 24 hours.
