	RAINFALL SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY

MAHARASHTRA

· Very heavy to extremely heavy rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours. 
· In Amravati division, 51 villages in 08 talukas with population of 4,861 are reported to have been affected. 

· Several houses have been damaged in the low lying areas.
· Various State Highways are reported to have been submerged under water causing disruption in traffic movements.

· 05 boats have been pressed into the service for rescue and relief operations.

· 01 NDRF team consisting 32 personnel has been deployed for rescue and relief operations. 
GUJARAT

· Very heavy to extremely heavy rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours. 
· Rajkot, Jamnagar, Junagarh, Porbandar, Surender Nagar and Amreli districts are reported to have been affected severely.
· Various low lying villages under above districts are reported to have been submerged under water.

· Total 16,565 people have been evacuated to safer places.  
· The water level of Narmada dam which was reported to have  above danger level is now in declining trend. 
· 01 Army Column has been deployed in Junagarh district for rescue and relief operations. 
· 01 NDRF company has been deployed in Rajkot district for rescue and relief operations and 04 companies are kept in readiness for deployment in the affected districts in the State.
· 01 IAF helicopter has been deployed in Jamnagar district.
· 41 State and 180 Panchayat roads are reportedly damaged due to fresh spell of heavy rainfall in the State.  The traffic movements on these roads have been disrupted.

· Two Engineer Task Forces continue to be engaged for rescue and relief operations in Maharajganj & Gorakhpur districts.
· 10 companies of PAC continue to be deployed in the affected areas of the State for rescue and relief operations.
· 2208 country boats have also been pressed into service in the affected districts of the State for rescue and relief operations. 
· 250 Relief Camps are opened in the State in which 1.63 lakh people have been accommodated.
BIHAR

· Light to very light rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours. 

· Water has started receding from most of the rivers and situation is gradually returning to normal.
· 6602 villages in 19 districts (185 blocks & 1290 Panchayats) with population of 140.54 lakh are reported to have been affected in the state.

· Air-dropping of food packets & essential items in affected districts by IAF helicopters continues. 

· 233 medical teams continue to be deployed in the affected districts of the State for providing medical care.

· 846 Relief Camps continue to be run in the State in which about 79,602 people have been accommodated.
· 4239 boats continue to be deployed in the affected areas of the State for rescue and relief operations.
· 243 cattle camps have also been opened in the affected districts of the State.

ASSAM

· Light to very light rainfall has been reported in a few parts of the State during last 24 hours. 
· 5946 villages in 26 districts are reported to have been affected in the state.

· 669 Relief camps accommodating about 1,28,606 and 282 temporary relief shelters accommodating about 3,32,412 people continue to run in the State. 
· The situation in the State is reportedly improving.

KARNATAKA

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.  
· 16 districts are reported to have been affected severely.

· 133 relief camps are reported to have been set up in the State where about 12,000 people are accommodated.
KERALA

· Moderate to heavy rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours.  
· 36 relief camps continue to run in the State where 2089 people are accommodated.
· 04 teams of NDRF (Kozhikode, Alappuzha, Idukki & Wayanad) continue to be deployed in the State for rescue and relief work.
Loss of Human lives

· As per provisional information received from the affected States, 29 human deaths have been reported during the last 24 hrs. The cumulative number of people who lost their lives during the South West Monsoon so far is 1550.
IMD 

· Yesterday’s well marked low pressure area over West Madhya Pradesh & neighbourhood now lies as a low pressure area over Kutch and adjoining south Rajasthan.  Under its influence, widespread rainfall with scattered heavy to very heavy falls is likely over Saurashtra & Kutch till tomorrow and decrease thereafter.

· The current meteorological analysis suggests northward shift of western end of the monsoon trough from tomorrow onwards.  Consequently, the rainfall activity is likely to remain subdued over many parts of central & interior peninsular India and northeastern States.

· A low pressure area is likely to form over North Bay of Bengal by tomorrow which may subsequently increase the rainfall activity over Orissa, Gangetic West Bengal and Jharkhand.
Central Water Commission(CWC)

There are 19 Moderate and 27 Low flood situation sites. 



