Loss of Human lives

· As per provisional information received from the affected States, 25 human deaths (Bihar-21, Gujarat & Kerala-02 each) have been reported during the last 24 hrs. The cumulative number of people who lost their lives during the South West Monsoon so far is 1668.
IMD 

· Yesterday’s low pressure area over northwest Bay of Bengal off Orissa-West Bengal Coast persists and likely to become more marked during next 1-2 days. Under its influence, widespread rainfall with isolated heavy to very heavy fall is likely over Orissa, Gangetic West Bengal, north Coastal Andhra Pradesh and Jharkhand during next 3-4 days. Rainfall activity is also likely to increase over East Uttar Pradesh, Bihar and Chhattisgarh from tomorrow onwards.
· As predicted the western end of the monsoon trough has shifted to northwards and now lies close to foothills of the Himalayas. This scenario is likely to continue for the next 3 days and cause scattered rainfall activity over northwest India.
