	RAINFALL SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY

HIMACHAL PRADESH

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.

· 05 Human deaths were reported in the State during last 24 hours.

· 52 persons are reported missing and 16 houses were completely damaged due to cloud blast in Rampur Subdivision  of Shimla District.  Most of the missing persons are reported to be employees of  Ghanvi Project (Hydel Power).  

· One Army column has been deployed to assist the civil authority for rescue and relief operation with effect from 15th August, 2007.
· Due to recent heavy rains in the State,  a number of roads and railway tracks have been reported to be damaged. About 100 mtr railway track on Shimla-Kalka route near Koti railway station has been swept away.  The train services from Kalka to Shimla and vice-versa have temporarily been suspended. Similarly the Kharogala railway bridge situated in Rekongpeo (Kinnaur district) has also been washed away due to cloud burst.  The train service on this section has also been suspended.

· Several other landslides have occurred in the interior regions of the State due to which the road communication to the district headquarter and other places are reported to have been cut off.

UTTARAKHAND

· Heavy to moderate rainfall has been reported in a few parts of the State during last 24 hours. 

· 07 human deaths (Chamoli -04 and Pauri Garhwal-03) have been reported from the State during last 24 hrs. 

· The water level of river Ganga in Haridwar is flowing above its danger level.  

· Rishikesh-Kirtinagar, Rishikesh-Tamba, Kotdwara-Pauri, Pithoragarh-Tanakpur, Pithoragarh-Almorah  roads have been reported to blocked at various placed due to a landslide. The traffic movement on these roads have  temporarily been disrupted.

· Several other landslides have occurred in the interior regions of the State due to which the road communication at various places is reported to have been blocked causing disruption in traffic/pedestrian movement.

· A number of tributaries/streams in the upper reaches of the State are in spate due to which mud sliding has been reported at various places causing disruption in traffic movements. Several trees & electric poles have been uprooted in the State.

GUJARAT

· Light to Moderate rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours. 
· Water has started receding from most of the rivers and situation is gradually returning to normal.

· 225 villages in 09 districts with population of 6.88 lakh are reported to have been affected in the state due to fresh spell of heavy rainfall.

· Following improvement in the situation people have started returning to their homes. Now only 03 Relief Camps are running in the State in which about 311 people are accommodated.

· 462 Medical Teams consisting of 263 Medical Officers and 1091 Para Medical Staff continue to be deployed in the affected districts of the State for providing medical care.

IMD 

· Yesterday’s low pressure area over Bihar and neighbourhood has become less marked. However, a north-south trough runs from north Bihar to Head Bay of Bengal. Under its influence, widespread rainfall with scattered heavy to very heavy falls is likely over  Sub-Himalayam West Bengal & Sikkim during next 2-3 days. Fairly widespread rainfall with isolated heavy to very heavy falls is also likely over East Uttar Pradesh and Bihar during the same period.
· The axis of the monsoon trough remains close to the foot hills of the
     Himalayas and is likely to cause scattered to fairly widespread rainfall   

     activity over Western Himalayas Region.
· Numerical weather prediction models suggest widespread rainfall with scattered heavy to very heavy falls likely over northeastern states during next 3-4 days.

· Numerical weather prediction models also suggest formation of a fresh low pressure area over north Bay of Bengal around 18th August, 2007.

CENTRAL WATER COMMISSION
