	RAINFALL SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY

ORISSA

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.

· Due to heavy rainfall in Sundargarh and Sambalbar, several low lying areas have been submerged under water.

· In Sundargarh district, a bridge situated in Goghar under Rajgangpur sub-division has collapsed.  05 persons are reported to be missing.
· About 20 families have been shifted from the low lying areas in above districts to the safer places.

· Orissa Disaster Rapid Force (ODRF) has also been deployed in above two districts for rescue and relief operations.

· Traffic movement/train services have also been affected in the above districts.

HIMACHAL PRADESH

· No significant rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.

· In Shimla district, a cloud burst was reported on 14th August, 07 in village Ganvi under Rampur Sub-division due to which a flash flood occurred. About 52 persons were reported to have been washed away and 17 houses destroyed.  Out of the missing, dead bodies of only 10 persons have been recovered so far.  As the debris removal work not yet completed, the traffic movement to the village is still cut off.

· A medical team consisting of 06 medical officers/para-medical staff has been deployed in the village for providing medical care to the villagers. 

· One Army column and Para-Military personnel continue to be engaged for rescue and relief operations.

UTTARAKHAND

· Light to very light rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours. 

· No human death has been reported from the State during last 24 hrs. 

· The traffic movement on Pauri Garhwal-Kotdwar, National Highway (NH-119), which was suspended due to land slide at Dugadda, has since been restored.

GUJARAT

· Light to very light rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours.  
· 01 State and 36 Panchayat roads were damaged in the State.  The traffic movements on these roads have been disrupted. 
Electricity supply is still cut off in 01 village in the State.  
· 575 Medical Teams consisting of 313 Medical Officers and 1391 Para Medical Staff continue to be deployed in the affected districts of the State for providing medical care.
· The situation in the State is improving and returning to normal.

· Light to very light rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours.

· 6520 boats continue to be deployed in the affected areas of the State for rescue and relief operations.
· 341 cattle camps continue to run in the affected districts of the State.

ASSAM

· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in a few parts of the State during last 24 hours. 
· The Guwahati-Baxirhat National Highway (NH-31)  continues to be submerged under water over a stretch of about 12 km at Howly and Bhawanipur in Barpeta district. Low lying areas and agricultural lands have also been submerged under water.
· 5946 villages in 26 districts with population of 68,16 lakh are reported to have been affected in the state.

KARNATAKA

· Light to very light rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.  
· 03 human deaths (Hassan-02 & Dawangeri-01) have been reported in the State during last 24 hours.
· 1412 villages in 25 districts with population of 11.29 lakh are reported to have been affected in the state.

· 123 relief camps continue to run in the State in which about 21,000 people are accommodated.
KERALA

· No significant rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.  
· 32 relief camps continue to run in the State where 1558 people are accommodated.
· 02 teams of NDRF (Alappuzha & Idukki) continue to be deployed in the State for rescue and relief work.
WEST BENGAL

· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in few parts of the State during last 24 hrs.
· 04 human deaths( Puriliya – 03 and Hooghly -01)  have been reported in the State during last 24 hrs.
· Due to heavy rainfall and discharge of water from Kangsavati, Chandil and Damodar Valley Dam, Poorva Medinipur and Paschim Medinipur districts are reported to have been affected severely.
· Army and Airforce have been requisitioned by the State administration for rescue and relief operations in the affected districts of the State.

· 207 relief camps continue to run in the State where 2.65 lakh people are accommodated.
Loss of Human lives

· As per provisional information received from the affected States, 10 human deaths have been reported during the last 24 hrs. The cumulative number of people who lost their lives during the South West Monsoon so far is 2036.     
IMD 

· Yesterday’s well marked low pressure area over Jharkhand and adjoining areas of north Orissa & Gangetic West Bengal now lies over north Chhattisgarh and neighbourhood as a low pressure area. 

· Under its influence widespread rainfall with scattered heavy to very heavy fall is likely over north Orissa, Chhattisgarh, East Madhya Pradesh and Vidarbha during next 1-2 days. Subsequently rainfall belt is likely to shift to West Madhya Pradesh, north Madhya Maharashtra, Marathawada, Gujarat and East Rajasthan.

· Fairly widespread rainfall with isolated heavy to very heavy falls is likely over Konkan, Goa and Coastal Karnataka during next 3-4 days.

CWC

· There are 02 High Flood, 21 Moderate and 27 Low flood situation sites.


Warning (for next 24 hours)

· Scattered heavy to very heavy rainfall is likely over north Orissa and Chhattisgarh during next 24 hrs and over East Madhya Pradesh and Vidarbha during next 48 hrs.
· Isolated heavy to very heavy rainfall is likely over Andaman & Nicobar Islands, Konkan, Goa and Coastal Karnataka during next 48 hrs.

Outlook for subsequent two days

· Further decrease in rainfall activity is likely over east & adjoining central India. 
· Scattered to fairly widespread rainfall is likely over plains of northwest India and west coast. 
CENTRAL WATER COMMISSION
