SUMMARY OF IMPORTANT EVENTS AS ON 21.08.2007

	RAINFALL SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY (during last 24 hours)
ORISSA

· Moderate to heavy rainfall has been reported.

· Due to recent spell of heavy rainfall in the State, Sundargarh, Baleswar and Sambalpur districts are reported to have been affected.

· In Sundargarh district, a bridge situated in Goghar under Rajgangpur sub-division has collapsed. 

· About 20 families were shifted from the low lying areas in above districts to safer places.

· Orissa Disaster Rapid Force (ODRF) has also been deployed in above two districts for rescue and relief operations.

HIMACHAL PRADESH

· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported.

· Dead bodies of only 10 persons out of 52 persons missing in the flash flood that occurred in Shimla district due to a cloud burst on 14.08.2007 were found so far.  Work relating to removal of debris and clearing of traffic movement was hampered due to intermittent rains.
· A medical team consisting of 06 medical officers/para-medical staff continues to be deployed in the village for providing medical care. 

GUJARAT

· Moderate to heavy rainfall has been reported in 62 talukas out of 225 talukas. The highest rainfall (6.7 cm) has been recorded in Valode taluka.

· Due to fresh spell of heavy rainfall, 05 State and 12 Panchayat roads are reported to have been damaged.  

· Electricity supply is still cut off in 14 villages in the State.  Total 18 feeders, 27 transformers and 2030 electricity poles in these villages have been damaged/uprooted. 

· 575 Medical Teams consisting of 313 Medical Officers and 1391 Para Medical Staff continue to be deployed in the affected districts.
UTTAR PRADESH

· Light to very light rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State. 

· 1436 villages in 19 districts with population of about 12.43 lakh are reported to have been affected.

· One Engineer Task Force continues to be engaged in rescue and relief operations in Farrukhabad district.

· 23 Relief Camps continue to run in the State in which 76,000 people have been accommodated.
· 06 PAC companies and 622 boats continue to be deployed in the affected districts of the State for rescue and relief operations.

BIHAR

· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State.

· 9197 villages in 19 districts (215 blocks & 2604 Panchayats) with population of 177.57 lakh are reported to have been affected in the state.

· 519 medical teams continue to be deployed in the affected districts of the State for providing medical care.

· 1268 Relief Camps continue to run in the State in which about 8,63,673 people have been accommodated.  
· 6541 boats continue to be deployed in the affected areas of the State for rescue and relief operations.
· 314 cattle camps continue to run in the affected districts of the State.

ASSAM

· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in a few parts of the State. 
· The Guwahati-Baxirhat National Highway (NH-31) continues to be submerged under water over a stretch of about 12 km at Howly and Bhawanipur in Barpeta district. 
· 5946 villages in 26 districts with population of 68.16 lakh are reported to have been affected in the state.

· 12 Relief Camps continue to run in the State in which 4,320 people have been accommodated. 
KARNATAKA

· Light to very light rainfall has been reported in the State.

· 1412 villages in 25 districts with population of 11.29 lakh are reported to have been affected in the state.

· 11 relief camps continue to run in the State in which about 1800 people have been accommodated.  
KERALA

· Light to very light rainfall has been reported in the State.

· In 14 districts, 17.63 lakh population is reported to have been affected in the State.

· 25 relief camps continue to run in the State where 1,478 people are accommodated.
· 02 teams of NDRF (Alappuzha & Idukki) deployed in the State for rescue and relief works have been derequisitioned today.
WEST BENGAL

· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in a few parts of the State.
· Due to heavy rainfall and discharge of water from Kangsavati, Chandil and Damodar Valley Dam, Poorva Medinipur and Paschim Medinipur districts are reported to have been affected severely.
· 173 Relief camps have been set up in Paschim Medinipur in which 46,698 persons are accommodated. 
Loss of Human lives

· As per provisional information received from the affected States, 46 human deaths have been reported during the last 24 hrs. The cumulative number of people who lost their lives during the South West Monsoon so far is 2082.     
IMD
· Yesterday’s low pressure area over north Chhattisgarh and neighbourhood now lies over East Madhya Pradesh and neighbourhood.
· Under its influence, widespread rainfall with scattered heavy to very heavy fall is likely over West Madhya Pradesh and Gujarat region during next 48 hours and decrease thereafter. Fairly widespread rainfall with isolated heavy to very heavy rainfall is also likely over East Madhya Pradesh during next 24 hours and over Saurashtra, Kutch and south Rajasthan during next 48 hours.

· Under the influence of an off-shore trough, fairly widespread rainfall with isolated heavy to very heavy falls is likely over Konkan, Goa, Coastal Karnataka and Kerala during next 2-3 days.

CWC
· There are 03 High Flood, 22 Moderate and 24 Low flood situation sites.


Warning (for next 24 hours)

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall is likely at a few places over Gujarat region and West Madhya Pradesh during next 48 hours.

· Isolated heavy to very heavy rainfall is likely over East Madhya Pradesh during next 24 hrs. and over Saurashtra, Kutch, south Rajasthan, Andaman & Nicobar Islands, Konkan, Goa, Coastal Karnataka and  Kerala during next 48 hours.

Outlook for subsequent two days

· Decrease in rainfall activity is likely over Gujarat and Rajasthan and further decrease is likely over Madhya Pradesh.

· Scattered rainfall activity likely over the plains of northwest India and southeast peninsula.

CENTRAL WATER COMMISSION

According to the Central Water Commission (CWC) report dated 21ST August, 2007, there are 03 High Flood, 22 Moderate and 24 Low flood situation sites. The details of the High Flood sites are as under:-

· River Ghaghra at Ayodhya is flowing at 92.75m with a falling trend against the danger level of 92.73m and the previous highest flood level (HFL) of 93.65m of 19.08.1988.  

BIHAR

· River Gandak at Chatia is flowing at 69.63m with a falling trend against the danger level of 69.15m and the previous highest flood level (HFL) of 70.04 of 26.07.2002.

· River Burhi Gandak at Muzaffarpur is flowing at 53.96m with a rising trend against the danger level of 52.53m and the previous highest flood level (HFL) of 54.29 of 15.08.1987.

ORISSA

· Moderate to heavy rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.

· No human death has been reported from the State during last 24 hrs.

· Due to recent spell of heavy rainfall in the State, Sundargarh, Baleswar and Sambalpur districts are reported to have been affected.

· In Sundargarh district, a bridge situated in Goghar under Rajgangpur sub-division has collapsed. The traffic movement via this bridge has been suspended.
· About 20 families were shifted from low lying areas in above districts to the safer places.

· A medical team consisting of 06 medical officers/para-medical staff continues to be deployed in the village for providing medical care to the villagers. 

· One Army column and Para-Military personnel continue to be engaged for rescue and relief operations.

GUJARAT

· Moderate to heavy rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours.  Out of 225 talukas, rainfall has been recorded in 62 Talukas of the State. The highest rainfall (6.7 cm) has been recorded in Valode taluka.

· 02 human deaths (Surat) have been reported in the State during last 24 hours. 

· Due to fresh spell of heavy rainfall, 05 State and 12 Panchayat roads are reported to have been damaged in the State.  The traffic movements on these roads have been disrupted.
