	RAINFALL SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY (during last 24 hours)
ORISSA

· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State.  
· 1590 villages in 07 districts with population of about 13.64 lakh are reported to have been affected.

· 1284 people have been evacuated to the safer place.
· 04 ODRAF teams and 127 boats have been deployed for rescue and relief operations.
GUJARAT

· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State.
· 937 villages in 29 districts with population of about 14.87 lakh are reported to have been affected.

· 02 State and 10 Panchayat roads are still damaged.  

· 367 Medical Teams consisting of 186 Medical Officers and 918 Para Medical Staff continue to be deployed in the affected districts.

· Light to very light rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State.

Loss of Human lives

· As per provisional information received from the affected States, 11 human deaths have been reported during the last 24 hrs. The cumulative number of people who lost their lives during the South West Monsoon so far is 2117.     
IMD

· The gradual shifting of monsoon trough towards foothills of the Himalayas is likely during next 2-3 days.  Under this scenario, subdued rainfall activity is likely over central parts of the country during next 4-5 days.
· Fairly widespread rainfall with isolated heavy fall is also likely over northeastern states, Sub-Himalayan West Bengal, Sikkim and Bihar during next 4-5 days.
CWC

· There are 02 High Flood, 17 Moderate and 21 Low flood situation sites.

· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours.
