	RAINFALL SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY (during last 24 hours)
BIHAR

· No significant rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State.
· So far, 9840 villages in 20 districts (223 blocks & 2703 Panchayats) with population of 193.54 lakh are reported to have been affected.

· 538 medical teams continue to be deployed in the affected districts of the State for providing medical care.
· 1288 Relief Camps continue to run in the State in which about 8,67,871 people have been accommodated.  
· 6871 boats continue to be deployed in the affected areas of the State for rescue and relief operations.
· 346 cattle camps continue to run in the affected districts of the State.

ORISSA

· No significant rainfall has been reported in the State.  
· So far, 1858 villages in 07 districts with population of about 15.96 lakh are reported to have been affected.
· 1284 people have been evacuated to safer places.

Loss of Human lives

· As per provisional information received from the affected States, 01 human death has been reported during the last 24 hrs. The cumulative number of people who lost their lives during the South West Monsoon so far is 2196.     
IMD

· Under the influence of an off-shore trough fairly widespread rainfall with isolated heavy to very heavy rainfall is likely over west coast during next 3-4 days.
· In association with a north-south trough and an embedded cyclonic circulation over south  Madhya Maharashtra and neighbourhood scattered to fairly widespread rainfall is likely over Madhya Maharashtra, Marathawada, Gujarat Region and Madhya Pradesh during next 48 hours.
· The current meteorological analysis suggests that fairly widespread rainfall with isolated heavy to very heavy falls is likely over northeastern States, Sub Himalayan West Bengal & Sikkim, Bihar and East Uttar Pradesh during next 3-4 days.
· With likely formation of an upper air cyclonic circulation rainfall activity is likely to increase over northwest India from 28th onwards for the next 3 days.
