SUMMARY OF IMPORTANT EVENTS AS ON 29.08.2007

	RAINFALL SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY (during last 24 hours)
UTTARAKHAND

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in the State.

· In Tehri Garhwal, traffic movement on Srinagar-Rishikesh National Highway has been suspended due to a landslide.

· In Pauri Garhwal, traffic movement on Kotdwar-Dugadda Marg has also been suspended due to a landslide near Devi Mandir.

BIHAR

· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State.

· 10,000 villages in 20 districts (225 blocks & 2758 Panchayats) with population of 209.52 lakh are reported to have been affected.

· 538 medical teams continue to be deployed in the affected districts of the State for providing medical care.

· 1325 Relief Camps continue to run in the State in which about 9,98,479 people have been accommodated.  
GUJARAT

· Widespread heavy to very heavy rains have been reported in the State.

· 937 villages in 29 districts with population of about 14.87 lakh are reported to have been affected.

· 242 Medical Teams consisting of 119 Medical Officers and 585 Para Medical Staff continue to be deployed in the affected districts of the State for providing medical care. 

ASSAM

· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in a few parts of the State. 
· 5946 villages in 26 districts with population of 68.16 lakh are reported to have been affected.

· 12 Relief Camps continue to run in the State in which 4,470 people have been accommodated. 
WEST BENGAL

· Light to moderate rainfall with isolated heavy rainfall has been reported in a few parts of the State. 
· 58 Relief camps continue to run in the State in which about 27,997 persons have been accommodated. 
· 246 Cattle camps continue to run in the State in which about 144000 cattle have been accommodated. 
· 126 Medical camps continue to be set up in the affected districts for providing medical care.
Loss of Human lives

· As per provisional information received from the affected States, 28 human deaths have been reported during the last 24 hrs. The cumulative number of people who lost their lives during the South West Monsoon so far is 2281.     
IMD

· An off-shore trough runs from south Gujarat coast to Kerala coast.  Under its influence, widespread rainfall with scattered heavy to very heavy rainfall is likely over Konkan, Goa & Gujarat region and fairly widespread rainfall with isolated heavy to very heavy falls over Coastal Karnataka, Kerala, Lakshadweep, Saurashtra, Kutch and Madhya Maharashtra during next 3 days.
· Fairly widespread rainfall activity is likely over Uttarakhand, West Uttar Pradesh and northeastern states during next 3-4 days. 

CWC

There are 01 High Flood, 20 Moderate and 18 Low flood situation sites. 


Warning (for next 24 hours)

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall is likely at a few places over Konkan, Goa and Gujarat Region.
· Isolated heavy to very heavy rainfall is likely over Andaman & Nicobar Islands, Lakshadweep, Coastal Karnataka, Madhya Maharashtra, West Madhya Pradesh, East Rajasthan, West Uttar Pradesh, Uttarakhand, Assam, Meghalaya and Arunachal Pradesh.
Outlook for subsequent two days
· A feeble low pressure area is likely to form over West-Central & adjoining North-West Bay of Bengal around 2nd September, 2007. It will subsequently increase rainfall activity over Andhra Pradesh and adjoining Orissa
· Fairly widespread rainfall is likely along the west coast.

CENTRAL WATER COMMISSION

According to the Central Water Commission (CWC) report dated 29th August, 2007, there are 01 High Flood, 20 Moderate and 18 Low flood situation sites.  The details of high flood situation are as under:- 

· In Assam, river Kushiyara at Karimganj is flowing at 16.00m with steady trend against the danger level of 14.94m and the previous highest flood level (HFL) of 16.39m of 13.05.2006.  

UTTARAKHAND

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.

· In Tehri Garhwal, traffic movement on Srinagar-Rishikesh National Highway has been suspended due to a landslide.
· In Pauri Garhwal, traffic movement on Kotdwar-Dugadda Marg has also been suspended due to a landslide near Devi Mandir.

· A number of other landslides are  reported to have occurred in various places of the State causing disruption in vehicular and pedestrian movements
· No human death and loss of property has been reported in the landslides by the State.
BIHAR

· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours.

· 09 human deaths (Paschim Champaran-05, Samastipur-03 and Poorvi Champaran-01) have been reported in the State during last 24 hours.
· 10,000 villages in 20 districts (225 blocks & 2758 Panchayats) with population of 209.52 lakh are reported to have been affected in the state.

· 538 medical teams continue to be deployed in the affected districts of the State for providing medical care.

· 1325 Relief Camps continue to run in the State in which about 9,98,479 people have been accommodated.  
· 7014 boats continue to be deployed in the affected areas of the State for rescue and relief operations.
· 349 cattle camps continue to run in the affected districts of the State.

GUJARAT

· Widespread heavy to very heavy rains have been reported in northern and central Gujarat. Out of 225 talukas, rainfall has been recorded in 175 Talukas of the State. Some of the rainfall figures are (in cm):  Jalalpur-14.0, Palsana-13.7 and Ranabav-12.0.
· No human death has been reported in the State during last 24 hours. 

· 937 villages in 29 districts with population of about 14.87 lakh are reported to have been affected in the state.

· 242 Medical Teams consisting of 119 Medical Officers and 585 Para Medical Staff continue to be deployed in the affected districts of the State for providing medical care. 

ASSAM

· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in a few parts of the State during last 24 hours. 
· No human death has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.
· A large portion of Sonari and Sapekhati villages still continue to be submerged under water.  Road and pedestrian movements for these villages continue to be suspended. About 1000 families from both the villages continue to stay in a school building. 

· A landslide over a stretch of 300 mtr was occurred on National Highway (NH-44) in Barak Valley.  Road links to Mizoram, Tripura, Silchar, Hailkandi and Karimganj connecting through this highway continues to be suspended.  The debris removal work started by the BRO personnel may take 2-3 days to restore the traffic movement on this highway. 

· 5946 villages in 26 districts with population of 68.16 lakh are reported to have been affected in the state.

· 12 Relief Camps continue to run in the State in which 4,470 people have been accommodated. 
WEST BENGAL

· Light to moderate rainfall with isolated heavy rainfall has been reported in a few parts of the State during last 24 hrs. 
· 02 human deaths have been reported in Paschim Medinipur district of the State during last 24 hrs.
· The traffic movement on National Highway (NH-31) in Kalimpong near Coronation Bridge which was suspended due to a landslide has since been restored from yesterday evening.

· 58 Relief camps continue to run in the State in which about 27,997 persons have been accommodated. 
· 246 Cattle camps continue to run in the State in which about 144000 cattle have been accommodated. 
· 126 Medical camps continue to be set up in the affected districts for providing medical care.
· 265 boats continue to be deployed in the affected districts for rescue and relief operations.
