SUMMARY OF IMPORTANT EVENTS AS ON 31.08.2007

	RAINFALL SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY (during last 24 hours)
UTTARAKHAND

· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in the State.
· Traffic movement on Srinagar-Rishikesh National Highway (NH-58) which was suspended due to landslides near Totaghati and Pagal Nalah at Joshimuth has since been restored. 

BIHAR

· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State.
· 24 human deaths (East Champaran- 08, Samastipur -05, Muzaffarpur -04, Sitamarhi, Madhubani, Saharsa – 02 each Madhepura -01) have been reported in the State during last 24 hours. 

· So far, 10,095 villages in 21 districts (234 blocks & 2767 Panchayats) with population of 211.50 lakh are reported to have been affected in the state.

· 537 medical teams continue to be deployed in the affected districts of the State.
· 1328 Relief Camps continue to run in the State in which about 9,98,4573 people have been accommodated.  
GUJARAT

· Widespread scattered moderate to heavy rainfall has been reported in the State.
· No human death has been reported in the State during last 24 hours. 

· So far, 937 villages in 29 districts with population of about 14.87 lakh are reported to have been affected in the state.

· 249 Medical Teams consisting of 129 Medical Officers and 590 Para Medical Staff continue to be deployed in the affected districts of the State. 

ASSAM

· Light to very light rainfall has been reported in a few parts of the State. 
· A large portion of Sonari and Sapekhati villages in Shivsagar district still continue to be submerged under water.  Apart from this, 42 other villages in this district have also been affected due to recent flash flood. 

· Traffic movement on National Highway (NH-44) in Barak Valley which was suspended earlier due to a landslide over a stretch of 300 mtr has since been restored. 

· So far, 5946 villages in 26 districts with population of 68.16 lakh are reported to have been affected.

· In all 28 Relief Camps continue to run in the State in which 51,770 people have been accommodated. 
WEST BENGAL

· No significant rainfall has been reported in the State. 
· 53 Relief camps continue to run in the State in which about 14,800 persons have been accommodated. 
· 246 Cattle camps continue to run in the State in which about 144000 cattle have been accommodated. 
· 105 Medical camps continue to be set up in the affected districts for providing medical care.
· 116 boats continue to be deployed in the affected districts for rescue and relief operations.
Loss of Human lives

· As per provisional information received from the affected States, 24 human deaths have been reported during the last 24 hrs. The cumulative number of people who lost their lives during the South West Monsoon so far is 2328.     
IMD

· Under the influence of an upper air cyclonic circulation currently lying over west-central and adjoining coastal areas of Andhra Pradesh, a low pressure area is likely to form around 2nd September 2007. Fairly widespread rainfall with isolated heavy falls is likely over Andhra Pradesh during next 48 hrs. Subsequently the rainfall activity is likely to extend into Orissa, Chhattisgarh and Jharkhand during 2nd to 5th September 2007. 
· Scattered to fairly widespread rainfall activity is likely over plains of northwest India during next 2-3 days.
· In association with an off-shore trough widespread rainfall with scattered heavy to very heavy falls is likely along the West coast during next 3-4 days.
CWC

There are 01 High Flood, 21 Moderate and 20 Low flood situation sites.


Warning (for next 24 hours)
· Isolated heavy rainfall is likely over Andaman & Nicobar Islands, Uttarakhand, West Uttar Pradesh and Andhra Pradesh. 
· Scattered heavy to very heavy rainfall is likely over the south Gujarat, Konkan, Goa, Coastal Karnataka, Kerala and Lakshadweep.
Outlook for subsequent two days
· Decrease in rainfall activity is likely over south Peninsula.

· Fairly widespread rainfall activity is likely over East & adjoining central India. 

· Increase in rainfall activity is likely over northeastern states.

CENTRAL WATER COMMISSION

According to the Central Water Commission (CWC) report dated 31st August, 2007, there are 01 High Flood, 21 Moderate and 20 Low flood situation sites.  The details of high flood situation are as under:- 

Assam

· River Kushiyara at Karimganj is flowing at 16.02m with falling trend against the danger level of 14.94m and the previous highest flood level (HFL) of 16.39m of 13.05.2006.  

UTTARAKHAND

· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.

· Traffic movement on Srinagar-Rishikesh National Highway (NH-58) which was suspended due to landslides near Totaghati and Pagal Nalah at Joshimuth has since been restored. 

BIHAR

· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours.

· 24 human deaths (East Champaran- 08, Samastipur -05, Muzaffarpur -04, Sitamarhi, Madhubani, Saharsa – 02 each Madhepura -01) have been reported in the State during last 24 hours. 

· On 28.08.2007, a private boat carrying about 30 people capsized near Mehsauri village under Khagaria block (in Khagaria district) over river Madhuwadhar due to high flow of water.  About 13 people are reported to have been rescued safely whereas 14 dead bodies have been recovered so far.  The local administration has engaged local divers for retrieving the bodies of remaining missing persons.

· 10,095 villages in 21 districts (234 blocks & 2767 Panchayats) with population of 211.50 lakh are reported to have been affected in the state.

· 537 medical teams continue to be deployed in the affected districts of the State for providing medical care.
· 1328 Relief Camps continue to run in the State in which about 9,98,4573 people have been accommodated.  
· 7030 boats continue to be deployed in the affected areas of the State for rescue and relief operations.
· 349 cattle camps continue to run in the affected districts of the State.

GUJARAT

· Widespread scattered moderate to heavy rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours. Out of 225 talukas, rainfall has been recorded in 138 Talukas of the State. Some of the rainfall figures are (in cm):  Kodinar-13.0, Kalyanpur-12.7, Valsad-12.0, Kotda Sangani-10.5 and Santalpur-10.3.
· No human death has been reported in the State during last 24 hours. 

· 937 villages in 29 districts with population of about 14.87 lakh are reported to have been affected in the state.

· 249 Medical Teams consisting of 129 Medical Officers and 590 Para Medical Staff continue to be deployed in the affected districts of the State for providing medical care. 

ASSAM

· Light to very light rainfall has been reported in a few parts of the State during last 24 hours. 
· No human death has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.
· A large portion of Sonari and Sapekhati villages in Shivsagar district still continue to be submerged under water.  Apart from this, 42 other villages in this district have also been affected due to recent flash flood. The water is reported to have started receding from the affected villages. 
· Road and pedestrian movements for these and some other villages which were affected severely, has largely been restored. 

· About 47,300 families from 44 villages in Shivsagar district continue to stay in 16 relief camps. 

· Rescue and Relief operations continue to be provided to the affected people.

· Sufficient number of boats have continue to be deployed in the district for rescue and relief operations.

· Traffic movement on National Highway (NH-44) in Barak Valley which was suspended earlier due to a landslide over a stretch of 300 mtr has since been restored. 

· 5946 villages in 26 districts with population of 68.16 lakh are reported to have been affected in the state.

· In all 28 Relief Camps continue to run in the State in which 51,770 people have been accommodated.
