SUMMARY OF IMPORTANT EVENTS AS ON 01.07.2007

	RAINFALL SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY

MAHARASHTRA

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall have been reported over Marathwada, Madhya Maharashtra and Konkan region.

GUJARAT/CHHATTISGARH
· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in some parts of the States  of Gujarat and Chhattisgarh.
Human deaths
·  As per provisional information received from affected States there were 28 human deaths (19 from Maharashtra, 05 from Karnataka, 02 from Chhattisgarh, 01 each from Kerala and Orissa) during the last 24 hrs raising the total death toll to 498 from 470.
· No significant rainfall activity  has been reported in the rest of the country.
IMD 

· The low pressure area over East Madhya Pradesh & adjoining West Madhya Pradesh and Vidarbha now lies over southwest Madhya Pradesh & neighbourhood. During past 24 hours, widespread rainfall with scattered heavy to very heavy fall and isolated extremely heavy falls (>25 cms) has occurred over Vidarbha, Konkan including Mumbai  & Goa, Madhya Maharashtra  and Gujarat region.
· Widespread rainfall with scattered heavy to very heavy fall is likely over Konkan & Goa including Mumbai, Madhya Maharashtra and Gujarat till tomorrow and decrease thereafter. Isolated extremely heavy falls (>25 cm) are also likely over  Gujarat region till tomorrow and decrease thereafter.
·  Isolated heavy rainfall is also likely over southwest Madhya Pradesh & adjoining  southwest Rajasthan during next 24 hours.

Central Water Commission(CWC)
· There is no High flood situation site in the country. However, there are 02 Moderate  and 10 Low Flood situation sites.



INDIA METEOROLOGICAL DEPARTMENT

Warning (for next 24 hours)

· Scattered heavy to very heavy rainfalls are likely over Konkan & Goa including Mumbai, Madhya Maharashtra and Gujarat.

· Isolated extremely heavy falls are also likely over Gujarat region.

· Isolated heavy rainfall is likely over southwest Madhya Pradesh and adjoining southeast Rajasthan and Coastal Karnataka.
Outlook for subsequent two days

· A low pressure area is likely to form over north Bay of Bengal around 5th July which will subsequently increase rainfall activity over east India.
CENTRAL WATER COMMISSION

According to the Central Water Commission (CWC) report dated 1st July, 2007, there are 02 Moderate and 10 Low flood situation sites. 

The details of the Moderate Flood Sites are as under: 

· In Assam, river Brahmaputra at Dibrugarh is flowing at 104.63m against the danger level of 104.24 m with a steady trend.
· River Dhansiri (S) at Numaligarh is flowing at 77.86m against the danger level of 77.42m with a falling trend.
MAHARASHTRA

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall have been reported over Marathwada, Madhya Maharashtra and Konkan region.

· The rainfall figures for some locations are (in cm):  Mumbai (SCZ) -26, Bhira-24, Nagpur-12, Mahabaleshwar and Dharavi-16 each.
· 19 human deaths (Thane -9, Konkan -06, Nagpur -03 and  Mumbai -01) have been reported in the State during the last 24 hours. 
· On an average 15.2 cm of rainfall occurred in Mumbai  and its suburbs during last 24 hrs. The city has average capacity to handle 4.2 cm rainfall. Hence, there was massive water logging in some areas in Milan Subway, Hindmate, Chembur, Andheri and Nanak Chawk.  Civil authorities are taking necessary steps to clear the water logging in these areas. 

· Normal operations have been restored in Harbour, Central and Western railways as well as Airports.
· According to the State Government situation is improving.

GUJARAT

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in the State.
· The average rainfall figures for some districts are (in cm):Narmada– 20.3, Navsari  -11.3 and  Valsad-10.0.
· 01 death has been reported in the state, during last 24 hrs.  
CHHATTISGARH
· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported from some parts of the districts of Raipur and Durg  during last 24 hours (till 0800 hrs today).  However, the rainfall activity has decreased substantially  thereafter.
· 02 human deaths  have been reported in Raipur district and 02 persons missing in Durg district. 
J & K

· The Amarnath Yatra which was temporarily suspended has been resumed today. 

RAINFALL SITUATION IN THE REST OF COUNTRY DURING LAST 24 HRS

· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in Coastal Karnataka, Kerala, Andhra Pradesh and in few pockets of Madhya Pradesh, Orissa and Goa. 
· Details of extent of damage and rescue and relief work are appended in Annexure-I & Annexure-II separately.
