SUMMARY OF IMPORTANT EVENTS AS ON 02.07.2007

	RAINFALL SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY

GUJARAT
· Heavy to very heavy rainfall with isolated extremely heavy rainfall has been reported in some northern districts. Some of the rainfall  figures are (in cm)  : Bharuch – 46.30, Surendra Nagar – 44.0 and Surat – 41.9
· 3967 people have been evacuated in the affected districts so far and accommodated in 23 relief camps.

· The State administration is fully geared up in rescue & relief operations and is not seeking any logistic support from GOI for now.

MAHARASHTRA

· Moderate to heavy rainfall has been reported over Marathwada and Madhya Maharashtra.

· The rainfall figures for some locations are (in cm):    Raigarh – 14.6, Mumbai (suburb) -14.5, Ratnagiri –11.9, Mumbai (City) – 11.4, Thane – 8.8 and Nasik – 6.6
Human deaths

· As per provisional information received from the affected States 33 deaths were reported (19 from Gujarat, 09 from Maharashtra, 05 from Kerala) during the last 24 hrs raising the total death toll to 531 from 498.

IMD 

· The well marked Low pressure area over southeast Rajasthan and adjoining West Madhya Pradesh & Gujarat region has weakened into a low pressure area over the same region. Widespread rainfall with scattered heavy to very heavy fall and isolated extremely heavy fall is likely over Gujarat till tomorrow and decrease thereafter.  Fairly widespread rainfall with isolated heavy falls is also likely over Konkan, north Madhya Maharashtra, southwest Madhya Pradesh and southeast Rajasthan.
· A low pressure area over North Bay of Bengal is likely to form around 5th July.  Under its influence, rainfall activity is likely to increase over east India from 5th July onwards.
· Fairly widespread rainfall is likely over Western Himalayan region and scattered rain/thundershowers are also likely over plains of northwest India during next 3 days.
Central Water Commission(CWC)

· There is no High flood situation site in the country. However, there are 02 Moderate and 08 Low Flood situation sites.


INDIA METEOROLOGICAL DEPARTMENT

Warning (for next 24 hours)

· Scattered heavy to very heavy rainfall with isolated extremely heavy fall is likely over Saurashtra & Kutch.  Scattered heavy to very heavy rainfall is also likely over Gujarat region.
· Isolated heavy falls are likely over Konkan, North Madhya Maharashtra, southwest Madhya Pradesh & Southeast Rajasthan.

Outlook for subsequent two days

· The rainfall activity is likely to increase over east India.
CENTRAL WATER COMMISSION

According to the Central Water Commission (CWC) report dated 2ND July, 2007, there are 02 Moderate and 08 Low flood situation sites. 

The details of the Moderate Flood Sites are as under: 

· In Assam, river Brahmaputra at Dibrugarh is flowing at 104.64m against the danger level of 104.24 m with a steady trend.
· River Dhansiri (S) at Numaligarh is flowing at 77.47m against the danger level of 77.42m with a falling trend.
GUJARAT
· Heavy to very heavy rainfall with isolated extremely heavy rainfall has been reported in the State. Some of the rainfall  figures are (in cm)  : Bharuch – 46.30, Surendra Nagar – 44.0 and Surat – 41.9
· 3967 people have been evacuated in 09 affected districts in the State.  The figures of evacuation are as under:-

· The rainfall figures for some locations are (in cm):    Raigarh – 14.6, Mumbai (suburb) -14.5, Ratnagiri –11.9, Mumbai (City) – 11.4, Thane – 8.8 and Nasik – 6.6
· 19 human deaths (Amravati – 07 and Raigarh – 02) have been reported in the State during the last 24 hours. 
· Following the improvement in flood situation, people evacuated to the safer places have now started returning to their homes.

KERALA
· Moderate to heavy rainfall has been reported in the State.
· 05 human deaths (Ernakulam, Pathanam, Kasargode -1 each & Kannur – 02) have been reported in the State during the last 24 hours.
