SUMMARY OF IMPORTANT EVENTS AS ON 03.07.2007

	RAINFALL SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY

GUJARAT

· Heavy to very heavy rain has lashed the Gujarat State during last 24 hours. As reported by the State Government, no fresh rainfall reported today in the State except in Surender Nagar district.  The situation in South Gujarat has reportedly been improved.  Out of 25 districts, 14 districts are reported to have been severely affected due to heavy rains/floods.
· 559 relief camps have been opened by the State Government in 16 districts where 88,148 people are staying.  
MAHARASHTRA

· Heavy to moderate rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours. As reported by the State Government, the situation is improving gradually.
· 06 relief camps are still running in Amravati and Thane districts where approximately 4,000 people have been accommodated.  No fresh relief camps have been established in any districts of the State.
WEST BENGAL
· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in Kolkata in the last night. According to the State Government the situation is improving gradually.  
Human deaths

· As per provisional information received from the affected States 28 human deaths were reported (Gujarat-04, Bihar-02, Chhattisgarh-03, Madhya Pradesh-06, Maharashtra-03, Orissa-02 and West Bengal-08) during the last 24 hrs raising the total death toll to 607 from 579.

IMD 

· Yesterday’s well marked low pressure area over northeast Bay of Bengal has concentrated into a depression and lay centred at 0830 hrs IST of today over Bangladesh coast near lat. 22.00N/long.89.50E about 150 km southeast of Kolkata.  The system is likely to move slowly in a northwesterly direction.
· Under its influence, widespread rainfall with scattered heavy to very heavy fall and isolated extremely heavy fall is likely over Gangetic West Bengal and isolated heavy to very heavy rainfall over Jharkhand, north Orissa Bihar during next 48 hours. 

· The low pressure area over central parts of Rajasthan persists.  Under its influence, isolated heavy to very heavy rainfall is likely over southwest & east Rajasthan till tomorrow and decrease thereafter.  Isolated heavy rainfall is also likely over north Gujarat during next 24 hours.
Central Water Commission(CWC)

· There is no High flood situation site in the country. However, there are 01 Moderate and 10 Low Flood situation sites.


INDIA METEOROLOGICAL DEPARTMENT

Warning (for next 24 hours)

· Scattered heavy to very heavy rainfall with isolated extremely heavy fall is likely over Gangetic West Bengal during next 48 hours.

· Isolated heavy to very heavy falls are likely over Jharkhand, north Orissa, southwest & east Rajasthan during next 48 hours.
· Isolated heavy rainfall is also likely over Himachal Pradesh, Uttarakhand, north Gujarat, Kerala, Andaman & Nicobar Islands during next 24 hours.
Outlook for subsequent two days

· Enhanced rainfall activity is likely over east & central India
· Fairly widespread rainfall activity is likely to continue over northwest India.
CENTRAL WATER COMMISSION

According to the Central Water Commission (CWC) report dated 4TH July, 2007, there are 01 Moderate and 10 Low flood situation sites. 

The detail of the Moderate Flood Site is as under: 

· In Assam, river Brahmaputra at Dibrugarh is flowing at 104.69m against the danger level of 104.24 m with a steady trend.
GUJARAT

· Heavy to very heavy rain has lashed the Gujarat State during last 24 hours. The chief amount of rainfall in the State are (in cm) :- Palampur- 44.6, Beesa- 28.4, Amirgarh-27.4, Vardhama-26.4, Patam-21.1 and Jansura-12.8.

· As reported by the State Government, no fresh rainfall reported today in the State except in Surender Nagar district.  The situation in South Gujarat has reportedly been improved. 
· According to the State Government the situation is improving gradually. 
· Out of 25 districts, 14 districts are reported to have been affected severely due to current spell of heavy rains.
· 559 relief camps have been opened by the State administration in 16 districts where 88,148 people are staying.  However, following improvement in the flood situation in South Gujarat, the people of South Gujarat region may start returning to their houses from today onwards.
· 04 human deaths have been reported by the State during last 24 hours.
· The State Government informed that 05 AIF helicopters were requisitioned and kept in readiness at Jamnagar in Ahmedabad. 
· Ministry of Defence informed that they have 03 helicopters stationed at Jamnagar, Jodhpur and at Ahmedabad with night landing capabilities but they can not operate in bad weather.

· 02 Army columns deployed in the State are being de-requisitioned today.

· 03 NDRF companies (01-Patam, 01-Nadia and 01-Bhavnagar) have also been deployed in the State.  However, the NDRF Company deployed at Nadia is being de-requisitioned today.

Train services

· Train services are reported to be operating with its usual timings/schedules except in some parts of Saurashtra region where it is being operated with some minor delay.

Status of roads

· About 242 roads (State and Panchayat roads) are reportedly damaged due heavy rainfall. 
Power Supply

· Power is cut off in about 2558 villages in the State.  The State administration has initiated necessary action to restore the power supply.

MAHARASHTRA

· Heavy to moderate rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours. The chief amount of rainfall in the State are (in cm):- Ratnagiri-8.4, Pune- 4.6, Kopali-10.8, Velle-10.3, Junar -8.6 and Kher-7.5.

· According to the State Government the situation is improving gradually in the State.  However, due to fresh spell of heavy rainfall in Ratnagiri, Nasik, Jalgaon and Pune districts, the situation in those districts is reported to be severe. 
· In Nasik district, 24,000 cusec water from Gangapur Dam has reportedly been discharged.
· In Jalgaon district, 44,000 cusec water from Hapnoor Dam has been discharged.
· The above discharge of water has been done for emptying the dams in view of the precautionary measures for ensuing rainfall. However, the situation is being closely watched by the State. 
· In Thane district, 03 human deaths due to flood has been reported. 
· 06 relief camps are still running in Amravati and Thane districts where approximately 4,000 people have been accommodated.  No fresh relief camps have reportedly been established in any districts of the State.

Status of roads

· A few roads are reportedly blocked due to submergence under water.

Power Supply

· The power supply is also disrupted in various locations due to breakage of cables and uprooting of polls.
WEST BENGAL

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in Kolkata in the last night. The chief amount of rainfall in the State are (in cm):- 24-Parganas(S)-15.8 and Howrah – 11.6

· Accordingly to the State Government, no significant rainfall has been reported in other parts of the State during last 24 hours.
· According to the State Government the situation is improving gradually.  
· 08 human deaths have been reported in the State during last 24 hours.
· No other damage has been reported by the State so far.

Train services

· In Kolkata, due to waterlogging in the railway tracks, train services are reported to be operating with some minor delays.  However, the water has started receding.
Status of roads

· A few roads are reportedly blocked in Kolkata due to submergence under water causing disruption in traffic movement in the Kolkata city. The situation is now reportedly improving.
RAINFALL SITUATION IN THE REST OF COUNTRY DURING LAST 24 HRS

· Moderate to heavy rainfall has been reported in Coastal Karnataka, Kerala Andhra Pradesh, Tamilnadu, Orissa and in a few parts of Eastern Uttar Pradesh, Uttarakhand, Himachal Pradesh & J&K.
· Details of extent of damage and rescue and relief work are appended in Annexure-I & Annexure-II separately.
