	RAINFALL SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY

GUJARAT

· Heavy moderate rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours. According to the State Government the situation is improving gradually. 
· 137 relief camps are still running in by the State where 41,197 people are staying.  
· 17 human deaths have been reported by the State during last 24 hours.
· 02 NDRF companies (01-Patan and 01-Bhavnagar) are still deployed in the State.  

MAHARASHTRA

· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours. According to the State Government the situation is improving gradually. 
· 05 relief camps are still running in the State where 2,000 people have been accommodated.  
Human deaths

· As per provisional information received from the affected States 17 human deaths were reported (Gujarat-17) during the last 24 hrs raising the total death toll to 624 from 607.
IMD 

· Yesterday’s depression over Bangladesh coast moved northwestwards and lay centered at 0830 hrs IST of today over Gangetic West Bengal about 50 km north of Kolkata.  The system is likely to move slowly in a west-northwesterly direction. 

· Under its influence, widespread rainfall with scattered heavy to very heavy falls and isolated extremely heavy fall are likely over Gangetic West Bengal, north Orissa and Jharkhand till tomorrow and decrease thereafter.  Isolated heavy to very heavy rainfall is also likely over south Orissa, Chhattisgarh, Bihar and East Uttar Pradesh during next 48 hours.

· The low pressure area over Rajasthan is now seen as an upper air cyclonic circulation over East Rajasthan and neighbourhood.  It may cause widespread rainfall with isolated heavy to very heavy rainfall over East & southwest Rajasthan during next 48 hours. 
Central Water Commission(CWC)

· There is no High flood situation site in the country. However, there are 01 Moderate and 08 Low Flood situation sites.


INDIA METEOROLOGICAL DEPARTMENT

Warning (for next 24 hours)

· Scattered heavy to very heavy rainfall with isolated extremely heavy fall is likely over Gangetic West Bengal, north Orissa and Jharkhand during next 48 hours.

· Isolated heavy to very heavy falls are likely over south Orissa, Chhattisgarh, Bihar, east and southwest Rajasthan and East Uttar Pradesh during next 48 hours. 
Outlook for subsequent two days

· Enhanced rainfall activity is likely over Gujarat, Konkan, Goa and Madhya Maharashtra.
· Fairly widespread rainfall activity is likely over indo Gangetic plains and central India.
CENTRAL WATER COMMISSION

According to the Central Water Commission (CWC) report dated 5TH July, 2007, there are 01 Moderate and 08 Low flood situation sites.

· In Assam, river Brahmaputra at Dibrugarh is flowing at 104.70m against the danger level of 104.24 m with a steady trend.
GUJARAT

· Heavy moderate rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours. 
· According to the State Government the situation is improving gradually. 
· Out of 25 districts, 14 districts are reported to have been affected severely due to current spell of heavy rains.
· 137 relief camps are still running in by the State where 41,197 people are staying.  
· 17 human deaths have been reported by the State during last 24 hours.
· 02 NDRF companies (01-Patan and 01-Bhavnagar) are still deployed in the affected districts of the State.  

MAHARASHTRA

· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours. 
· According to the State Government the situation is improving gradually. 
· 05 relief camps are still running in the State where 2,000 people have been accommodated.
