SUMMARY OF IMPORTANT EVENTS AS ON 06.07.2007

	RAINFALL SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY

RAJASTHAN

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours. 

· Due to heavy rainfall, flash flood reported in Jodhpur, Nagaur, Sirohi, Barmer and Pali districts. 

· 22 persons, from Barmer district and 18 persons, from Jodhpur districts, who were stranded in the flood were rescued by IAF helicopter. Rescue operation in Pali district is going on.
· Most Western districts of Rajasthan are partially cut off from rest parts of the State. Railway movement also disrupted in some areas.

Human deaths

· As per provisional information received from the affected States 15 human deaths were reported (West Bengal -08 and Karnataka -07), raising the total death toll to 639 from 624.
IMD 

· The deep depression over Gangetic West Bengal intensified into a deep depression yesterday evening.  It moved westwards and lay centred at 0830 hrs IST of today over Gangetic West Bengal near Bankura.  The system is likely to move in a west-northwesterly direction.
· Under its influence, widespread rainfall with scattered heavy to very heavy falls and isolated extremely heavy falls are likely over north Orissa, Chhattisgarh and Jharkhand during next 24 hours and decrease thereafter. Isolated heavy to very heavy rainfall is also likely over Gangetic West Bengal, south Orissa and Bihar.  Subsequently, the rainfall belt is likely to shift to Madhya Pradesh and adjoining areas of Maharashtra and Gujarat.
· Scattered to fairly widespread rainfall over Western Himalayan region and adjoining northern plains during next 3 days.
Central Water Commission(CWC)

· There are 01 High flood situation, 02 Moderate and 09 Low Flood situation sites in the country.


INDIA METEOROLOGICAL DEPARTMENT

Warning (for next 24 hours)

· Scattered heavy to very heavy rainfall with isolated extremely heavy fall is likely over north Orissa, Chhattisgarh and Jharkhand during next 24 hours.
· Isolated heavy to very heavy falls are likely over Gangetic West Bengal, south Orissa, Bihar, east Madhya Pradesh, southeast Rajasthan and East Uttar Pradesh. 
Outlook for subsequent two days

· Enhanced rainfall activity is likely over Gujarat, Konkan, Goa and Madhya Maharashtra and East Rajasthan
· Decrease in rainfall activity is likely over east and central India.
CENTRAL WATER COMMISSION

According to the Central Water Commission (CWC) report dated 6TH July, 2007, there are 01 High,  02 Moderate and 09 Low flood situation sites. 

The detail of the High Flood site is as under:- 
· In Orissa, river Subernarekna at Rajghat is flowing at 11.87m against the danger level of 10.36m with a rising trend, which is 33 cm below its previous HFL of 12.20 m (07.08.1997) and 1.51 m above danger level of 10.36m. It is anticipated to rise further and may cross the “Unprecedented” (Red) flood mark by late evening today.
The details of the Moderate Flood Sites are as under: 

· In Assam, river Brahmaputra at Dibrugarh is flowing at 104.68m against the danger level of 104.24 m with a steady trend.
· In West Bengal, river Kangsabati at Mohanpur is flowing at 26.52m against the danger level of 25.73m with a falling trend.
RAJASTHAN

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours. However, the rainfall figures recorded in the western districts (Jodhpur, Sirohi, Nagaur, Jalor,  Ajmer, Pali, Barmer and Udaipur) of Rajasthan between 10 cm to 30 cm.
· Due to heavy rainfall, flash flood has reported in Jodhpur, Nagaur, Sirohi, Barmer and Pali districts. 
· 22 persons, who were stranded in the flood in Barmer district, have been rescued by IAF helicopter   today morning.

· 18 persons were also rescued from Jodhpur district by IAF helicopter. Rescue operation for evacuation of persons who are stranded in the flood in Pali district is going on by civil administration and IAF personnel.
· In Udaipur district, 01 Jeep carrying approximately 6-7 persons was flown in the flash flood.  01 dead body has been recovered.  However, the jeep and remaining persons are still missing.  Efforts are being taken by the local administrations through expert divers for tracing out the remaining persons and Jeep.
· Traffic movement on the National Highway of Jodhpur-Jaipur is disrupted due to submergence of some portion of road under water. Most Western districts of Rajasthan are partially cut off from rest parts of the State. Railway movement also disrupted in some areas.
GUJARAT

· Light to heavy rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours. 
· According to the State Government the situation is improving gradually. 
· People who were accommodated in relief camps are started to moving back their houses. 
·  17 relief camps are still running in by the State where 6,480 people are staying.  
LOSTIC SUPPORT PROVIDED BY MINISTRY OF DEFENCE ON 05TH JULY, 2007
· One MI-8 and one Chetak helicopter carried out 01 sortie each in  Gujarat.
· One MI-17 helicopter has been positioned at Pune (Maharashtra) for flood relief operation
· Two MI-17 helicopter carried out 08 sorties from Jodhpur (Rajasthan) for flood relief operation (Live winching of 47 passengers).
RAINFALL SITUATION IN THE REST OF COUNTRY DURING LAST 24 HRS

· Moderate to heavy rainfall has been reported in Orissa, West Bengal, Jharkhand, Chhattisgarh, Madhya Pradesh, Coastal Karnataka, Kerala Andhra Pradesh, and in a few parts of Bihar, Eastern Uttar Pradesh and Uttarakhand.
· Details of extent of damage and rescue and relief work are appended in Annexure-I & Annexure-II separately.
