SUMMARY OF IMPORTANT EVENTS AS ON 07.07.2007

	RAINFALL SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY

Orissa

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.  
· Balasore, Bhadrak, Mayurbhanj, Keonjhar and Sundergarh districts are reported to be affected by flood.
· 108 CISF personnel with 14 boats deployed for relief and rescue operation.
RAJASTHAN

· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours. 

· 43 persons, who were stranded in the flood in Pali and Jodhpur district, have been rescued by IAF helicopter.

· Jashwantsagar Dam near Bilada in Jodhpur district, there is leakage in the foundation pipe as the bridge is very old. Army and the local Force have been deployed to repair the effected pipes.

· Traffic movement on the National Highway of Jodhpur-Jaipur is disrupted due to submergence of some portion of road under water. Most Western districts of Rajasthan are partially cut off from rest parts of the State. Railway movement also disrupted in some areas.

Human deaths

· As per provisional information received from the affected States -22 human deaths were reported (Kerala-13, West Bengal – 7, Orissa-01 and Pondicherry -01), raising the total death toll to 661 from 639.
IMD 

· Yesterday’s deep depression over Gangetic West Bengal moved west-northwestward and weakened into a depression. It lay centred at 830 hrs ISI of today, over north Chhattisgarh & neighbourhood close to Ambikapur. It is likely to move in a west-northwesterly direction and weaken further.  
· Under its influence, widespread rainfalls with scattered heavy to very heavy falls and isolated extremely heavy fall are likely over Chhattisgarh during next 24 hrs. and decrease thereafter.
· Isolated heavy to very heavy rainfall is likely over Madhya Pradesh & Vidarbha during next 48 hrs. with the  likely west-northwestward movement of the above system, heavy to very heavy rainfall activity is likely to commence over Gujarat, Konkan & Goa including Mumbai, Madhya Maharashtra from tomorrow onwards.

· There are 01 Unprecedented flood situation, 03 Moderate and 07 Low Flood situation sites in the country.

Warning (for next 24 hours)

· Scattered heavy to very heavy rainfall with isolated extremely heavy fall is likely over Chhattisgarh during next 24 hours.
· Isolated heavy to very heavy falls are likely over Madhya Pradesh & Vidarbha during next 48 hrs. 
Outlook for subsequent two days

· Enhanced rainfall activity is likely over Gujarat, Konkan, Goa and Madhya Maharashtra and East Rajasthan
CENTRAL WATER COMMISSION

According to the Central Water Commission (CWC) report dated 7TH July, 2007, there are 01 Unprecedented,  03 Moderate and 07 Low flood situation sites. 

The detail of the Unprecedented Flood site is as under:- 

· In Orissa, river Subernarekna at Rajghat is flowing at 12.38m against the danger level of 10.36m with a falling trend, which is 0.18 cm above its previous HFL of 12.20 m (07.08.1997) and 2.02 m above danger level of 10.36m. It is anticipated to fall and be about 12.30 m by 2000 hrs today and may remain around HFL for few hours more.
The details of the Moderate Flood Sites are as under: 

· In Assam, river Brahmaputra at Dibrugarh is flowing at 104.67m against the danger level of 104.24 m with a Rising trend.
· In Orissa, river Baitarni at Anandpur is flowing at 39.71m against the danger level of 38.36 with a falling trend and at  Akhuapada is flowing at  19.50m against the danger level of 17.83m with a rising trend.
Orissa

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.  Some of the rainfall figures are (in cm) :  Mayurbhanj -15.9, Keonjhar-12.5, Sundergarh -10.4 and Balasore-9.1
· Balasore, Bhadrak, Mayurbhanj, Keonjhar and Sundergarh districts are reported to be affected by flood.
· Some villages in Balasore district are reported to be marooned due to heavy rain.
· 108 CISF personnel with 14 boats deployed in Balasore district  for relief and rescue operation. ODRAF team deputed to Jaleswar & Bhograi Block.
· 12 villages  in  Mayurbhanj district  are cutoff.
RAJASTHAN

· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours. 
· 43 persons, who were stranded in the flood in Pali and Jodhpur district, have been rescued by IAF helicopter.

· Situation in Pali district is under control. However, Jashwantsagar Dam near Bilada in Jodhpur district , there were some breaches in the foundation of the dam. Army and the local Force have been deployed to repair the breaches.
· Traffic movement on the National Highway of Jodhpur-Jaipur is disrupted due to submergence of some portion of road under water. Most Western districts of Rajasthan are partially cut off from rest parts of the State. Railway movement also disrupted in some areas.

LOSTIC SUPPORT PROVIDED BY MINISTRY OF DEFENCE ON 06TH JULY, 2007

· One MI-8 helicopter positioned at Jamnagar in Gujarat.

· One MI-17 helicopter has been positioned at Pune (Maharashtra) for flood relief operation

· Two MI-17 helicopter carried out 05 sorties from Jodhpur-Khospura, Jodhpur-Rampura, Tundara-Jodhpur, Jodhpur-Bilara-Jodhpur, (Live winching of 18 passengers, rescued, 23 passengers and dropped 11 divers) and One Chetak helicopter rescued 05 passengers. Aircraft have since returned to their bases aircraft derequisitioned by the State Government.
RAINFALL SITUATION IN THE REST OF COUNTRY DURING LAST 24 HRS

· Moderate to heavy rainfall has been reported in West Bengal, Jharkhand, Chhattisgarh, Madhya Pradesh, Coastal Karnataka, Kerala Andhra Pradesh, and in a few parts of Bihar, Eastern Uttar Pradesh and Uttarakhand.
· Details of extent of damage and rescue and relief work are appended in Annexure-I & Annexure-II separately.
