SUMMARY OF IMPORTANT EVENTS AS ON 08.07.2007

	RAINFALL SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY

Orissa

· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours. 
· Balasore, Bhadrak, Mayurbhanj, Keonjhar and Sundergarh districts are reported to be affected by flood.

· 1248 village and 7,28,000 persons are reported to be affected by flood.

· ODRAF team  & 90 boats have been deployed for relief & rescue operation in Balasore district.
· 02 ODRAF team with 5 boats deployed in Dhamnagar block in Bhadrak district.

· On requisition of the Government of Orissa, Ministry of Defence have placed   04 helicopters  at the disposal of the State Government in the morning of 08th July, 2007 for deployment for the rescue and relief operations. 
RAJASTHAN

· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours. 

· 150 persons, who were stranded in the flood in Pali and Jodhpur district, have been rescued by IAF helicopter and Army personnel during last 3 days.

· Yesterday, Local authority alongwith Army made blast in three places at Pali, Jodhpur and Badmari in “Jaswantsagar dam” and diverted the flood water to river Luni. Before releasing of water the people of low lying areas have been shifted to safer placed.

Maharashtra

· The district of Amravati  is witnessing the second round of floods due to heavy rainfall activity during last 3 days. 

· All the rivers in the district are in spate.

· About 4,500 persons have been evacuated to safer places in the district.

· Around 1200 people who were evacuated in the wake of last week’s flood, are still continuing in the  relief camps.

· One team of NDRF members have been deployed and another team is kept as standby  

· Hatnur dam is releasing 3,97,000 cusecs of water. The Collectors of Jalgaon, Dhule and Nandurbar have been suitably advised by the Government of Maharashtra to take all preparedness measures

J&K
· Heavy  rainfall has been reported in Jammu Sector.
· Amarnath Yatra temporarily suspended due to heavy rain.
· Jammu-Srinagar Highway has also been affected and the traffic is moving slowly.
Madhya Pradesh
· As per preliminary information  received from the State Government, 35-40 villages are marooned in Harda district due to over flowing of water in the local rivers as a result of rains.
· On the request of the State Government, Ministry of Defence is making available 02 helicopters tomorrow for rescue and relief operations.
Human deaths
· As per provisional information received from Government of Orissa -  01  human death was reported,  raising the total death toll to 673  from 672.
IMD 
· Yesterday’s depression over north Chhattisgarh & neighbourhood moved westward and lay centred at 0830 hrs. IST of today the 8th July, 2007 over East Madhya Pradesh about 50 km southeast of Sagar. It is likely to move in a west-northwesterly direction and weaken gradually.
· Under its influence, widespread rainfalls with scattered heavy to very heavy falls and isolated extremely heavy falls are likely over Southwest Madhya Pradesh, Gujarat Region and southeast Rajasthan during next 48 hrs. Isolated heavy to very heavy rainfall is also likely over Konkan & Goa including Mumbai, Madhya Maharashtra, Saurashtra & Kutch, northeast & southwest Rajasthan and northwest Madhya Pradesh during the same period.
· A westerly trough is interacting with the above system and is likely to cause fairly widespread rainfall with isolated heavy falls over western Himalayan region. Fairly widespread rainfall also likely over plains of northwest India during next 48 hours and decrease thereafter.
Central Water Commission(CWC)
· There are, 01 High Flood, 02 Moderate and 08 Low Flood situation sites in the country.
· The water level in Subarnrekha river at flood forecasting site of Rajghat in  Balasore district, which had crossed  its earlier HFL of12.20 m (07-08.1997)  and reached 12.38 m at 1200 hrs on 07th July, 2007, has now receded and is  now flowing  12.03m at 0800 hours on 08th July, 2007. It is anticipated to fall and be about 11.40m by 2100 hrs today. 

   


INDIA METEOROLOGICAL DEPARTMENT

Warning (for next 24 hours)

· Scattered heavy to very heavy falls with isolated extremely heavy falls are likely over southwest Madhya Pradesh, Gujarat Region and Southeast Rajasthan during next 48 hrs.
· Isolated heavy to very heavy rainfall also likely over Konkan & Goa including Mumbai, Madhya Maharashtra, Saurashtra & Kutch, northeast & southwest Rajasthan, Northwest Madhya Pradesh and Western Himalayan region during the same period.
Outlook for subsequent two days

· Fairly widespread rainfall activity over west coast and foothills of Himalayas.
· Subdued rainfall activity is likely over the remaining parts of the country.
CENTRAL WATER COMMISSION

According to the Central Water Commission (CWC) report dated 8TH July, 2007, there are 01 High,  02 Moderate and 08 Low flood situation sites. 

