SUMMARY OF IMPORTANT EVENTS AS ON 10.07.2007

	RAINFALL SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY

GUJARAT

· Very heavy to extremely heavy rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours. 
· Out of 13 Talukas in Sabarkantha district, heavy to extremely heavy rainfall has been reported in 12 talukas, due to which the district has been flooded.
· 29,943 people have been evacuated in 07 districts and accommodated in 41 relief centres.  
· All rivers in the State are reportedly flowing below their warning levels.  
· Due to release of water from Sardar Sarovar dam into river Narmada from Ukai dam into river Tapi, inundation has been reported in some parts of Surat, Anand & Ahmedabad districts.   

ORISSA

· Light rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours. 
· Balasore, Bhadrak, Mayurbhanj, and Sundergarh districts are reported to be severely affected.

· 38,943 people are reported to have been evacuated and accommodated in 181 Relief Centres.   

· About 135 boats have been deployed in various flood hit areas for providing rescue and relief operations

· 108 CISF personnel with 14 boats deployed in Balasore district for rescue & relief operations.
· 02 ODRAF team with 5 boats deployed in Bhadrak district for rescue & relief operations.

RAJASTHAN

· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours. 

· Also the water from other waterlogged areas has started receding.

· National Highway from Jaipur to Jodhpur is opened for light vehicles.

· However, the situation in the affected districts is reportedly returning to normal.

WEST BENGAL

· Light rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.

· Due to breach of embankments at different places, the water has entered into various low lying areas of Poorva Midnapur, Pashchim Midnapur, Bankura and Hoogle districts. The State has initiated efforts for dewatering the waterlogged areas.

· 1,47,483 people have been evacuated and accommodated in 858 relief centres 
· 03 Army Columns have been deployed in Pachim Midnapur  and Hoogle districts for relief operations. 
· 01 IAF helicopter is being used in the affected districts for airdropping food packets and relief materials.
Human deaths

· As per provisional information received from the States, 34 human deaths (17 – Orissa, 12 - Gujarat and 05 – West Bengal) were reported during last 24 hours. 
IMD 

· The depression over northwest Madhya Pradesh weakened into a well marked low pressure area and lay over northwest Madhya Pradesh and adjoining east Rajasthan at 1730 hours IST of yesterday.  It now lies as a low pressure area over southeast Rajasthan and neighbourhood.
· Under its influence, widespread rainfall with  isolated heavy to very heavy falls are likely over east Rajasthan and Gujarat region and fairly widespread rainfall with isolated heavy falls over Saurashtra, Kutch and West Rajasthan during next 48 hours.

· Fairly widespread rainfall with Isolated heavy to very heavy falls are likely over northeast India, Sub-Himalayan West Bengal, Sikkim and Bihar during next 2-3 days.

· A low pressure area over North Bay of Bengal around 14th July is likely to form causing increase in rainfall activity over Orissa and Gangetic West Bengal during subsequent 48 hours.
Central Water Commission(CWC)

There are 01 Moderate and 08 Low Flood situation sites in the country.   


INDIA METEOROLOGICAL DEPARTMENT

Warning (for next 24 hours)

· Isolated heavy to very heavy rainfalls are likely over east Rajasthan, Gujarat region, Konkan, Madhya Maharashtra, Coastal Karnataka, Kerala northeastern States and Andaman & Nicobar Islands.

· Isolated heavy falls are also likely over West Rajasthan, Saurashtra & Kutch.

Outlook for subsequent two days

· Fairly widespread rainfalls with isolated heavy to very heavy falls are likely over west coast, Orissa and Gangetic West Bengal.
· The rainfall activity is likely to decrease over northeast India.
CENTRAL WATER COMMISSION

According to the Central Water Commission (CWC) report dated 10TH July, 2007, there are 01 Moderate and 08 Low flood situation sites. 

