SUMMARY OF IMPORTANT EVENTS AS ON 12.07.2007

	RAINFALL SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY

UTTARAKHAND

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours.
· On 12.07.2007, a landslide in Devpuri village, 140 km from Chamoli has been reported.  08 persons are reported to have been buried under the debris. The bodies of 05 deceased persons have been recovered so far and efforts are on to retrieve the bodies of the remaining. 

ARUNACHAL PRADESH

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours which is continuing today as well.

· Due to heavy rainfall, a few breaches in the embankments of rivers flowing downstream towards Assam have been reported causing floods/inundation.
ASSAM

· The heavy rainfall in Arunachal Pradesh caused flood in the river Kumotia and flash floods in Samarajan, Kumotia and adjacent villages under Bordoloni Block and Gogamukh circle in Dhemaji district. 
· About 1200 people have been rescued so far.
· About 50,000 people have been shifted to safer places.  A sizeable number of people are reportedly stranded in the affected areas.  
· The high velocity of flood made deployment of rescue boats impossible.
· The State has sought helicopters from the Air Force base at Mohonbari in Dibrugarh district for rescue operations. But after aerial survey, the Air Force, has not found feasible to use helicopters for rescue work.

· Two breaches of dykes are being repaired.
GUJARAT

· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours. 
· 27,060 people continue to stay in 43 Relief Centres.  
· 02 Army Columns deployed at Ahmedabad City have been derequisitioned today. 
· Out of 03 NDRF companies deployed (01 each in Kheda, Anand and Himmat Nagar districts) in the State for rescue and relief operations, 01 Company has been derequisitioned today from Himmat Nagar.
· 01 IAF helicopter kept as standby for deployment at Ahmedabad has been derequisitioned today.
ORISSA

· Light rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours. 
· The water level of all rivers has started receding and the situation is improving.

RAJASTHAN

· Light rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours. 

· Due to collapse of wall of Jaswant Sagar Dam, 07 villages were affected severely.  The road and telecommunication links for these villages were totally cut off.  However, now the situation in these villages is reported to be normal with water receding and road & telecommunication links largely restored. 

WEST BENGAL

· Light rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.
· 1,59,835 people continue to stay in 917 relief centres.  
· 01 Army Column still deployed in Paschim Midnapur district for rescue & relief operations. 
Human deaths

· As per provisional information received from the States, 23 human deaths (Gujarat -09, Uttarakhand-08, Orissa-03, Kerala-02 and Himachal Pradesh-01) were reported during last 24 hours. 
IMD 

· An upper air cyclonic circulation extending upto mid-tropospheric level lies over North Bay of Bengal & neighbourhood.  Under its influence, rainfall activity is likely to increase over Gangetic West Bengal, Orissa and Jharkhand during next 48 hours.

· Scattered to fairly widespread rainfall activity is likely over western Himalayan Region Haryana, Uttar Pradesh and Bihar during 48 hours.

· The rainfall activity over west central & peninsular India is likely to be subdued during next 3-4 days.

Central Water Commission(CWC)

There are 02 Moderate and 08 Low Flood situation sites in the country.   


INDIA METEOROLOGICAL DEPARTMENT

Warning (for next 24 hours)

· Isolated heavy falls are likely over coastal Orissa, northeastern states, sub-Himalayan west Bengal, Sikkim, Himachal Pradesh and Uttarakhand during next 48 hours.
Outlook for subsequent two days

· Fairly widespread rainfall activity is likely over Gangetic plains and northeastern states.
CENTRAL WATER COMMISSION

According to the Central Water Commission (CWC) report dated 12TH July, 2007, there are 02 Moderate and 08 Low flood situation sites. 

The details of the Moderate Flood Sites are as under:

 ASSAM
· River Brahmaputra at Dibrugarh is flowing at 104.93m against the danger level of 104.24 m with a rising trend.
· River Jiabharali at Jiabharali (NTX) is flowing at 77.28m against the danger level of 77.00m with a steady trend.
UTTARAKHAND

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours.
· On 12.07.2007, a landslide in Devpuri village, 140 km away from the district Headquarter Chamoli has been reported.  08 persons (Female – 02, Male – 02 and Child – 04) are reported to have been buried under the debris. The bodies of 05 deceased persons have been recovered so far and efforts are being made to retrieve the bodes of remaining 03 deceased persons. 
· 04 persons have reportedly sustained injuries and admitted in the Government Hospital at Gairsain. 

· 03 Houses have also been fully damaged. 
ARUNACHAL PRADESH
· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours.  The heavy rainfall is continuing in the State today as well.

