SUMMARY OF IMPORTANT EVENTS AS ON 13.07.2007

	RAINFALL SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY

ARUNACHAL PRADESH

· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.  

· Due to yesterday’s heavy rainfall, a foot suspension bridge over river Sinangi, in Itanagar, connecting interior villages under Boleng sub-division in East Siang district has been washed away.  
ASSAM

· Due to yesterday’s heavy rainfall in the State of Arunachal Pradesh, the river Kumotia is flooded. A flash flood is reported in Samarajan, Kumotia and adjacent villages in Dhemaji district. 
· About 300m breach reported in the embankment of river Kumotia in Dhemaji district due to which about 40,000 people in 120 villages have been affected.
· About 20,000 people evacuated from the affected areas and accommodated in 100 small camps and 04 colleges. 
· 2 IAF helicopters were deployed for the evacuation and airdropping of relief materials. 45 country boats were also used for rescue work.
· About 01 km Tejpur-Dhemaji National Highway (NH-52) connecting Dhemaji to Guwahati, has been washed away.  
· Electricity tower of Dhemaji has also been washed away affecting electric supply in the district.  

GUJARAT

· Light rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours. 
12,447 people continue to stay in 37 Relief Centres.  
· 02 NDRF companies deployed (01 each in Kheda and Anand) for rescue and relief operations.
· 132 Panchayat and 10 State roads have been damaged and are under repair.

· 33 feeders, 199 transformers and 7009 electricity poles in 15 villages have been damaged/uprooted. Efforts are on for restoration of electricity. 

· 993 Medical teams consisting 314 Medical Officers and 2169 Para-medical staff have been deployed in the affected districts for providing medical care.
ORISSA

· Light rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours. 
· The situation is reportedly improving.

RAJASTHAN

· Light rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours. 

· Due to collapse of wall of Jaswant Sagar Dam, 07 villages were affected severely.  The road and telecommunication links for these villages were totally cut off. Now the situation in these villages is reported to be normal with flood water receding and road & telecommunication links mostly restored. 

WEST BENGAL

· Light rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.

· 1,59,073 people continue to stay in 796 relief centres.  
· 01 Army Column still deployed in Paschim Midnapur district for rescue & relief operations. 
Loss of Human lives
· As per provisional information received from the affected States, 05 human deaths (Gujarat -04 & West Bengal-01) were reported during last 24 hours.  The cumulative number of people who lost their lives during the South West Monsoon so far is 824.
IMD 

· An upper air cyclonic circulation extending upto mid-tropospheric level lies over North Bay of Bengal & neighbourhood.  Under its influence, rainfall activity is likely to increase over Gangetic West Bengal, Orissa and Jharkhand during next 48 hours.

· Scattered to fairly widespread rainfall activity is likely over western Himalayan Region, Haryana, Uttar Pradesh and Bihar during next 48 hours.

· Rainfall activity over west central & peninsular India is likely to be subdued during next 3-4 days.

Central Water Commission(CWC)

There are 03 Moderate and 06 Low Flood situation sites in the country.   


INDIA METEOROLOGICAL DEPARTMENT

Warning (for next 24 hours)

· Isolated heavy falls are likely over coastal Orissa, northeastern states, sub-Himalayan west Bengal, Sikkim, Himachal Pradesh and Uttarakhand during next 48 hours.
Outlook for subsequent two days

· Fairly widespread rainfall activity is likely over Gangetic plains and northeastern states.
CENTRAL WATER COMMISSION

According to the Central Water Commission (CWC) report dated 13TH July, 2007, there are 03 Moderate and 06 Low flood situation sites. 

