SUMMARY OF IMPORTANT EVENTS AS ON 15.07.2007

	RAINFALL SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY

ASSAM

· About 40,000 people continued to stay in 120 temporary shelters and 04 relief camps in Dhemaji district. 
· Army and PWD have been deployed to restore the road communication of Tejpur-Dhemaji National Highway (NH-52).
· Situation in the affected areas is reported to be improving. 

GUJARAT

· Light rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours. 
· 66 Panchayat and 06 State roads have been damaged and are under repair.

· The electricity has been restored in all affected villages in the State.  Total 16 feeders, 176 transformers and 6566 electricity poles in affected villages have been damaged/uprooted. 

· 848 Medical teams consisting 304 Medical Officers and 1942 Para-medical staff deployed in the affected districts for providing medical care.
ORISSA

· Moderate to heavy rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours. 
· The situation is reportedly improving in all flood affected districts (Balasore, Bhadrak, Jajpur, Mayurbhanj, Kendrapara and Sundergarh).

RAJASTHAN

· In Jodhpur district out of 130 affected villages, water supply has been restored in 115 villages. In rest 15 villages water supply is disrupted due to electricity, water source and pipe line problem.

· In Jalore district, 17 villages, which were inundated, the water level has gone down.

· Situation in the affected districts is returning to normal.

WEST BENGAL

· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.

· A land slide on Siliguri-Darjeeling National Highway (NH-55) has been reported.
· 1,39,398 people continue to stay in 592 relief centres  in 06 districts.  
Loss of Human lives

· The cumulative number of people who lost their lives during the South West Monsoon so far is 833.
IMD 

· Yesterday’s well marked low pressure area over northwest Bay of Bengal off north Orissa and West Bengal coasts persists.
· The axis of monsoon trough passes through Anupgarh, Delhi, Mainpuri, Varanasi, Gaya, Bankura and thence to the centre of the well marked low pressure area.
· The current meteorological analysis suggests fairly widespread rainfall activity over northwest India during next 1-2 days. Fairly widespread rainfall with isolated heavy to very heavy rainfall is also likely over east and adjoining central India during next 2-3 days. 
Central Water Commission(CWC)

There are 02 Moderate and 13 Low Flood situation sites in the country.   


INDIA METEOROLOGICAL DEPARTMENT

Warning (for next 24 hours)

· Isolated heavy to very heavy rainfalls are likely over Orissa, Gangetic West Bengal, Jharkhand, Chhattisgarh, north Coastal Andhra Pradesh, Himachal Pradesh and  Uttarakhand during next 48 hrs.
Outlook for subsequent two days

· Fairly widespread rainfall activity is likely over northeast & central India.
CENTRAL WATER COMMISSION

According to the Central Water Commission (CWC) report dated 15TH July, 2007, there are 02 Moderate and 13 Low flood situation sites. 

The details of the Moderate Flood sites are as under:

· In Assam, river Brahmaputra at Dibrugarh is flowing at 104.75m against the danger level of 104.24 m with a steady trend.
· In Bihar, river Kosi at Basua is flowing at 48.08m against the danger level of 47.75m with a falling trend.
ASSAM

· Situation caused due to flash flood, in Samarajan, Kumotia and adjacent villages under Bordoloni Block and Gogamukh circle in Dhemaji district, is reported to be improving. 
· About 40,000 people continued to stay in 120 temporary shelters and 04 relief camps  in Dhemaji district. People have started return back to their homes, as the water from the affected areas has started receding.  
· Army and PWD have been deployed to restore the road communication of Tejpur-Dhemaji National Highway (NH-52), which has been washed away in between Chamarajan and Bordoloni sector in Dhemaji district. 

GUJARAT

· Light rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours. 
· No human death has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.
· 66 Panchayat and 06 State roads have been damaged and are under repair.

· The electricity has been restored in all affected villages in the State.  Total 16 feeders, 176 transformers and 6566 electricity poles in affected villages have been damaged/uprooted. 

· 848 Medical teams consisting 304 Medical Officers and 1942 Para-medical staff deployed in the affected districts for providing medical care.
ORISSA

· Moderate to heavy rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours. 
· The situation is reportedly improving in all flood affected districts (Balasore, Bhadrak, Jajpur, Mayurbhanj, Kendrapara and Sundergarh).

RAJASTHAN

· Light rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.

· In Jalore district, 17 villages, which were inundated, the water level has gone down.

· Situation in the affected districts is returning to normal.

WEST BENGAL

· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.

· No fresh human death has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.
· A land slide on Siliguri-Darjeeling National Highway (NH-55) has been reported. Alternate route to Darjeeing via Mirik has been started.
· 1,39,398 people continue to stay in 592 relief centres.  The figures of evacuation are as under:-

NAVY
· In Maharashtra, a Navy diving team comprising of five members reached Chanderpur at 1700 hours on 14 Jul 07 and carried out diving operations between 1700 hours and 1830 hours without any result. Operations re-commenced at 0800 hours on 15 July 2007. 
RAINFALL SITUATION IN THE REST OF COUNTRY DURING LAST 24 HRS

· Light to Moderate with isolated heavy rainfall has been reported in Chhattisgarh, Madhya Pradesh, Jharkhand, Bihar, Coastal Karnataka, Kerala and in a few parts of northeastern States.
· The rainfall activity in the rest of the States/UTs is reported to be insignificant during the last 24 hours.
