SUMMARY OF IMPORTANT EVENTS AS ON 16.07.2007

	RAINFALL SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY

ASSAM

· Light rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours. 
· The flood situation in Dhemaji district is reported to be improving. 
· About 20,000 people continue to stay in 120 temporary shelters and 01 relief camp in Dhemaji district. 
GUJARAT

· Light rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours.  
· 851 Medical teams consisting 304 Medical Officers and 1926 Para-medical staff continue to be deployed in the affected districts.
ORISSA

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.
· The situation is reportedly improving in the flood affected districts.
KARNATAKA

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in Kodagu and Belgaum districts since Friday-Saturday causing floods in the low lying villages of these districts. 
· About 10 relief camps (Kodagu-09 & Belgaum-1 were opened where about 800 people have been accommodated.
KERALA

· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.  
· About 4,448 people are staying in 69 relief centres.  
WEST BENGAL

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours.  Due to fresh spell of heavy rainfall the flood situation which was gradually improving has again worsened. 
· About 1,39,398 people are still staying in 592 relief centres.  
Loss of Human lives

· As per provisional information received from the affected States 22 human deaths (Gujarat-18, Kerala-02, Bihar & Goa – 01 each) have been reported during the last 24 hrs. The cumulative number of people who lost their lives during the South West Monsoon so far is 855.
IMD 

· Yesterday’s well marked low pressure area over northwest Bay of Bengal and adjoining coastal areas of north Orissa & West Bengal Coasts now lies over Jharkhand & neighbourhood.

· Fairly widespread rainfall with isolated heavy to very heavy rainfall is likely over Jharkhand, north Orissa, north Chhattisgarh during next 24 hours and over East Uttar Pradesh, Bihar, East Madhya Pradesh during next 2-3 days.
· Fairly widespread rainfall with isolated heavy to very heavy falls are likely over Sub-Himalayan West Bengal, Sikkim and northeastern states during next 4-5 days.

· Subdued rainfall activity over the remaining parts of the country excluding west coast where fairly widespread rainfall activity is likely to continue during next 4-5 days.
Central Water Commission(CWC)

There are 02 Moderate and 13 Low Flood situation sites in the country.   


INDIA METEOROLOGICAL DEPARTMENT

Warning (for next 24 hours)

· Isolated heavy to very heavy rainfall is likely over north Orissa, Jharkhand, north Chhattisgarh, Coastal Karnataka, Kerala, East Uttar Pradesh, Bihar, Sub-Himalayan West Bengal, Sikkim and northeastern states.
Outlook for subsequent two days

· Fairly widespread rainfall activity is likely over Uttar Pradesh, Bihar, Sub-Himalayan West Bengal, Sikkim, northeastern states and west coast.
· Subdued rainfall activity is likely over remaining parts of the country.
CENTRAL WATER COMMISSION

According to the Central Water Commission (CWC) report dated 16TH July, 2007, there are 02 Moderate and 13 Low flood situation sites. 

The details of the Moderate Flood sites are as under:

· In Assam, river Brahmaputra at Dibrugarh is flowing at 104.76m against the danger level of 104.24 m with a rising trend.
· In Bihar, river Kosi at Basua is flowing at 47.88m against the danger level of 47.75m with a falling trend.
ASSAM

· Light rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours. 
· No fresh human deaths have been reported in the State during last 24 hours.
· The flood situation in Dhemaji district is reported to be improving. 
· About 20,000 people continue to stay in 120 temporary shelters and 01 relief camps in Dhemaji district. 
· Army and PWD deployed to restore the road communication of Tejpur-Dhemaji National Highway (NH-52), which was washed away in between Chamarajan and Bordoloni sector in Dhemaji district.  However, road communication on this section has been restarted via Ghilamar-Dhemaji connecting Lakhmipur, Passighat, Tejpur etc. 
GUJARAT

· Light rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours.  
· 18 human deaths (Bharuch-06, Porbander & Kheda-04 each, Balsad-03 & Surat-01) have been reported in the State during last 48 hours. 

· 45 Panchayat and 06 State roads have been damaged and are under repair.

· The electricity has been restored in all affected villages in the State.  Total 07 feeders, 187 transformers and 5704 electricity poles in affected villages have been damaged/uprooted. 

· 851 Medical teams consisting 304 Medical Officers and 1926 Para-medical staff deployed in the affected districts for providing medical care.
· The situation is reported to be improving.

ORISSA

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours. Some of the rainfall figures are (in cm):  Balimandoli – 10.0, Rajghat – 8.0, Jajpur – 7.0, Chandbali – 6.0 & Balasore – 5.0).
· No fresh human deaths have been reported in the State during last 24 hours.
· The situation is reportedly improving in the flood affected districts.
KARNATAKA

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in Kodagu and Belgaum districts of the State on Friday-Saturday causing floods in the low lying villages of these districts. 
· No fresh human deaths have been reported in the State during last 24 hours.
· About 10 relief camps (Kodagu-09 (600 people) & Belgaum-1 (200 people) were opened where about 800 people have been accommodated.
· As no fresh significant rainfall has been report during last 24 hours, people staying in relief camps at Kodagu have started returning to their homes.
KERALA

· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.  Some of the rainfall figures are (in cm) :  Mallapuram & Thrissur – 5.4 each & Kottayam – 4.6 

· 02 human deaths (Pathanamthitta & Kottayam – 01 each) have been reported in the State during last 24 hours.
· 4,448 people are staying in 69 relief centres.  
· As no fresh significant rainfall has been reported in some of the affected districts, people staying in the relief camps are ready to return to their homes today.
WEST BENGAL

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours.  Due to fresh spell of heavy rainfall the flood situation which was gradually improving has again worsened. 
· Due to this spell of heavy rainfall, people staying in relief camps are reluctant to go to their homes.

· No fresh human deaths have been reported in the State during last 24 hours.
· About 1,39,398 people are still staying in 592 relief centres.  
DEPLOYMENT OF NATIONAL DISASTER RESPONSE FORCE (NDRF) ON 16TH JULY, 2007

· In Kerala, 02 teams (36 personnel each) of NDRF Bn deployed at Calicut and Alleppey districts in view of flood warning.
LOGISTIC SUPPORT PROVIDED BY MINISTRY OF DEFENCE ON 16TH JULY, 2007

NAVY
· In Maharashtra, a Navy diving team comprising of five members carried out diving operations in Chandrapur district to fish out the remaining bodies of a washed away jeep without any result. However, the operation has re-commenced on 16th July 2007. 
RAINFALL SITUATION IN THE REST OF COUNTRY DURING LAST 24 HRS

· Light to moderate rainfall with isolated heavy falls have been reported in Chhattisgarh, Madhya Pradesh, Jharkhand, Bihar, Uttar Pradesh, Uttarakhand, Himachal Pradesh and in a few parts of northeastern States.
· The rainfall activity in the rest of the States/UTs is reported to be insignificant during the last 24 hours.
· Details of extent of damage and rescue and relief work are appended in Annexure-I & Annexure-II separately.
