SUMMARY OF IMPORTANT EVENTS AS ON 18.07.2007

	RAINFALL SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY

 ASSAM

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours. 
· In Dhemaji district, the high water level continues due to heavy intermittent rainfall. 

· 20,000 people continue to stay in 120 temporary shelters and 01 relief camp. 

· A breach has been reported in the embankment of river Ranganadi due to which some low lying villages in Lakhimpur district are flooded.  

KERALA

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in the Northern parts of the State during last 24 hours.  
· In Kozikode district, due to release of water from a few dams, some villages in the low lying areas have been submerged under water.
· About 4,000 people have been evacuated and accommodated in 45 relief centres in the district.
· In Wayanad district, some low-lying villages are reportedly inundated and submerged under water.
· A few boats have been deployed in the affected areas for rescue & relief operations.
· Road links in some of the areas particularly in Manadawadi taluka have been disrupted.
· About 3,000 persons have been evacuated and accommodated in 52 relief camps in the district.
· Total 23,790 people are staying in 284 relief centres in the State.  
· 04 NDRF Teams (Wayanad, Idukki, Mallapuram and Kozikode) have been deployed for relief and rescue work.
· 01 IAF helicopter has been deployed in Kozikode district for aerial survey and airdropping of relief materials
KARNATAKA

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours.  
· Due to release of water from KRS & Kabini dams, about 06 villages in Mysore district have been partly submerged under water. 
· 141 families from above affected villages have been shifted and accommodated in 01 relief camp.
Loss of Human lives

· As per provisional information received from the affected States 12 human deaths (Kerala-09 & Orissa-03) have been reported during the last 24 hrs. The cumulative number of people who lost their lives during the South West Monsoon so far is 900.
IMD 

· Yesterday’s well marked low pressure area over East Uttar Pradesh and adjoining Bihar now lies as a low pressure area over East Uttar Pradesh & neighbourhood.  Under its influence, widespread rainfall with isolated heavy to very heavy falls is likely over East Uttar Pradesh and Bihar during next 2 days.
· Widespread rainfall with scattered heavy to very heavy falls are likely over northeastern states, Sub-Himalayan West Bengal & Sikkim during next 4-5 days.

· The rainfall activity is likely to be subdued over most parts of northwest, west & central India and interior Peninsula for the next 4-5 days.
Central Water Commission(CWC)

There are 02 Moderate and 14 Low Flood situation sites in the country.   


INDIA METEOROLOGICAL DEPARTMENT

Warning (for next 24 hours)

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall is likely at a few places over Sub-Himalayan West Bengal, Sikkim and northeastern states.
· Isolated heavy to very heavy rainfall is likely over East Uttar Pradesh, Bihar, Kerala, Coastal Karnataka & Lakshadweep.
Outlook for subsequent two days

· Fairly widespread rainfall activity is likely over east & northeast India and scattered over Western Himalayan Region.
· Subdued rainfall activity is likely over remaining parts of the country.
CENTRAL WATER COMMISSION

According to the Central Water Commission (CWC) report dated 18TH July, 2007, there are 02 Moderate and 14 Low flood situation sites. 

The details of the Moderate Flood sites are as under:

· In Assam, river Brahmaputra at Dibrugarh is flowing at 104.78m against the danger level of 104.24 m with a steady trend.
· In Bihar, river Kosi at Basua is flowing at 47.80m against the danger level of 47.75m with a rising trend.
ASSAM

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours. 
· No fresh human deaths have been reported in the State during last 24 hours.
· In Dhemaji district, the high water level continues due to heavy intermittent rainfall. 
· 20,000 people continue to stay in 120 temporary shelters and 01 relief camp. 

· The repair work on Tejpur-Dhemaji National Highway (NH-52) is in progress. However, the road communication on this section has temporarily been diverted via Ghilamar-Dhemaji connecting Lakhimpur, Passighat, Tejpur etc. 

· In Lakhimpur, heavy rainfall has been reported.

· A breach in the embankment of river Ranganadi has been reported due to which some low lying villages have been flooded.  
KERALA

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in the Northern parts of the State during last 24 hours.  Some of the rainfall figures are (in cm) :  Idduki-18.6, Pattanamthitta-17.8, Mallapuram-14.9, Pallakad-14.3 & Wayanad-11.9
· 09 human deaths (Mallapuram – 04, Kozikode – 02, Pathanamthitta, Alleppey & Pallakade-01 each) have been reported in the State during last 24 hours.
· In Kozikode district, due to release of water from a few dams, some villages in the low lying areas have been inundated and submerged under water.  
· The traffic movements at various sections in the district have also been disrupted.  
· Due to heavy rainfall accompanied with high speed winds, the electric supply in several villages of the district has largely been cut off.

· About 4,000 people have been evacuated and accommodated in 45 relief camps in the district.

· In Wayanad district heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported. 
· Some low-lying villages are reportedly inundated and submerged under water.  
· A few boats have been deployed in the affected areas for rescue & relief operations.
· Road links in some of the areas particularly in Manadawadi taluka has been severely disrupted suspending all traffic movements.
· About 3,000 persons have been evacuated and accommodated in 52 relief camps in the district.
· 23,790 people are staying in 284 relief centres in the State.  
· 04 NDRF Teams (Wayanad, Idukki, Mallapuram & Kozikode -01 each) have been deployed for relief and rescue work.
· 01 IAF helicopter has been deployed in Kozikode district for aerial survey and airdropping of relief materials
KARNATAKA

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours.  Some of the rainfall figures are (in cm) :  Kodagu – 10.0, Dakshin Kannada – 7.0, Shivamaga – 5.0, Uttar Kannada & Chitmanglore – 4.0 each.
· No human death has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.
· Due to release of water from KRS & Kabini dams, about 06 villages in Mysore district have been partly submerged under water. 
· 141 families from above affected villages have been shifted and accommodated in 01 relief camp.
DEPLOYMENT OF NATIONAL DISASTER RESPONSE FORCE (NDRF) ON 18TH JULY, 2007

· In Kerala, two teams (36 personnel each) of NDRF deployed at Calicut and Alleppey districts and four teams (Wayanad, Kannur, Malappuram and Idukki – 01 team each) are likely to reach in the respective destinations by today evening.
LOGISTIC SUPPORT PROVIDED BY MINISTRY OF DEFENCE ON 18TH JULY, 2007

NAVY
· In Kerala, a team comprising of one Gemini boat and six naval personnel deployed at Panamaran village in Neeratadi Taluk and evacuated 42 people. 
AIR FORCE

· In Kerala, one MI-8 helicopter at Sulur has now been positioned at Calicut for flood relief operations.
RAINFALL SITUATION IN THE REST OF COUNTRY DURING LAST 24 HRS

· Heavy rainfall with isolated heavy falls has been reported in a few parts of northeastern States.
· The rainfall activity in the rest of the States/UTs is reported to be insignificant during the last 24 hours.
· Details of extent of damage and rescue and relief work are appended in Annexure-I & Annexure-II separately.
