SUMMARY OF IMPORTANT EVENTS AS ON 20.07.2007

	RAINFALL SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY

ASSAM

· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours. 
· In Dhemaji district, 20,000 people continue to stay in 120 temporary shelters and 01 relief camp. 

· The repair work on Tejpur-Dhemaji National Highway (NH-52) is in progress. However, the road communication on this section has temporarily been diverted via Ghilamar-Dhemaji connecting Lakhimpur, Passighat, Tejpur etc. 

· NDRF Bn deployed at Chandmari (Suburbs of Guwahati) on 19TH July, 2007 has recovered seven bodies from the debris of  a landslide.
KERALA

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.  
· 10 human deaths (Kozikode-03, Mallapuram & Palakkad -02 each, Kottayam, Idukki, Alappuzha -01 each) have been reported in the State during last 24 hours.
· In Alappuzha district, due to heavy rainfall three rivers namely Manimalayar, Achankobil and Pampa have been reported to be spate.
1,51,681 people are staying in 953 relief centres in the State.  
· 06 NDRF Teams have been deployed (Calicut, Alleppey, Wayanad, Kannur, Mallapuram & Idukki) for relief and rescue work.
KARNATAKA

· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.  
· Situation of 06 villages in Mysore district, which were submerged under water  due to release of water from KRS & Kabini dams, are reported to have improved. 
· People staying in relief camps have started to return back to their homes as situation is improving. 
· 71 families from above affected villages continue to stay in 01 relief camp.
Loss of Human lives

· As per provisional information received from the affected States, 10 human deaths  from Kerala have been reported during the last 24 hrs. The cumulative number of people who lost their lives during the South West Monsoon so far is 947.
IMD 

· The axis of monsoon trough at sea level continues to run close to foot hills of the Himalayas.
· The current meteorological analysis suggests that widespread rainfall with scattered heavy to very heavy falls are likely over Bihar, Sub-Himalayan West Bengal, Sikkim and northeastern states during next 4-5 days. Isolated heavy to very heavy rainfall  is also likely over Gangetic West Bengal, Orissa, Kerala, Coastal Karnataka and Lakshadweep during the same period.
· Numerical weather prediction models suggest scattered to fairly widespread rainfall activity over Western Himalayan region and adjoining plains off northwest India from tomorrow onwards.
Central Water Commission(CWC)

There are 01 High flood, 03 Moderate and 19 Low Flood situation sites in the country.   


INDIA METEOROLOGICAL DEPARTMENT

Warning (for next 24 hours)

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall is likely at a few places over Bihar, Sub-Himalayan West Bengal, Sikkim and northeastern states.  Isolated extremely heavy rainfall (more than 25 cm) also likely over Assam & Meghalaya.

· Isolated heavy rainfall is likely over Gangetic West Bengal, Orissa, Kerala, Coastal Karnataka & Lakshadweep.
Outlook for subsequent two days

· Fairly widespread rainfall activity is likely over east & northeast  India and scattered over Western Himalayan Region  and adjoining plains of northwest India.
CENTRAL WATER COMMISSION

According to the Central Water Commission (CWC) report dated 20TH July, 2007, there are 01 High flood, 03 Moderate and 19 Low flood situation sites. 

The detail of the High flood site is as under:-
· River Jiabharali at NT Road crossing in district Sonitpur in Assam is flowing in high flood situation at 0800 hrs today, on 20.07.2007. It was flowing at a level of 77.80m with rising trend, which is 0.45 cm below its previous HFL of 78.25m (26.06.1998) and 0.80m above danger level of 77.00. It is anticipated to remain steady and thereafter rise slowly.
The details of the Moderate Flood sites are as under:

· River Brahmaputra at Dibrugarh is flowing at 105.36m against the danger level of 104.24 m with a rising trend and at Neamatighat is flowing at 85.57m against the danger level of 85. 04m with a rising trend.
· River PunPun at Sripalpur is flowing at  50.89m against the danger level of 50.60m with a rising trend.
ASSAM

· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours. 
· In Dhemaji district, 20,000 people continue to stay in 120 temporary shelters and 01 relief camp. 

· The repair work on Tejpur-Dhemaji National Highway (NH-52) is in progress. However, the road communication on this section has temporarily been diverted via Ghilamar-Dhemaji connecting Lakhimpur, Passighat, Tejpur etc.

· 10 human deaths (Kozikode-03, Mallapuram & Palakkad -02 each and  Kottayam, Idukki & Alappuzha -01 each) have been reported in the State during last 24 hours.
· In Alappuzha district, due to heavy rainfall three rivers namely Manimalayar, Achankobil and Pampa have been reported to be in spate.
· Kuttanadu Taluka submerged under water. 
· The traffic movement and electric supply have been disrupted. 
· 648 Relief camps have been opened in the district  and 1,33,895  peoples are staying there. 
· 1,51,681 people are staying in 953 relief centres in the State.  The figures of evacuation are as under:-

DEPLOYMENT OF NATIONAL DISASTER RESPONSE FORCE (NDRF) ON 20 TH JULY, 2007

· In Assam, One team of 30 personnel with a dog squad from NDRF Bn. deployed at Chandmari (Suburbs of Guwahati) ON 19TH July, 2007 for retrieving the dead bodies from the debris of  a landslide. The team has recovered total seven bodies. Operation was called off at 1645 hrs same day.
· In Kerala – 06 teams (Calicut, Alleppey, Wayanad, Kannur, Malappuram and Idukki) have been deployed in the State for rescue and relief operations.  

LOGISTIC SUPPORT PROVIDED BY MINISTRY OF DEFENCE ON 20 TH JULY, 2007

NAVY
· In Kerala, One Naval team operating in Wayanad district was derequisitioned on 19 Jul 07. However, one Gemini boat and naval personnel are kept stand by at Manathvadi village.
RAINFALL SITUATION IN THE REST OF COUNTRY DURING LAST 24 HRS

· Moderate to Heavy rainfall with isolated heavy falls has been reported in West Bengal, Bihar, Chhattisgarh, Jharkhand, Orissa, Madhya Pradesh  Tamilnadu &  a few parts of northeastern States.
· The rainfall activity in the rest of the States/UTs is reported to be insignificant during the last 24 hours.
· Details of extent of damage and rescue and relief work are appended in Annexure-I & Annexure-II separately.
