SUMMARY OF IMPORTANT EVENTS AS ON 21.07.2007

	RAINFALL SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY

ASSAM

· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours. 
· In Dhemaji district, 20,000 people continue to stay in 120 temporary shelters and 01 relief camp. However, people staying in relief camps have started to return back to their homes as situation is improving. 
· The repair work on Tejpur-Dhemaji National Highway (NH-52) is in progress. 

KERALA

· Moderate to very heavy rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.  
· 05 human deaths (Thrissur -04  and Alappuzha - 01) have been reported in the State during last 24 hours.
· In Alappuzha district, due to heavy rainfall three rivers namely Manimalayar, Achankobil and Pampa have been reported to be in spate.
· Kuttanadu Taluka submerged under water. 
· The traffic movement and electric supply have been disrupted. 
· In Kozikode district, due to heavy rainfall Quilandy and Kozikode Talukas have been reported to be affected. 
· 2,13,838 people are staying in 1106 relief centres in the State.  

· 06 NDRF Teams (Calicut, Alleppey, Wayanad, Kannur, Mallapuram & Idukki) have been deployed for relief and rescue work.
KARNATAKA

· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.  
· Situation of 06 villages in Mysore district, which were submerged under water  due to release of water from KRS & Kabini dams, are reported to have improved. 
· People staying in relief camps have started to return back to their homes as situation is improving. 
· 68 families from above affected villages continue to stay in 01 relief camp.
Loss of Human lives

· As per provisional information received from the affected States, 05 human deaths  from Kerala have been reported during the last 24 hrs. The cumulative number of people who lost their lives during the South West Monsoon so far is 966 .
IMD 

· The axis of monsoon trough passes through Ferozepur, Ambala, Bareilly, Sultanpur, Gaya, Dumka and Kolkata thence southeastwards to eastcentral Bay of Bengal.
· A trough extends from Bihar to Central Bay of Bengal in lower tropospheric level. Under its influence, widespread rainfall with isolated heavy to very heavy fall is likely over northeastern states, West Bengal & Sikkim and Bihar during next 3-4 days.
· The current meteorological analysis suggests scattered to fairly sidespread rainfall is likely over Western Himalayan region and adjoining northern plains during next 3-4 days.
Central Water Commission(CWC)

There are  07 Moderate and  20 Low Flood situation sites in the country.   


INDIA METEOROLOGICAL DEPARTMENT

Warning (for next 24 hours)

· Isolated heavy to very heavy rainfall is likely over Bihar, West Bengal & Sikkim, northeastern states, Kerala, Coastal Karnataka  and Lakshadweep.

CENTRAL WATER COMMISSION

· River Burhidihing  at  Khowang is flowing at  102.51m against the danger level of 102.11m with a rising trend .
· River Jiabharali  at  Jiabharali (NTX)  is flowing at  77.53m against the danger level of 77.00m with a falling trend.
· River Katakhal  at  Matizuri is flowing at  20.63m against the danger level of 20.27m with a rising trend .
· River PunPun at Sripalpur is flowing at  52.46m against the danger level of 50.60m with a rising trend.
· River Gumti  at  Sonamura is flowing at  12.53m against the danger level of 12.50m with a rising trend .
