SUMMARY OF IMPORTANT EVENTS AS ON 23.07.2007

	RAINFALL SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY

ASSAM

· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours. 
· In Dhemaji district, 17,509 people continue to stay in 120 temporary shelters and 01 relief camp. 
KERALA

· Moderate to heavy rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.  
· In Alappuzha district, flash flood has been reported due to heavy rainfall in the upper reaches of the district. 
· 03 rivers namely Manimalayar, Achankobil and Pampa are reported to be in spate. 
· 2,17,803 people continue to stay in 1044 relief centres in the State.  
BIHAR

· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours. 
· In Sitamarhi district, a stretch of about 500 mtr of Muzaffarpur-Sitamarhi National Highway (NH-77) continues to be submerged under water.  
· In Bhagalpur district, a stretch of about 150 mtr road was reportedly submerged under 3 feet water due to heavy rainfall and release of water from Chanan dam in Jharkhand. 
· In West Champaran, Sikto railway station was submerged under 1 feet water.  Rail movement through this station has been suspended since yesterday.  However, with the receding of water, the rail movement is likely to be resumed today.
KARNATAKA

· Light rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.  
· A minor landslide has been reported in Kodagu city due to which some houses have reportedly been damaged partially.  04 relief centres have been opened in the City where about 120 persons are accommodated.
· The situation is reported to be normal in the rest of the State.
Loss of Human lives

· As per provisional information received from the affected States, 01 human death from Kerala has been reported during the last 24 hrs. The cumulative number of people who lost their lives during the South West Monsoon so far is 993.
IMD 

· A trough in westerlies extending upto mid-tropospheric levels runs from Jammu & Kashmir to northeast Arabian Sea across Pakistan.  Under this system, scattered to fairly widespread rainfall is likely over    Western Himalayan region and adjoining northern plains during next 2-3 days.
· Under the influence of an off-shore trough extending from south Maharashtra coast to Kerala coast, fairly widespread rainfall activity is likely over Kerala, Coastal Karnataka and Lakshadweep during next 48 hours.

· Yesterday’s cyclonic circulation over Bangladesh & neighbourhood now lies over Assam & neighbourhood in lower tropospheric levels.  Under its influence, fairly widespread rainfall with isolated heavy to very heavy fall is likely over West Bengal, Sikkim and northeastern states during next 2-3 days.
· The rainfall activity is likely to increase over south coastal Andhra Pradesh, Rayalaseema and Tamil Nadu during next 2-3 days.

· Isolated heavy to very heavy rainfall is likely over Andaman & Nicobar Islands, northeastern states, East Uttar Pradesh, Uttarakhand, Bihar, Sub-Himalayan West Bengal, Sikkim, Kerala, Coastal Karnataka and Lakshadweep.

· River Brahmaputra at Dibrugarh is flowing at 105.33m against the danger level of 104.24 m with a rising trend, at Neamatighat it is flowing at 85.88m against the danger level of 85. 04m with a steady trend and at Tezpur it is flowing at 65.30m against the danger level of 65.23 m with a rising trend. 
· River Burhidihing at Khowang is flowing at 102.37m against the danger level of 102.11m with a falling trend.
· River Desang at Nanglamoraghat is flowing at 95.01m against the danger level of 94.46m with a rising trend.
· River Jiabharali at Jiabharali (NTX) is flowing at 77.60m against the danger level of 77.00m with a steady trend.
· River Beki at Beki NHX is flowing at 45.57 against the danger level of 45.10 with a rising trend.
· River Dikhow at Shivsagar is flowing at 93.74m against the danger level of 92.40m with a rising trend.
· River Katakhal at Matizuri is flowing at 21.32m against the danger level of 20.73m with a falling trend.
BIHAR
· River Kosi at Basua is flowing at 48.01 against the danger level of 47.75m with a rising trend.
· River PunPun at Sripalpur is flowing at 53.05m against the danger level of 50.60m with a rising trend.
TRIPURA
· River Gumti at Sonapur is flowing at 13.49m against the danger level of 12.50m with falling trend.
ASSAM

· Heavy to moderate rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours. 
· In Dhemaji district, 17,509 people continue to stay in 120 temporary shelters and 01 relief camp. 
· The repair work on Tejpur-Dhemaji National Highway (NH-52) is in progress. 
KERALA

· Moderate to heavy rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.  
· 01 human death has been reported in Kottayam district in the State during last 24 hours.
· In Alappuzha district, due to heavy rainfall in the upper reaches of the district flash flood has been reported 
· 03 rivers namely Manimalayar, Achankobil and Pampa are reported to be in spate.
· Kuttanadu Taluka is affected severely. 
· The traffic movement and electric supply in the district are reported to have been disrupted severely 
· 04 country and 04 private boats deployed in the district for relief and rescue work. 
· 04 medical teams have also been deployed in the district.
· 741 Relief camps continue to run in the district where 1,86,589  people have been accommodated. 
· 2,17,803 people continue to stay in 1044 relief centres in the State.  
· 03 NDRF Teams (Calicut, Alleppey & Mallapuram) continue to be deployed in the State for relief and rescue work.
BIHAR

· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours. 
· In Sitamarhi district, a stretch of about 500 mtr of Muzaffarpur-Sitamarhi National Highway (NH-77) continues to be submerged under water.  Only heavy vehicles are being allowed to run through this Highway.  Light vehicles on this section have been diverted through an alternative way.  
· In Bhagalpur district, a stretch of about 150 mtr roads was reportedly submerged under 3 feet water due to heavy rainfall and release of water from Chanan dam (Jharkhand). 
· The traffic movement on this road was partially suspended.  However, as no fresh spell of rainfall has been reported, the water has started receding.  
· The vehicle movement on this section has been re-started. 
· In West Champaran, Sikto railway station was submerged under 1 feet water.  Rail movement through this station has been suspended since yesterday.  However, with the receding of water, the rail movement is likely to be resumed today.
KARNATAKA

· Light rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.  
· A minor landslide has been reported in Kodagu city due to which some houses have reportedly been damaged partially.  04 relief centres have been opened in the City where about 120 persons are accommodated.
· The situation is reported to be normal in the rest of the State.
DEPLOYMENT OF NATIONAL DISASTER RESPONSE FORCE (NDRF) ON 23rd    JULY, 2007

· In Kerala – 06 teams (Kozhikode, Alappuzha, Idukki, Wayanad, Kannur and Malappuram) have been deployed in the State for rescue and relief operations.

· Moderate to heavy rainfall with isolated very heavy falls has been reported in Chhattisgarh, Jharkhand, Orissa, Madhya Pradesh, Uttar Pradesh, Himachal Pradesh, Uttarakhand, Tamilnadu and northeastern States.
