SUMMARY OF IMPORTANT EVENTS AS ON 26.07.2007

	RAINFALL SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY

UTTARAKHAND

· Heavy to moderate rainfall has been reported in some parts of State during last 24 hours. 

· In Bageshwar district, due to heavy rainfall, 03 houses in village-Karai, Tehsil-Kada have collapsed. As a result. 03 persons were buried under the debris. Out of them, 2 persons have succumbed to their injuries whereas 01 person was retrieved safely with multiple injuries.

· landslides have been reported in Uttarkashi district (Dhaulapani towards Narender Nagar, Uttarkashi-Tehri Marg) and in Chamoli district (Lambagarh and Makhari areas, Chamoli-Joshimuth Marg).  
MIZORAM

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours. 
· Several landslides are reportedly occurred in the State thereby disrupting the road communications at different locations.  
· A few houses have been damaged.  People from the affected areas have been shifted to safer places.

· The Southern districts of Saiha and Lawngtlai have been cut off from the rest of the state due to landslide on the arterial highway linking the two districts. 
ASSAM

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours. 
· River Jiabharali at Sonitpur and Beki at Barpeta are flowing in unprecedented and high flood situations respectively with a rising trend at both the places. In this regard, an advisory to the State Government for taking appropriate precautionary measures has been issued. 
KERALA

· Moderate to heavy rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.  
· In Alappuzha district, 221 Relief camps continue to run in the district where about 54,606 people have been accommodated. 
· In Thrissur district, 64 Relief camps are opened in the district where about 3,521 people have been accommodated.

· In all, 367 relief camps continue to run in the State where 67,573 people are accommodated.
BIHAR

· Heavy to moderate rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours. 

· In Patna district, a crack has developed in a low capacity dam in Pun Pun block due to overflow of water level in river Pun Pun.  21 villages with a population of about 3,000 are reported to have been affected.

· Sufficient number of boats have been pressed into service for rescue and relief work.

Loss of Human lives

· As per provisional information received from the affected States, 03 human deaths (Uttarakhand-02 & Orissa-01) have been reported during the last 24 hrs. The cumulative number of people who lost their lives during the South West Monsoon so far is 1027.
IMD 

· The southwest monsoon is likely to remain in a weak phase for the next 4-5 days.

· The axis of monsoon trough continued to run to foothills of Himalayas.  Fairly widespread rainfall activity with isolated heavy to very heavy fall is likely to continue over Gangetic plains and northeastern states. Northwest India is also likely to experience scattered to fairly widespread rainfall activity during next 4-5 days.  However, rainfall over central & adjoining peninsular India will remain subdued.

· In association with off-shore trough fairly widespread rainfall activity is likely over Kerala, Coastal Karnataka and Lakshadweep during next 3 days.

Central Water Commission(CWC)

There are 01 Unprecedented, 01 High, 19 Moderate and 23 Low flood situation sites. 


INDIA METEOROLOGICAL DEPARTMENT

Warning (for next 24 hours)

· Isolated heavy to very heavy rainfall is likely over northeastern States, West Bengal, Sikkim, Bihar, East Uttar Pradesh, Uttarakhand, Coastal Karnataka, Kerala and Lakshadweep.

Outlook for subsequent two days

· Fairly widespread rainfall is likely over northeastern States and Gangetic plains.
· The rainfall activity is likely to increase along west coast.
· Subdued rainfall is likely to continue over central and adjoining peninsular India.
CENTRAL WATER COMMISSION

According to the Central Water Commission (CWC) report dated 26TH July, 2007, there are 01 Unprecedented, 01 High, 19 Moderate and 23 Low flood situation sites. 

The details of the Unprecedented & High Flood sites are as under:- 

Unprecedented Flood situation

· In Assam, river Jiabharali at Jiabharali (NTX) is flowing at 78.38m with a rising trend against the danger level of 77.00m and the previous highest flood level (HFL) of 78.25m of 26.06.1998.

High flood situation
· In Assam, river Beki at Beki NHX is flowing at 45.73m with a rising trend against the danger level of 45.10 and the previous highest flood level (HFL) of 46.20m of 04.08.2000.

UTTARAKHAND

· Heavy to moderate rainfall has been reported in some parts of State during last 24 hours. 

· 02 human deaths have been reported in Bageshwar district of the State during last 24 hours.
· In Bageshwar district, due to heavy rainfall, 03 houses in village-Karai, Tehsil-Kada have collapsed. As a result. 03 persons were buried under the debris. Out of them, 2 persons have succumbed to their injuries whereas 01 person was retrieved safely with multiple injuries.

· Landslides have been reported in Uttarkashi district (Dhaulapani towards Narender Nagar, Uttarkashi-Tehri Marg) and in Chamoli district (Lambagarh and Makhari areas, Chamoli-Joshimuth Marg). The road links in both these sections have temporarily been suspended.  
· The debris removal work on both the landslide sites is in progress.  The road links on both these sections are likely to be restored today.

ASSAM

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours. 
· No human death has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.
· River Jiabharali at Sonitpur and Beki at Barpeta are flowing in unprecedented and high flood situations respectively with a rising trend at both the places. In this regard, an advisory to the State Government to monitor the situation regularly and for taking suitable and appropriate precautionary measures has been issued.
· The State administration is reported to be constantly monitoring the situation at both the places. Concerned district administrations have been reportedly given instructions for taking suitable appropriate measures.
MIZORAM

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours. 
· Several landslides have occurred in the State thereby disrupting the road communications at different locations.  
· A few houses have been damaged.  People from the affected areas have been shifted to safer places.

· The Southern districts of Saiha and Lawngtlai have been cut off from the rest of the state due to landslide on the arterial highway linking the two districts. 
KERALA

· Sufficient number of boats have been pressed into service for rescue and relief work.

· The situation is reportedly improving in the State.

DEPLOYMENT OF NATIONAL DISASTER RESPONSE FORCE (NDRF) ON 26TH JULY, 2007

· In Kerala – 06 teams (Kozhikode, Alappuzha, Idukki, Wayanad, Kannur & Malappuram) have been deployed in the State for rescue and relief operations.
