SUMMARY OF IMPORTANT EVENTS AS ON 27.07.2007

	RAINFALL SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY

ARUNACHAL PRADESH

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in some parts of State during last 24 hours.  

· River Siang and Lohit are flowing above their danger levels.

· In Upper Siang, Log Bridge, suspension bridge and potter tracks at various sites have reportedly been washed away.

· In Lohit district, Barhma Kund and Tahan Gum Road have been disrupted due to which several passengers/vehicles are stranded.  Road communication between Teju to Tinsukia has been cut off.  
UTTARAKHAND

· Heavy to moderate rainfall has been reported in some parts of State during last 24 hours. 

· Due to heavy rainfall the walls of an old bridge situated over Rispna river in Rajiv Nagar, Dehradun collapsed. 
· A landslide has been reported in Pipalkothi, 2 km ahead of Ukhimuth in Joshimuth district resulting disruption in traffic movement.

ASSAM

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours. 
· A landslide has been reported on Dhemaji-Somarajan National Highway (NH-58) disrupting vehicular movement on this Highway. 
· Ferry services between Dibrugarh-Dhemaji have temporarily been suspended due to increased and high flow of water in river Brahmaputra.
· Due to overflow of water in river Brahmaputra and Subarnsiri, 375 villages have been affected in Dhemaji and Lakhimpur districts.
MIZORAM

· Heavy to moderate rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours. 
· Several landslides have occurred in the State thereby disrupting the road communications at different locations.  
KERALA

· Moderate to heavy rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.  
· 05 human deaths (Mallapuram -03, Ernakulam & Kottayam – 01 each) have been reported in the State during last 24 hours.
· In all, 167 relief camps continue to run in the State where 25,946 people are accommodated.
BIHAR

· Heavy to Very heavy rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours. 

· Due to recent spell of heavy rainfall in  the State, 09 districts are reported to have been affected.

· The Muzaffarpur-Sitamarhi National Highway (NH-77) continues to be submerged under water over a stretch of about 500 mtrs in Sitamarhi district. 

· River Basua at Supaul is flowing in high flood situation with a rising trend.

Loss of Human lives

· As per provisional information received from the affected States, 07 human deaths (Kerala-05, Chhattisgarh & Maharashtra -01 each) have been reported during the last 24 hrs. The cumulative number of people who lost their lives during the South West Monsoon so far is 1034.
IMD 

· Widespread rainfall activity with scattered heavy to very heavy falls are likely  over Gangetic plains and northeastern states and scattered to fairly widespread rainfall over northwest India during next 3-4 days.
· Under the influence of the off shore trough, fairly widespread rainfall activity with isolated heavy falls are likely along the west coast during next 3-4 days.

Central Water Commission(CWC)

There are 03 High, 25 Moderate and 21 Low flood situation sites. 




INDIA METEOROLOGICAL DEPARTMENT

Warning (for next 24 hours)

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall is likely at a few places over northeastern states, Sub-Himalayan West Bengal, Sikkim, Bihar and Uttar Pradesh.
· Isolated heavy rainfall is likely over Uttarakhand, Konkan, Goa and Coastal Karnataka.

Outlook for subsequent two days

· Fairly widespread rainfall is likely over northeastern States, Gangetic plains and west coast.
CENTRAL WATER COMMISSION

According to the Central Water Commission (CWC) report dated 27TH July, 2007, there are 03 High, 25 Moderate and 21 Low flood situation sites. 

The details of the High Flood sites are as under:- 

High flood situation
Assam
· River Jiabharali at Jiabharali (NTX) is flowing at 78.00m with a falling trend against the danger level of 77.00m and the previous highest flood level (HFL) of 78.25m of 26.06.1998.

· River Puthimari at Puthimari (NHX) is flowing at 54.44m with a rising trend against the danger level of 51.81m, and the previous highest flood level (HFL) of 54.92m of 20.06.1993.

Bihar

· River Basua at Supaul is flowing at 48.50m with a rising trend against the danger level of 47.75m, and the previous highest flood level (HFL) of 48.87m of 11.07.2004.
ARUNACHAL PRADESH

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in some parts of State during last 24 hours.  
· No human death has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.
· River Siang and Lohit are flowing above their danger levels.

