SUMMARY OF IMPORTANT EVENTS AS ON 30.07.2007

	RAINFALL SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY

UTTAR PRADESH

· Heavy to Very heavy rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours. 

· 13 human deaths have been reported in the State during last 24 hours.
· 04 PAC Companies  (Bahraich -02 and Sravasti and Maharajgang-01 each) have been deployed in the State for rescue and relief work.
· Due to heavy rainfall in eastern Uttar Pradesh, river Ghaghra, Rapti, Gandak, Saryu and Sarda are reported to be in spate. 

· 788 villages in 05 districts (Sravasti, Bahraich, Maharajganj, Barabanki and Basti)   are reported to have been affected in the state.

BIHAR

· Heavy to very Heavy rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours. 

· 02 human deaths (Sitamarhi -01 and East Champaran -01) have been reported in the State during the last 24 hours.

· Due to heavy rainfall in Nepal and in  Bihar, river Bagmati, Budhi Gandak, Gandak and Koshi are reported to be in spate. 

· 1615 villages in 12 districts (East Champaran, West Champaran, Sitamarhi, Muzaffarpur, Darbhanga, Saharsha, Patna, Supaul, Katihar, Madhubani, Samastipur  and Bhagalpur) with a population of about 4100000 people are reported to have been affected in the state.

· The Muzaffarpur-Sitamarhi National Highway (NH-77) continues to be submerged under water over a stretch of about 500 mtrs in Sitamarhi district. 

ASSAM

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours. 
· 12 human deaths (Goalpara -04, Kamrup -03, Golaghat – 02, Sonitpur, Morigaon, Dhubri -01 each) have been reported in the State during last 24 hours.
· 182 Relief camps and 144 temporary relief shelters have been opened in the State. About 25000 people are accommodated in Relief camps. 
· A timber road bridge on NH52 in Dhemaji district washed away by the recent flood water. Road communication of Dhemaji with the rest of the Country is still cut off. 
WEST BENGAL

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in north Bengal during last 24 hours.  

· 02 human deaths (Jalpaiguri and CoochBehar- 01 each) have been reported in the State during last 24 hours.
· 31 Relief Camps in 02 districts (Jalpaiguri & Cooch Behar) have been opened in the State. About 37,000 people are accommodated in Relief camps.

· Due to heavy rainfall in north Bengal, river Torsha, Tista, Jaldhaka and Mahananda  are reported to be in spate.
ARUNACHAL PRADESH

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in some parts of State during last 24 hours.  

· 08 districts are reported to have been adversely affected by flood in the state.

· Road communication between Teju to Tinsukia  has also been cut off.  Border Road Task Force (BRTF) has been deployed to restore the road communication. 
· ITBP Bn at Tezu has been kept in stand-by for relief and rescue operation in Lohit district.
· Several other landslides have also occurred in the State disrupting the road communications at different locations.  
KERALA

· Not significant rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.  
· No human death has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.
· In Alappuzha district, 39 Relief camps continue to run in the district where about 9917 people have been accommodated. 
· In Thrissur district, 33 Relief camps are opened in the district where about 1750  people have been accommodated.

· In all, 106 relief camps continue to run in the State where 14850 people are accommodated.
· 05 teams of NDRF (Kozhikode, Alappuzha, Idukki, Wayanad, & Malappuram) continue to be deployed in the State for rescue and relief work, according to the State Government.
Loss of Human lives

· As per provisional information received from the affected States, 29 human deaths (Uttar Pradesh -13, Assam -12, Bihar and West Bengal-02 each) have been reported during the last 24 hrs. The cumulative number of people who lost their lives during the South West Monsoon so far is 1091.
IMD 

· The axis of the monsoon trough passes through Ganganagar, Karnal, Hardoi, Gorakhpur, Darbhanga, Dhubri and thence eastwards to Arunachal Pradesh. The numerical weather prediction models indicate southward shift of the monsoon trough from 2nd August onwards and likely formation of a low pressure area over northwest & adjoining west-central Bay of Bengal around 4th August. Subsequently, southwest monsoon is likely to revive over central & adjoining peninsular India.
· The current meteorological analysis suggests, widespread rainfall activity with isolated heavy to very heavy falls over Gangetic plains & northeastern states during next 3 days and decrease thereafter.

· Under the influence of the off-shore trough, fairly widespread rainfall activity with scattered heavy to very heavy fall is likely along the west coast during next 3-4 days. Fairly widespread rainfall activity is also likely over extreme south peninsula during next 2-3 days.
Central Water Commission(CWC)

There are 05 High, 32 Moderate and 15 Low flood situation sites. 




INDIA METEOROLOGICAL DEPARTMENT

Warning (for next 24 hours)

· Scattered heavy to very heavy rainfall is likely over Konkan & Goa and Coastal Karnataka.

· Isolated heavy to very heavy rainfall is likely over northeastern States, Sub-Himalayan West Bengal & Sikkim, Bihar, Uttar Pradesh, Uttarakhand, Gujarat Region, Kerala, South Coastal Andhra Pradesh, North Coastal Tamilnadu and Andaman & Nicobar Islands.

· River Bagmati at Benibad is flowing at 49.85m with a rising trend against the danger level of 48.68m, and the previous highest flood level (HFL) of 50.01m of 12.07.2004.

· River Ghaghra at Elgin Bridge is flowing at 107.02m with a rising trend against the danger level of 106.07m, and the previous highest flood level (HFL) of 107.18m of 14.09.1983.

· River Rapti at Balrampur is flowing at 104.93m with a rising trend against the danger level of 104.62m, and the previous highest flood level (HFL) of 105.25m of 11.09.2000.

· Due to heavy rainfall in eastern Uttar Pradesh, river Ghaghra, Rapti, Gandak, Saryu and Sarda are reported to be in spate. 

· 788 villages in 05 districts (Sravasti, Bahraich, Maharajganj, Barabanki and Basti)   are reported to have been affected in the state.

· 488 country boats are plying in affected villages for rescue and relief operations.

BIHAR

· Heavy to very Heavy rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours. 

· 02 human deaths (Sitamarhi -01 and East Champaran -01) have been reported in the State during the last 24 hours.

· Due to heavy rainfall in Nepal and in  Bihar, river Bagmati, Budhi Gandak, Gandak, and Koshi are reported to be in spate. 

· Due to heavy rainfall, 02 breaches have been reported in the embankment of river Bagmati at Tilaktajpur and Ramni in Sitamarhi district, due to which  17 Panchayats are reported to have been affected in the district.
· 1615 villages in 12 districts (East Champaran, West Champaran, Sitamarhi, Muzaffarpur, Darbhanga, Saharsha, Patna, Supaul, Katihar, Madhubani, Samastipur  and Bhagalpur) with a population of about 4100000 people are reported to have been affected in the state.

· 1189 country boats are deployed in affected villages for rescue and relief operations.

· The Muzaffarpur-Sitamarhi National Highway (NH-77) continues to be submerged under water over a stretch of about 500 mtrs in Sitamarhi district. 

ASSAM
