SUMMARY OF IMPORTANT EVENTS AS ON 06.09.2007

	RAINFALL SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY (during last 24 hours)
ASSAM

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall with isolated extremely heavy falls has been reported in some parts of the State.

· Due to rise in the water level of some major rivers in the State coupled with heavy rainfall, several villages in low lying areas are reported to have been submerged under water in Golaghat, Shivsagar, Cachar, Karimganj and Hailkandi districts.  Cachar district is reported to have been affected severely.

· About 1,72,892 population in 237 villages are reported to have been affected in Cachar district. 

· 6412 villages in 26 districts with population of 70.15 lakh are reported to have been affected so far.

· 49 Relief Camps continue to run in the State in which 10,770 people have been accommodated. 
UTTARAKHAND

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall with isolated extremely heavy fall has been reported in some parts of the State.

· A heavy landslide is reported to have occurred in village Baram/Syaldhar/Maitli in Pithoragarh, 40 km ahead of Tehsil Dharchula near G.I.C.  About 03 families consisting of 19 people are reported to have been buried under the debris of landslide.  14 people have died and 05 people rescued safely with multiple injuries. The dead bodies of 08 deceased have been extracted from the debris so far.

BIHAR

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State.

· 10,396 villages in 21 districts with population of 214.90 lakh are reported to have been affected so far.

· 573 medical teams continue to be deployed in the affected districts of the State.
· 1348 Relief Camps continue to run in the State in which about 9,98,4573 people have been accommodated.  
GUJARAT

· Light to moderate rainfall with scattered heavy falls has been reported in a few parts of the State.

· 937 villages in 29 districts with population of about 14.87 lakh are reported to have been affected in the state.

· 140 Medical Teams consisting of 95 Medical Officers and 371 Para Medical Staff continue to be deployed in the affected districts of the State. 

WEST BENGAL

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall with isolated extremely heavy falls have been reported in the State 
· A heavy landslide is reported to have occurred on National Highway (NH-55) near village Lebong in Darjeeling connecting Siliguri-Darjeeling.  A vehicle carrying 04 school children was partially buried under the debris but the local public has managed to rescue all 04 children safely including driver of vehicle. However, 01 person was buried under the debris who later succumbed to his injuries.

· 17 Relief camps still continue to run in the State in which about 850 persons have been accommodated. 
· 76 Medical camps continue to be set up in the affected districts.
Loss of Human lives

· As per provisional information received from the affected States, 42 human deaths have been reported during the last 24 hrs. The cumulative number of people who lost their lives during the South West Monsoon so far is 2483.     
IMD

· In association with a westerly trough, fairly widespread rainfall is likely over northwest India with possibility of isolated heavy falls over western Himalayan region during next 2-3 days.
· Yesterday’s upper air cyclonic circulation over Gangetic West Bengal and neighbourhood extending upto mid-tropospheric level now lies over Jharkhand and adjoining West Bengal and Bihar. Under its influence, widespread rainfall with scattered heavy to very heavy fall is likely over Sub-Himalayan West Bengal, Sikkim, northeastern states and Bihar during next 3-4 days.  Fairly widespread rainfall with isolated heavy to very heavy falls is also likely over East Uttar Pradesh, Jharkhand, Orissa and Gangetic West Bengal during next 2-3 days.
CWC

There are 02 High Flood, 26 Moderate and 21 Low flood situation sites.


Warning (for next 24 hours)

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall is likely over a few places of Sub-Himalayan West Bengal, Sikkim, Bihar, Assam, Meghalaya and Arunachal Pradesh.
· Isolated heavy rainfall is likely over Jammu & Kashmir, Himachal Pradesh, Uttarakhand, East Uttar Pradesh, Jharkhand, Orissa, Gangetic West Bengal, Konkan, Goa, Coastal Karnataka, Kerala, Andaman & Nicobar Islands, Nagaland, Manipur, Mizoram and Tripura.
Outlook (for subsequent two days)
· Fairly widespread rainfall with isolated heavy to very heavy fall is likely over Bihar, West Bengal, Sikkim and northeastern states.

· Decrease in rainfall activity is likely over North-West and Central India.

CENTRAL WATER COMMISSION

    According to the Central Water Commission (CWC) report dated 6TH    September, 2007, there are 02 High Flood, 26 Moderate and 21 Low flood situation sites.  The details of high flood situation sites are as under:- 

Assam

· River Kushiyara at Karimganj is flowing at 15.99m with falling trend against the danger level of 14.94m and the previous highest flood level (HFL) of 16.39m of 13.05.2006.  

· River Desang at Nanglamoraghat is flowing at 96.02m with rising trend against the danger level of 94.46m and the previous highest flood level (HFL) of 96.49m of 06.09.1998.  

