SUMMARY OF IMPORTANT EVENTS AS ON 11.09.2007

	RAINFALL SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY (during last 24 hours)

ADVISORIES  ISSUED

· In view of unprecedented flood situation sites of river Katakhal and Kushiyara, the Ministry of Home Affairs has issued advisories to the state government of Assam for taking appropriate precautionary measures and to keep MHA informed.

ASSAM

· Light to Moderate rainfall with isolated heavy showers has been reported in some parts of the State. 
· Widespread heavy rainfall lashed during last week has resulted in an alarming rise of water levels in all major rivers, including Brahmaputra, causing the third wave of flood in the State. 
· River Brahmaputra is continuously flowing above its danger level in Dibrugarh, Neamatighat, Tezpur and Dhubri inundating low lying areas forcing people in lower and upper Assam to vacate their houses and move to higher grounds for shelter. 

· The situation in Barak Valley has worsened further with the rivers Katakhal and Kushiyara crossing their previous records of high flood levels.  

· In Karimganj district, about 85,000 population in 172 villages are reported to have been affected.  
· In Barpeta district, about 12.00 lakh population in 800 villages are reported to have been affected.  As no fresh rainfall has been reported in the district, the water has started receding from the affected areas.

· In Hailakandi, about 2,11,900 people in 74 villages are reported to have been affected.  

· The railway communication between Tezpur -Murkokseleng continues to be suspended. 

· About 1112 PWD roads and 605 semi permanent timber bridges are reported to have been damaged/washed away.

· 7943 villages in 26 districts with population of 84.52 lakh are reported to have been affected so far.

· About 496 Relief Camps & 217 relief centres have been opened in the State in which about 3,00,000 people are accommodated. 
· About 200 boats have been pressed into service in the affected districts. 
· Army and NDRF have been pressed into service for rescue and relief operations.
BIHAR

· Light to Moderate rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State.

· 10,541 villages in 21 districts (235 blocks & 2909 Panchayats) with population of 219.52 lakh are reported to have been affected.

· 588 medical teams continue to be deployed in the affected districts.
· 1659 Relief Camps continue to run in the State in which about 9,99,983 people have been accommodated.  
· 7118 boats continue to be deployed in the affected areas of the State.
· 947 cattle camps continue to run in the affected districts 
WEST BENGAL

· Moderate to heavy rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State. 
· 119 Relief camps still continue to run in the State in which about 4850 persons have been accommodated.  38 kitchens have also been set up in the affected districts.
· 164 Cattle camps continue to run in the State in which about 207816 cattle have been accommodated. 
Loss of Human lives

· As per provisional information received from the affected States, 35 human deaths have been reported during the last 24 hrs. The cumulative number of people who have lost their lives during the South West Monsoon so far is 2577.     
IMD

· Yesterday’s cyclonic circulation over extreme south peninsula persists and extending upto 3.1 km above sea level. Under its influence, widespread rainfall is likely over Tamil Nadu, Kerala, South and Lakshadweep during next 1-2 days.
· Rainfall activity is likely to remain subdued over many parts of the country except northeastern states, West Bengal and Sikkim where fairly widespread rainfall with isolated heavy fall is likely to occur during next 3-4 days.
· The axis of monsoon trough at sea level continues to run close to the foothills of the Himalayas.

CWC

There are 02 unprecedented, 05 High Flood, 31 Moderate and 20 Low flood situation sites.


Warning (for next 24 hours)

· Isolated heavy rainfall is likely over northeastern States, West Bengal, Sikkim, Kerala and Lakshadweep.

Outlook (for subsequent two days)
· Scattered to fairly widespread rainfall is likely over northeast and adjoining East India.

CENTRAL WATER COMMISSION

    According to the Central Water Commission (CWC) report dated 11TH    September, 2007, there are 02 unprecedented, 05 High Flood, 31 Moderate and 20 Low flood situation sites.  

The details of Unprecedented flood situation sites are as under:-

Assam 

· River Katakhal at Matizuri is flowing at 22.67m with steady trend against the danger level of 20.27m and the previous highest flood level (HFL) of 22.63m on 25.06.2004.  

· River Kushiyara at Karimganj is flowing at 16.51m with rising trend against the danger level of 14.94m and the previous highest flood level (HFL) of 16.39m on 13.06.2006.

ASSAM

· Light to Moderate rainfall with isolated heavy showers has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours. 
· 13 human deaths (Shivsagar-06, Naugaon & Dhubri-03 each and Gwalpada-01) have been reported in the State during last 24 hours. 
· Widespread heavy rainfall lashed during last week has resulted in an alarming rise of water leves in all major rivers, including Brahmaputra, causing the third wave of flood in the State. 
· River Brahmaputra is continuously flowing above its danger level in Dibrugarh, Neamatighat, Tezpur and Dhubri inundating low lying areas forcing people living in low-lying areas in lower and upper Assam to vacate their houses and move to higher grounds for shelter. 

· Large areas of human habitation and farmlands have been inundated mostly in lower Assam particularly in the districts of Nalbari, Barpeta, Dhubri, Goalpara and Bongaigaon. 
· The situation in Barak Valley has worsened further with the rivers Katakhal and Kushiyara crossing their previous records of high flood levels.  An advisory has also been issued to the State Government for taking appropriate measures in this regard.
· In Karbi Anglong district: the incessant rains for the last couple of days have inundated several areas under Howrahghat and Baithalangso.

· Due to rise of water level in river Borapani, a flash flood has occurred in which about 35 villages with a population of around 3,000 has been affected.
· The marooned people have been shifted to safer places.

· The traffic movement on Kamrup – Baithalanso road, which was damaged at many places due to heavy rainfall, is still suspended.

