	RAINFALL SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY (during last 24 hours)

ASSAM

· Light to Moderate rainfall with isolated heavy showers has been reported in some parts of the State. 
· Widespread heavy rainfall lashed during last week has resulted in an alarming rise of water levels in all major rivers, including Brahmaputra, causing the third wave of flood in the State. 

· River Brahmaputra is continuously flowing above its danger level in Dibrugarh, Neamatighat, Tezpur and Dhubri inundating low lying areas forcing people living in low-lying areas in lower and upper Assam to vacate their houses and move to higher grounds for shelter. 

· Large areas of human habitation and farmlands have been inundated mostly in lower Assam particularly in the districts of Nalbari, Barpeta, Dhubri, Goalpara, Hailakandi and Bongaigaon. 

· In Dibrugarh district, about 28,000 population in 68 villages are reported to have been affected.

· In Nagaon district, about 1,97,998 population in 138 villages are reported to have been affected.

· In Baksa district, about 1,57,979 population in 175 villages are reported to have been affected.

· In Kamrup district, about 87.361 population in 115 villages are reported to have been affected.

· In Goalpara district, flood water of river Brahmaputra is flowing above its danger level.

· In Lakhimpur district, about 1,61,182 population in 183 villages are reported to have been affected.  

· In Karbi Anglong district: about 16,296 people in 59 villages are reported to have been affected.

· In Karimganj district, about 1,72,980 population in 344 villages are reported to have been affected.  

· In Barpeta district, about 12.00 lakh population in 800 villages are reported to have been affected.  

· In Hailakandi, about 2,11,900 people in 174 villages are reported to have been affected.  

· Large tracts of standing crops have been damaged in above districts.

· 8796 villages in 26 districts with population of 91.97 lakh are reported to have been affected so far in the state.

· About 751 Relief Camps & 217 relief centres have been opened in the State in which about 2,75,876 people are accommodated. 
· About 200 boats have been pressed into service in the affected districts for rescue and relief operations. 
· Army and NDRF have been deployed in the districts of the State for rescue and relief operations.
BIHAR

· Light to Moderate rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State.

· 10,549 villages in 21 districts with population of 220.04 lakh are reported to have been affected.

· 588 medical teams continue to be deployed in the affected districts of the State.
· 1659 Relief Camps continue to run in the State in which about 9,99,983 people have been accommodated.  
· 7118 boats continue to be deployed in the affected areas of the State for rescue and relief operations.
· 947 cattle camps continue to run in the affected districts.

WEST BENGAL

· Light to moderate rainfall with isolated heavy showers has been reported in some parts of the State. 
· The traffic movement on National Highway (NH-31A) connecting road links to Darjeeling-Sikkim continues to be suspended. 

· The situation in Cooch Bihar, Jalpaiguri and other flood hit districts is reported to be improving gradually.

· 69 Relief camps still continue to run in the State in which about 4150 persons have been accommodated.  38 kitchens have also been set up in the affected districts for providing food to the affected people. 
· 164 Cattle camps continue to run in the State in which about 207816 cattle have been accommodated. 
Loss of Human lives

· As per provisional information received from the affected States, 20 human deaths have been reported during the last 24 hrs. The cumulative number of people who have lost their lives during the South West Monsoon so far is 2597.     
IMD

· Under the influence of the North-South trough, fairly widespread rainfall with isolated heavy fall is likely to occur over West Bengal, Sikkim and northeastern states during next 2-3 days.
· Scattered to fairly widespread rainfall activity is likely over Tamil Nadu, Kerala and Lakshadweep during next 1-2 days.
· Subdued rainfall activity is likely to continue over West, Central, adjoining East and plains of North-West India during next 3-4 days.

· The axis of monsoon trough at sea level continues to run close to the foothills of the Himalayas.

CWC

· There are 01 unprecedented, 03 High Flood, 30 Moderate and 18 Low flood situation sites.


Warning (for next 24 hours)

· Isolated heavy rainfall is likely over Andaman & Nicobar Islands, northeastern States, West Bengal, Sikkim, Kerala and Lakshadweep.

Outlook (for subsequent two days)
· Scattered to fairly widespread rainfall is likely over northeast and adjoining East India.

CENTRAL WATER COMMISSION

    According to the Central Water Commission (CWC) report dated 12TH    September, 2007, there are 01 unprecedented, 03 High Flood, 30 Moderate and 18 Low flood situation sites.  The details of Unprecedented flood situation site are as under:-

· In Assam, river Kushiyara at Karimganj is flowing at 16.54m with rising trend against the danger level of 14.94m and the previous highest flood level (HFL) of 16.39m on 13.06.2006.

· Speed boats are being used to ferry the people as the county boats could not be used due to high intensity of river Brahmaputra.

· Gratuitous relief distributed to the affected people.

· In Karbi Anglong district: about 16,296 people in 59 villages are reported to have been affected.

· 12 relief centres have also been established in the district.

· The traffic movement on Kamrup – Baithalanso road, which was damaged at many places due to heavy rainfall, is still suspended.

· Medical teams with medicines have also been deployed to the relief camps as well as to the flood affected areas.

· The crop fields in the district continue to be submerged under water. 

· In Barpeta district, about 12.00 lakh population in 800 villages are reported to have been affected.  

· The traffic movement on National Highway-31 between Howly and Bhowanipur continues to be closed.  
· 130 relief camps have been opened in the district in which about 2.00 lakh people are accommodated.

· 03 State rescue teams with 120 boats have been pressed into service for rescue and relief operations.