Warning (for next 24 hours)

· Scattered heavy to very heavy rainfall is likely over Saurashtra, Kutch and Andaman & Nicobar Islands.
· Isolated heavy to very heavy rainfall is also likely over Coastal Orissa, Coastal Karnataka, Kerala, Lakshadweep and north Konkan.
Outlook for subsequent two days

· Scattered rainfall activity is likely over the plains of northwest India.
· The rainfall activity is likely to increase over Orissa, Chhattisgarh and north Andhra Pradesh.

MAHARASHTRA

· Amravati, Nagpur, Gadchiroli, Gondia and Chanderpur districts are reported to have been affected severely due to the recent spell of heavy rainfall.
· In Amravati district, 51 villages in 08 talukas with population of 4,861 are reported to have been affected. 
· Several houses have been damaged in the low lying areas of the district.
· Various State Highways are reported to have been submerged under water causing disruption in traffic movements.

· 03 persons are reported to have died in the district during last 24 hours.

· 05 boats have been pressed into the service for rescue and relief operations.

· 01 NDRF team consisting 32 personnel have also been deployed for rescue and relief operations. 

· Information from other severely affected districts is awaited as it is reported to be still under compilation.
GUJARAT

· Very heavy to extremely heavy rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours. The chief amount of rainfall in the State are (in cm):- : Jodia – 26.9, Jam Jodhpur – 23.1, Jamnagar-22.9 and Bhanvad -22.0.
· 08 human deaths (Kheda & Junagarh – 02 each, Surender Nagar, Mahesana, Amreli & Kutch– 01 each) have been reported in the State during last 24 hours.
· Rajkot, Jamnagar, Junagarh, Porbandar, Surender Nagar and Amreli districts are reported to have been affected severely.
· Various low lying villages under above districts are reported to have been submerged under water.

· The situation in the State is reportedly improving.

KARNATAKA

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.  
· 16 districts are reported to have been affected severely.

· No human death has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.
· 133 relief camps are reported to have been set up in the State where about 12,000 people are accommodated.
· In Belgaum district, 14 bridges and 06 roads are reported to have been submerged under water.  The traffic/pedestrian movement via these bridges/roads has been temporarily suspended till the water recedes.
· A few houses have also been damaged in the State due to recent fresh spell of heavy rainfall and overflow of river water.
KERALA

· Moderate to heavy rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours.  Some of the rainfall figures are (in cm): Kannur – 6.3 & Wayanad – 4.9
· 01 human death (Wayanad) has been reported from the State during last 24 hours.
· 36 relief camps continue to run in the State where 2089 people are accommodated.
· 04 teams of NDRF (Kozhikode, Alappuzha, Idukki & Wayanad) continue to be deployed in the State for rescue and relief work.
DEPLOYMENT OF NATIONAL DISASTER RESPONSE FORCE (NDRF) ON 13TH JULY, 2007

· In Assam, one team consisting of 47 personnel continue to be deployed in Barpeta district for rescue and relief operations.

· In Gujarat, 02 teams (about 80 personnel) has moved from Gandhinagar to Rajkot for rescue and relief operations.

· In Kerala – 05 teams (Kozhikode, Alappuzha, Idukki, Wayanad, & Malappuram) have been deployed in the State for rescue and relief operations.  

· In Maharashtra, 03 teams (Nagpur, Dhule and Amravati) (total 110 personnel) alongwith 02 doctors have been deployed in the State for rescue and relief operations.

LOGISTIC SUPPORT PROVIDED BY THE MINISTRY OF DEFENCE ON 9th August, 2007

Army

· In Uttar Pradesh, Two Engineer Task Forces continue to be engaged for rescue and relief operations in Maharajganj & Gorakhpur districts.

· In Bihar, two Army columns along with two Engineer Task Force teams continue to be deployed in Samastipur and Begusarai districts for rescue and relief operations. 

· In Gujarat, one Army column along with one Engineer Task Force team has been deployed in Junagarh district for rescue and relief operations. 

Airforce

· In Bihar, Four MI-8 Helicopters airlifted 46 civilians in 21 sorties and airdropped 23 tons of food items in the affected districts.
· In Maharashtra, one MI-17 Helicopter positioned at Mumbai for rescue and relief operations.
· In Gujarat, one Chetak Helicopter airlifted 08 civilians in two sorties and airdropped 0.030 tons of food items in Jamnagar district.