The detail of the High Flood site is as under:- 

· In Orissa, river Subernarekna at Rajghat is flowing at 12.03m against the danger level of 10.36m with a falling trend.  It is anticipated to fall and be about 11.40m by 2100 hrs today. 

The details of the Moderate Flood Sites are as under:
· In Assam, river Brahmaputra at Dibrugarh is flowing at 104.67m against the danger level of 104.24 m with a Steady trend.
· In Orissa, river Baitarni at  Akhuapada is flowing at  19.14m against the danger level of 17.83m with a falling trend.
Maharashtra

· The district of Amravati  is witnessing the second round of floods due to heavy rainfall activity during last 3 days. 10 cm rainfall recorded in some of the areas in the district within a period of 6 hrs.
· All the rivers in the district are in spate.

· Road traffic have been disrupted in some places in the district. 
· About 4,500 persons have been evacuated to safer places in the district.
· Around 1200 people who were evacuated in the wake of last week’s flood, are still continuing in the  relief camps.

· One team of NDRF members have been deployed and another team is kept as standby  

· Hatnur dam is releasing 3,97,000 cusecs of water. The Collectors of Jalgaon, Dhule and Nandurbar have been suitably advised by the Government of Maharashtra to take all preparedness measures.  
· Government of Maharashtra has requested to Government of Gujarat  to release sufficient quantity of water from Ukai dam. 
Orissa

· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours. 
· Balasore, Bhadrak, Mayurbhanj, Keonjhar and Sundergarh districts are reported to be affected by flood.

· 1248 village and 7,28,000 persons are reported to be affected by flood.
· State Special Relief Commissioner is camping at Balasore to take stock of the situation.
· Free kitchen started in 90 centres for 18000 people in Balasore district.
· ODRAF teams  & 90 boats have been deployed for relief & rescue operation in Balasore district.
· 02 ODRAF team with 5 boats deployed in Dhamnagar block in Bhadrak district.
· 12 villages in Mayurbhanj district are cut off.
RAJASTHAN

· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours. 

· 150 persons, who were stranded in the flood in Pali and Jodhpur district, have been rescued by IAF helicopter and Army personnel during last 3 days.
· Yesterday, Local authority alongwith Army made blast in three places at Pali, Jodhpur and Badmari in “Jaswantsagar dam” and diverted the flood water to river Luni. Before releasing of water, the people of low lying areas have been shifted to safer places.
J&K
· Heavy  rainfall has been reported in Jammu Sector.
· Amarnath Yatra temporarily suspended due to heavy rain.
· Jammu-Srinagar Highway has also been affected and the traffic is moving slowly.
West Bengal
· Light to Moderate rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.
· East Medinipur, West Medinipur, Bankura and Purulia districts are continued to be affected by rains and inundation in some areas.
· The situation is gradually improving.

ARMY

· Two columns ie one each at village Baytu and Balotra deployed in Rajasthan.

· 04 columns ie. one in Hubli and 03 in West Midnapur district deployed.

AIR FORCE

· 12 Sorties by MI-17, MI-8 & Chetak helicopters. Total no of passengers 45 in Gujarat.

· 17 sorties by MI-17 & Chetak helicopter (104 passengers and 0.6 tons load) in Rajasthan.

· One MI-17 helicopter has been positioned at Pune for flood relief operation in Maharashtra.

· Two MI-17 helicopters carried out 13 sorties for recce and dropping of 2,525 tons load in West Bengal.
· One MI-17 helicopter has been positioned at Bagdogra in West Bengal.
· One MI-17 helicopter from Kalaikunda  in Orissa  carried out six sorties for recce and rescue but people denied to come. They needed food.

· Moderate to heavy rainfall has been reported in Jharkhand, Chhattisgarh, Madhya Pradesh, Coastal Karnataka, Kerala, Andhra Pradesh, and in a few parts of Bihar, Eastern Uttar Pradesh, Uttarakhand and some parts of northeastern States.