The detail of the Moderate Flood Site is as under:

· In Assam, river Brahmaputra at Dibrugarh is flowing at 104.72m against the danger level of 104.24 m with a Steady trend.
GUJARAT
· Very heavy to extremely heavy rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours. The chief amount of rainfall in the State are (in cm):- : Dhansura – 47.4, Wayad – 41.2, Prantij – 37.0, Talod – 34.2, Himmat Nagar = 30.2, Marwa Hadop – 31.3 and Lola Wada – 23.8
· Out of 13 Talukas in Sabarkantha district, heavy to extremely heavy rainfall has been reported in 12 talukas, due to which the district has been flooded.
· 12 human deaths (04-Himmat Nagar, 02 - each in – Surender Nagar & Pattan, 01 - each in Dhansura, Meghraj, Kheda & Valsad) have been reported in the State during last 24 hours.

· 29,943 people have been evacuated and accommodated in 41 relief centres.  The figures of evacuation are as under:-

ORISSA
· Light rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours. 
· Balasore, Bhadrak, Mayurbhanj, and Sundergarh districts are reported to be severely affected.

· 17 human deaths (Balasore – 13, Bhadrak – 03 & Jajpur - 01) have been reported from the State during last 24 hours. 

· 38,943 people have been evacuated and accommodated in 181 Relief Centres.   

· About 135 boats have been deployed in various flood hit areas for providing rescue and relief operations

· 108 CISF personnel with 14 boats deployed in Balasore district for rescue & relief operations.
· 02 ODRAF team with 5 boats deployed in Bhadrak district for rescue & relief operations.36
· Several free kitchens have been opened by the State in the affected districts where foods are being served to the evacuated persons. 
· As light rainfall has been reported during the last 24 hours in the State, the flood water has started receding and the situation is returning to normal. 

RAJASTHAN

· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours. 

· No fresh human death case has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.
· As no significant rainfall has reported in Jodhpur district today, the water from Bala, Holpurkhurd and Holurkala villages, which were marooned/inundated, has now started receding.  
· National Highway from Jaipur to Jodhpur is opened for light vehicle.

· Also the water from other waterlogged areas has started receding.
· However, the situation in the affected districts is reportedly returning to normal.

WEST BENGAL
· Light rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.

· 05 human deaths (04-Poorva Midnapur & 01 - 24 Pargana (S) have been reported.

· Due to breach of embankments at different places, the water has entered into various low lying areas of Poorva Midnapur, Pashchim Midnapur, Bakura and Hoogle districts. The State has initiated efforts for dewatering the waterlogged areas.

· The people living in the low lying areas of these districts have been evacuated to the safer places.

· 1,47,483 people have been evacuated and accommodated in 858 relief centres.  The figures of evacuation are as under:-

ARMY
· In West Bengal, 04 Amy columns and 04 engineer task forces along with engineer equipment have been deployed for rescue and relief operations in West Midnapur and Hoogle districts for rescue & relief operations.

· In Gujarat, 01 column and 01 engineer task force has been deployed in Ahmedabad district for rescue & relief operations.
AIR FORCE
· in Gujarat, One MI-8 helicopter is positioned at Jamnagar for carrying out flood relief operations 

· In Rajasthan, Four MI-17 helicopters carried out 10 sorties and air lifted 2.605 tons relief materials and 30 passengers. Out of these four helicopters, one used by Chief Minister, Home Minister and media persons for assessing the flood situations, two helicopters carried public servants and one used by media persons. 

· In Maharashtra, One MI-17 helicopter positioned at Pune for flood relief operations.

· In Orissa, Two MI-17 helicopters carried out 07 sorties and airlifted 19.8 tons food packets and relief materials (8 tons landing & 11.8 tons dropping) 

· In West Bengal, one MI-17 carried out 04 sorties and airlifted 9.4 tons of food items and 07 media persons.
RAINFALL SITUATION IN THE REST OF COUNTRY DURING LAST 24 HRS

· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in Chhattisgarh, Madhya Pradesh, Coastal Karnataka, Kerala, Andhra Pradesh, Goa, Lakshadweep, and in a few parts of Bihar, Eastern Uttar Pradesh, J&K, Himachal Pradesh, Uttarakhand and in some parts of northeastern States.