· Due to heavy rainfall in the State, a few breaches in the embankments of rivers flowing downstream towards Assam have been reported causing floods/inundation in a few parts of Assam. 
ASSAM
· Due to heavy rainfall in the State of Arunachal Pradesh, the river Kumotia is flooded due to which a flash flood is reported to have been occurred in Samarajan, Kumotia and adjacent villages under Bordoloni Block and Gogamukh circle in Dhemaji district. 
· About 1200 people have been rescued so far.
· About 50,000 people have been shifted to safer places.  A sizeable number of people are reportedly stranded in the affected areas.  
· The intensity of flow of water is reported to be very high and therefore the rescue boats are not being deployed.
· The State has sought helicopters from the Air Force base at Mohonbari in Dibrugarh district for rescue operations, but after aerial survey by the Air Force, it has not been found feasible to use helicopters for rescue work.
· Two breaches of dykes are reportedly under repair.
GUJARAT

· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours. The chief amount of rainfall in the State are (in cm):- : Gandhi Nagar – 8.3 & Kalol – 9.8.
· 09 human deaths (Banaskantha-04, Dahod, Sabarkantha, Vadodara, Nausari & Panchmahal – 1 each) have been reported in the State during last 24 hours.

· Following improvement in the situation, people living in the relief centres have started returning to their homes.  However, 27,060 people continue to stay in 43 Relief Centres.  The figures of evacuation are as under:-

· All rivers in the State are reportedly flowing below their warning levels.  

· 02 Army Columns deployed at Ahmedabad City for rescue and relief operations have been derequisitioned today. 
· Out of 03 NDRF companies deployed (01 each in Kheda, Anand and Himmat Nagar districts) in the State for rescue and relief operations, 01 Company has been derequisitioned today from Himmat Nagar.
· 01 IAF helicopter kept as standby for deployment at Ahmedabad has been derequisitioned today.
· 191 Panchayat and 22 State roads have been damaged and are under repair.
· The electricity has still been cut off in 46 villages in the State.  Total 39 feeders, 215 transformers and 8378 electricity poles in these villages have been damaged/uprooted. Efforts are reportedly being made by the State Government for restoration of electricity. 

· 976 Medical teams consisting 304 Medical Officers and 2035 Para-medical staff have been deployed in the affected districts for providing medical care.
ORISSA

· Light rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours. 
· Balasore, Bhadrak, Jajpur, Mayurbhanj, Kendrapara and Sundergarh districts are reported to be severely affected.

· 03 human deaths (all in Balasore district) have been reported in the State during last 24 hours. 
· The water level in all the rivers has started receding. 
· The situation is reportedly improving.

RAJASTHAN

· Light rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours. 

· No fresh human death has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.

· Due to collapse of wall of Jaswant Sagar Dam, 07 villages were affected severely.  The road and telecommunication links for these villages were totally cut off.  However, now the situation in these villages is reported to be normal.  Water has started receding and road & telecommunication linkages have largely been restored. 

· Situation in the affected districts are reportedly returning to normal.

WEST BENGAL

· Light rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.

· No fresh human death has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.

· Following improvement in the situation, people staying in relief camps have started returning to their homes.  However, 1,59,835 people continue to stay in 917 relief centres.  The figures of evacuation are as under:-

DEPLOYMENT OF NATIONAL DISASTER RESPONSE FORCE (NDRF) ON 12TH JULY, 2007

· In Maharashtra, one team consisting of 35 personnel with Medical Officer of CRPF, NDRF Bn has been deployed at Amravati district.

· In Gujarat, 02 teams, (01 each in Himmatnagar & Kheda districts) of CRPF, NDRF Bn deployed in the State. 01 team, which was earlier deployed in Gandhi Nagar district, has now been moved to Anand distt.

· In Kerala, 02 teams consisting of 36 personnel (1 each in Calicut & Alleppy districts) have been deployed.
· In Assam, 03 teams, (136 personnel) despatched to Guwahati for further deployment at North Lakhimpur.
LOGISTIC SUPPORT PROVIDED BY MINISTRY OF DEFENCE ON 12TH JULY, 2007

ARMY
· In West Bengal, 02 Amy columns and 02 engineering task force teams deployed in West Midnapur and Hoogli districts for rescue & relief operations have been derequisitioned. However, 01 Army column & 01 engineering task force team continue to be deployed at Pingla in West Midnapur district.

AIR FORCE

· In Rajasthan, One MI-17 helicopter carried out 03 sorties and provided airlift to state administration from Jaipur to Udaipur and back.

· In Orissa, Two MI-17 helicopters carried out 06 sorties in Chandipur and returned to Mohanbadi Air base.

RAINFALL SITUATION IN THE REST OF COUNTRY DURING LAST 24 HRS

· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in Coastal Karnataka, Kerala and in a few parts of northeastern States.
· The rainfall activity in the rest of the States/UTs is reported to have been insignificant during the last 24 hours.
· Details of extent of damage and rescue and relief work are appended in Annexure-I & Annexure-II separately.