The details of the Moderate Flood Sites are as under:

· In Assam, river Brahmaputra at Dibrugarh is flowing at 105.00m against the danger level of 104.24 m with a falling trend.
· In Assam, river Brahmaputra at Neamatighat is flowing at 85.33m against the danger level of 85.04m with a rising trend.
· In Bihar, river Basua at Supaul is flowing at 47.92m against the danger level of 47.75m with a steady trend.
ARUNACHAL PRADESH

· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.  
· No human death has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.
· Due to yesterday’s heavy rainfall, a foot suspension bridge constructed over river Sinangi, in Itanagar, connecting interior villages under Boleng sub-division in East Siang district has been washed away.  The road links to the interior villages of this sub-division has totally been cut off.  
· Due to heavy rainfall reported yesterday in the State, a few breaches in the embankments of rivers flowing downstream towards Assam have been reported causing floods/inundation in a few parts of Assam. 
ASSAM

· Due to yesterday’s heavy rainfall in the State of Arunachal Pradesh, the river Kumotia is flooded due to which a flash flood is reported to have been occurred in Samarajan, Kumotia and adjacent villages under Bordoloni Block and Gogamukh circle in Dhemaji district. 
· No human death has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.
· About 300m breach has been reported in the embankment of river Kumotia in Bardolony (Dhemaji district) due to which about 40,000 people in 120 villages are reported to have been affected.
· About 20,000 people have been evacuated from the affected areas and accommodated in 100 small camps and 04 colleges. As no fresh heavy rainfall reported in the upper parts of Arunachal Pradesh, the water from the affected areas has started receding and the people evacuated yesterday have also started returning to their homes.  
· 2 IAF helicopters were used for the evacuation and airdropping of relief materials. 45 country boats were also plied to evacuate the stranded people.
· 20,000 people are still stranded. Efforts are reportedly being made by the district administration to shift the remaining stranded people in safer places.  However, food packets and other relief materials are being airdropped to them.
· About 01 km Tejpur-Dhemaji National Highway (NH-52) which is reported to be the life line of connecting Dhemaji to Guwahati, has been washed away. Due to which the road links from Dhemaji to Guwahati, Tejpur and other areas have been cut off.  District administration has taken up the matter with BRO for immediate construction/repair of the damaged portions of this road so that road links to the State capital and other areas are restored.
· The electricity tower of Dhemaji has also been washed away cutting off the electricity supply in the district.  Temporary arrangements are being made to restore the electric supply.
GUJARAT

· Light rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours. 
· 04 human deaths (Pattan-02, Surat & Gandhinagar – 01 each) have been reported in the State during last 24 hours.

· Following improvement in the situation, people living in the relief centres have started returning to their homes.  However, 12,447 people continue to stay in 37 Relief Centres.  The figures of evacuation are as under:-

· No fresh human death has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.

· Due to collapse of wall of Jaswant Sagar Dam, 07 villages were affected severely.  The road and telecommunication links for these villages were totally cut off.  However, now the situation in these villages is reported to be normal.  Water has started receding and road & telecommunication linkages have largely been restored. 

· Situation in the affected districts is returning to normal.

WEST BENGAL

· Light rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.

· 01 human death (Howarah) has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.

· Following improvement in the situation, people staying in relief camps have started returning to their homes.  However, 1,59,073 people continue to stay in 796 relief centres.  The figures of evacuation are as under:-

· In Assam, 03 teams of NDRF (136 personnel) despatched to Guwahati for further deployment at North Lakhimpur.
LOGISTIC SUPPORT PROVIDED BY MINISTRY OF DEFENCE ON 13TH JULY, 2007

ARMY
· In West Bengal, 01 Amy column and 01 engineering task force team still deployed in West Midnapur.
AIR FORCE

· In Assam, Two MI-17 helicopters carried out 06 sorties from Mohanbari Air Base to Dhemaji and dropped 1.068 tons food packets and airlifted 04 persons.
NAVY

· In Maharashtra, a Navy diving team comprising of one diving supervisor and four divers have been deployed in Chandrapur district for search of three missing bodies who were washed away in Vainganga river.

· Moderate to heavy rainfall has been reported in Coastal Karnataka, Kerala and in a few parts of northeastern States.