· In Upper Siang, Log Bridge, suspension bridge and potter tracks at various sites have reportedly been washed away.

· In Lohit district, Barhma Kund and Tahan Gum Road has been disrupted due to which several passengers/vehicles have stranded.   

· Road communication between Teju to Tinsukia has also been cut off.  
· Several other landslides have also occurred in the State disrupting the road communications at different locations.  
UTTARAKHAND

· Heavy to moderate rainfall has been reported in some parts of State during last 24 hours. 

· No human death has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.
· Due to heavy rainfall, the walls of an old bridge situated over Rispna river in Rajiv Nagar, Dehradun has collapsed. As a result, an old bridge of 80m has broken down and washed away with the flow of river water.  01 person was reported to be drowned but later rescued safely by the Police diving teams.  No other casualties have been reported.  The vehicular and pedestrian movement between Rajendra Nagar to other local areas in the city has been diverted.

· A landslide has been reported in Pipalkothi, 2 km ahead of Ukhimuth in Joshimuth district resulting disruption in traffic movement.

ASSAM

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours. 
· No human death has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.
· Due to overflow of river Brahmaputra in Dhemaji district, 128 villages with a population of about 45000 are reported to have been affected.
· A landslide has been reported on Dhemaji-Somarajan National Highway (NH-58) disrupting vehicular movement on this Highway. 
· Ferry services between Dibrugarh-Dhemaji have temporarily been suspended due to increased and high flow of water in river Brahmaputra.
· In Lakhimpur district, due to overflow of water in river Brahmaputra and Subarnsiri, 228 villages with a population of about 2,77,997 in Lakhimpur district are reported to have been affected. About 82 houses were also damaged.
· In Barpeta district due to overflow of river Brahmaputra 19 villages are reported to have been affected.
· River Jiabharali at Sonitpur and Beki at Barpeta are flowing in high flood situations with a rising & falling trend respectively. 
· The State administration is reported to be constantly monitoring the situation at both the places. Concerned district administrations have been given instructions for taking suitable appropriate measures.
MIZORAM

· Heavy to moderate rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours. 
· No human death has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.
· Several landslides have occurred in the State thereby disrupting the road communications at different locations.  
· A few houses have been damaged.  People from the affected areas continue to stay in safer places.

KERALA

· Moderate to heavy rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.  
· 05 human deaths (Mallapuram -03, Ernakulam & Kottayam – 01 each)  have been reported in the  State during last 24 hours.
· In Alappuzha district, 59 Relief camps continue to run in the district where about 17,665 people have been accommodated. 
· In Thrissur district, 58 Relief camps are opened in the district where about 3,381 people have been accommodated.

· In all, 167 relief camps continue to run in the State where 25,946 people are accommodated.
· 05 teams of NDRF (Alleppey, Mallapuram, Kozikode, Idukki & Wayanad) continue to be deployed in the State for rescue and relief work, according to the State Government.
BIHAR

· Heavy to Very heavy rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours. 

· No human death has been reported in the State during the last 24 hours.

· Due to recent spell of heavy rainfall in state, 09 districts (East Champaran, West Champaran, Sitamarhi, Muzaffarpur, Darbhanga, Saharsha, Patna, Supaul and Bhagalpur) are reported to have been affected.
· The Muzaffarpur-Sitamarhi National Highway (NH-77) continues to be submerged under water over a stretch of about 500 mtrs in Sitamarhi district. 

· River Basua at Supaul is flowing in high flood situation with a rising trend.

· In Patna district, a crack has reportedly been developed in a low capacity dam in Pun Pun block due to overflow of water level in river Pun Pun.  21 villages with a population of about 3,000 are continued to be affected.

· Sufficient number of boats were pressed into service for rescue and relief work.

DEPLOYMENT OF NATIONAL DISASTER RESPONSE FORCE (NDRF) ON 27TH JULY, 2007

· In Assam – 02 teams (Mangaldoi and Guwahati) have been deployed in the State for rescue and relief operations in view of rising of water level in the river Jiabharali at Sonitpur.  

· In Kerala – 06 teams (Kozhikode, Alappuzha, Idukki, Wayanad, Kannur & Malappuram) have been deployed in the State for rescue and relief operations.