ASSAM

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall with isolated extremely heavy falls has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours. 
· 01 human death has been reported in Shivsagar district of the State during last 24 hours.
· Due to rise in the water level of some major rivers in the State coupled with heavy rainfall, several villages in low lying areas are reported to have been submerged under water in Golaghat, Shivsagar, Cachar, Karimganj and Hailkandi districts.  Cachar district is reported to have been affected severely.

· In Cachar district, about 1,72,892 population in 237 villages are reported to have been affected. 

· 05 villages under Sonai revenue circle are reported to have been severely affected. People of these villages have been shifted in a school building in highland areas where they are being provided relief materials.  
· 51 relief camps have been opened in the district in which about 6,000 people are accommodated. 

· 1 PWD road connecting several villages under Kotighora revenue circle are reported to have been damaged.  

· 06 relief camps have also been opened in Hailkandi district in which about 600 people are accommodated.

· A number of boats have been pressed into service in the affected districts for rescue and relief operations.

· 6412 villages in 26 districts with population of 70.15 lakh are reported to have been affected so far in the state.

· In all, about 49 Relief Camps continue to run in the State in which 10,770 people have been accommodated. 
UTTARAKHAND

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall with isolated extremely heavy fall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours. Some of the rainfall figures are (in cm): Dehradun-9.0 and Pantnagar-4.5.
· 11 human deaths have been reported in Pithoragarh district of the State during last 24 hours. 

· In Pithoragarh district, a heavy landslide is reported to have occurred in village Baram/Syaldhar/Maitli, 40 km ahead of Tehsil Dharchula near G.I.C.  About 03 families consisting of 19 people are reported to have been buried under the debris of landslide.  14 people have died and 05 people rescued safely with multiple injuries. The dead bodies of 08 deceased have been extracted from the debris so far.
· Medical Team from Dharchula has rushed to the site of landslide for providing first aid to the injured persons.

· 03 houses are reported to have also collapsed.

· 37 cattle/livestock are reported to have perished

· The traffic movement to these villages has been cut off.

· In Chamoli district, traffic movement on Gangotri Marg (NH-108) which was suspended due to a landslide near Bhukhi and Thirang has since been restored.
· Similarly, traffic movement on Gangotri Marg (NH-58) which was suspended due to a landslide near Tangadi between Pipalkoti & Joshimuth has also since been restored.  The Gangotri Dham Yatra has been resumed.

ORISSA

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall with extremely heavy falls has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours. Some of the rainfall figures are (in cm): Jenapur-16.00, Jharsuguda-12.00, Sukinda-11.00 and Bhuvaneshwar-9.00.
· No human death has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.
BIHAR

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours.

· 13 human deaths (Madhubani-12 and Katihar-1) have been reported in the State during last 24 hours. 

· 10,396 villages in 21 districts (235 blocks & 2871 Panchayats) with population of 214.90 lakh are reported to have been affected in the state.

· 573 medical teams continue to be deployed in the affected districts of the State for providing medical care.
· 1348 Relief Camps continue to run in the State in which about 9,98,4573 people have been accommodated.  
· 7101 boats continue to be deployed in the affected areas of the State for rescue and relief operations.
· 380 cattle camps continue to run in the affected districts of the State.

GUJARAT

· Light to moderate rainfall with scattered heavy falls has been reported in a few parts of the State during last 24 hours. Out of 225 talukas, rainfall has been recorded in 142 Talukas of the State. 

· 08 human deaths (Amreli & Bhavnagar-02 each, Rajkot, Panchmahal, Surat & Pattan – 01 each) have been reported in the State during last 24 hours. 

· 937 villages in 29 districts with population of about 14.87 lakh are reported to have been affected in the state.

· 140 Medical Teams consisting of 95 Medical Officers and 371 Para Medical Staff continue to be deployed in the affected districts of the State for providing medical care. 

WEST BENGAL

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall with isolated extremely heavy falls have been reported in the State during last 24 hours. Some of the rainfall figures are (in cm): Darjeeling-13.0 and Coochbihar-4.0.
· No human death has been reported in the State during last 24 hrs.
· In Darjeeling district, a heavy landslide is reported to have occurred on National Highway (NH-55) near village Lebong connecting road links to Siliguri-Darjeeling.  A vehicle carrying 04 school children was partially buried under the debris but the local public has managed to rescue all 04 children safely including driver of vehicle. However, 01 person was buried under the debris who later succumbed to his injuries.

· 06 houses are reported to have collapsed.

· Army has been deployed in the district for assisting the local administration in debris removal work
· Traffic movement from Darjeeling to Siliguri and other places in the district via this route has been cut off.
· 17 Relief camps still continue to run in the State in which about 850 persons have been accommodated. 
· 246 Cattle camps continue to run in the State in which about 207816 cattle have been accommodated. 
· 76 Medical camps continue to be set up in the affected districts for providing medical care.