· In Karimganj district, about 85,000 population in 172 villages are reported to have been affected.  

· 18 relief camps have been opened in the district in which about 50,000 people are accommodated.

· National Highway-44 at Patarkanthi Revenue Circle continues to be submerged under water.  The vehicular movement on this Highway has been suspended.
· The crop fields in the district continue to be submerged under water. 
· The Karimganj district administration last night flashed a red alert in the district headquarters town after the Kushiyara breached its embankments at various places and flooded many commercial and residential buildings.  The district administration has also ordered the closure of schools in the town for three days. The Assam Central University has also suspended classes on its Dargakona campus for three days. 

· In Barpeta district, about 12.00 lakh population in 800 villages are reported to have been affected.  

· Due to fresh wave of heavy rainfall in the district and overflow of some major rivers, National Highway-31 from Bhawanipur to Pathsala connecting road links from Bogaingoan to Gwalpada, Guwahaty is reported to have been submerged under water and has been damaged at several places. Erosion alongside this highway has also been reported.  Traffic movement on this highway has been suspended and diverted via Bogaingaon-Gwalpada-Guwahaty route.  
· Similarly, the National Highway-44 at Patarkanthi Revenue Circle continues to be submerged under water.  The vehicular movement on this Highway has also been suspended.
· 130 relief camps have been opened in the district in which about 2.00 lakh people are accommodated.

· 03 State rescue teams with 120 boats have been pressed into service for rescue and relief operations. 

· The crop fields in the district continue to be submerged under water. 
· The Manas National Park, a national heritage site, is reported to be under knee-deep water, forcing animals including the endangered one-horned rhino and Royal Bengal tigers to flee to safer places. 
· About 500 villages in the district are inundated. 

· In Hailakandi, about 2,11,900 people in 74 villages are reported to have been affected.  

· 72 relief camps have been established in the district in which about 50,000 people are accommodated.

· 217 relief centres have also been established in the highland areas of the district for distribution of flood relief. 

· 03 State PWD roads are reported to have been badly damaged apart from other Panchayat roads. 

· 80 boats have also been pressed into service for rescue and relief operations.

· About 03 breaches in the river embankments at various places in the district have been reported due to which the low lying areas are inundated.

· Brahmaputra river has breached about 200 mtrs of a crucial embankment at Matmara in Lakhimpur district, flooding the entire district as well as Majuli Island in Jorhat district

· In Lakhimpur district, speed boats are being used to ferry the people as the county boats could not be used due to high intensity of river Brahmaputra.

· Large tracts of standing crops have been damaged in above districts.

· The railway communication between Tezpur -Murkokseleng continues to be suspended. 

· About 1112 PWD roads and 605 semi permanent timber bridges are reported to have been damaged/washed away in the State.

· 7943 villages in 26 districts with population of 84.52 lakh are reported to have been affected so far in the state.

· In all, about 496 Relief Camps & 217 relief centres have been opened in the State in which about 3,00,000 people are accommodated. 
· In all, about 200 boats have been pressed into service in the affected districts for rescue and relief operations. 
· Army and NDRF have been deployed in the districts of the State for rescue and relief operations.
BIHAR

· Light to Moderate rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours.

· Due to fresh spell of heavy rainfall, some major rivers in the State are in spate.

· No human death has been reported in the State during last 24 hours. 

· 10,541 villages in 21 districts (235 blocks & 2909 Panchayats) with population of 219.52 lakh are reported to have been affected in the state.

· 588 medical teams continue to be deployed in the affected districts of the State for providing medical care.
· 1659 Relief Camps continue to run in the State in which about 9,99,983 people have been accommodated.  
· 7118 boats continue to be deployed in the affected areas of the State for rescue and relief operations.
· 947 cattle camps continue to run in the affected districts of the State.

WEST BENGAL

· Moderate to heavy rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours. 
· 09 human deaths (Paschim Medinipur-06 & Murshidabad-03) have been reported in the State during last 24 hrs.
· In Darjeeling, due to landslides, about 12,000 people are reported to have been severely affected.
· The traffic movement on National Highway-55 which was closed earlier due to a landslide near Kalimpong and Gorubathan has since been restored.

· About 1150 houses (404-fully & 746-partially) have been damaged.

· The traffic movement on National Highway (NH-31A) connecting road links to Darjeeling-Sikkim continues to be suspended. 

· The situation in Cooch Bihar, Jalpaiguri and other flood hit districts is reported to be improving gradually.

· 119 Relief camps still continue to run in the State in which about 4850 persons have been accommodated.  38 kitchens have also been set up in the affected districts for providing food to the affected people. 
· 164 Cattle camps continue to run in the State in which about 207816 cattle have been accommodated. 
DEPLOYMENT OF NATIONAL DISASTER RESPONSE FORCE (NDRF) ON 11TH SEPTEMBER, 2007

· In Assam – 01 team consisting of 40 personnel have been deployed in Kamrup district for rescue and relief operations.  

LOGISTIC SUPPORT PROVIDED BY THE MINISTRY OF DEFENCE ON 11TH    SEPTEMBER, 2007

Army

· In Assam, two Army columns along with two Engineer Task Force teams earlier deployed in Sonitpur district have been derequisitioned.  
· The State has requisitioned for one more army column and Engineer Task force for Lakhimpur district.
· Presently, six army columns and six engineer task force teams have been deployed for rescue and relief operations in Dhubri, Hailakandi, Silchar and Lakhimpur districts. 
RAINFALL SITUATION IN THE REST OF COUNTRY DURING LAST 24 HRS

· The rainfall activity in the rest of the States/UTs is reported to be insignificant during the last 24 hours.

· Details of the extent of damage and rescue and relief work are appended in Annexure-I & Annexure-II separately.
