SUMMARY OF IMPORTANT EVENTS AS ON 25.09.2007

	RAINFALL SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY (during last 24 hours)

ORISSA
· Heavy to very heavy rainfall with extremely heavy showers at some locations has been reported.

· Due to fresh spell of heavy rainfall in the State, Balasore, Bhadrak, Jajpur, Mayurbhanj and Kendrapara districts have been affected severely.
· Due to rise in the water level of rivers Subarnarekna, Burhabalang and Baitarni in Balasore and Bhadrak districts, several low lying villages are reported to have been inundated.
WEST BENGAL

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall with extremely heavy showers at some locations has been reported in the State.

· Due to fresh spell of heavy rainfall in the State, Howarah, Hoogli, Burdwan, Paschim & Poorva Medinipur, North & South 24 Pargana, Nadia and Murshidabad districts have been affected severely.
· About 3,16,170 people in 7901 villages are reported to have been affected severely due to fresh spell of heavy rains. 

· 95 relief camps have been opened in above affected districts in which about 6730 people are accommodated.

· 80671 houses are reported to have been damaged

· Due to submergence of rail track at a few locations in Kolkata and other districts, the rail communication has been temporarily disrupted. 

· The low lying villages in above districts have been inundated forcing people to vacate their houses.

· Water logging has been reported in Kolkata leading to traffic jams at several hours.

KARNATAKA

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in coastal districts. 
· 204 villages continue to be affected due to fresh spell of heavy rainfall in the State.
· 47382 houses are reported to have been damaged.

56,691 people continue to stay in 114 relief centres.  
ASSAM

· Light to very light rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State. 
· The situation in Cachar and Karimganj and other severely affected districts is improving gradually and returning to normal.  

· 1293 villages in 26 districts with population of 108.67 lakh are reported to have been affected so far.

· About 658 Relief Camps continue to run in the State in which about 3,80,070 people are accommodated. 
· 2675 boats continue to be deployed in the affected districts of the State.
BIHAR

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State.

· 10,843 villages in 22 districts with population of 226.37 lakh are reported to have been affected in the state.

· Due to fresh spell of heavy rainfall, water logging in several areas in Patna has been reported due to which rail and road communications are disrupted.

· 609 medical teams continue to be deployed in the affected districts of the State.
· 1672 Relief Camps continue to run in the State in which about 10,05,637 people have been accommodated.  
LOSS OF HUMAN LIVES

· As per provisional information received from the affected States, 24 human deaths have been reported during the last 24 hrs. The cumulative number of people who have lost their lives during the South West Monsoon so far is 3044.     
IMD 

· The depression over north Chhattisgarh weakened into a well marked low pressure area yesterday evening.  The well marked low pressure area now lies over East Uttar Pradesh and neighbourhood.  Under its influence, widespread rainfall with scattered heavy to very heavy fall is likely over Bihar and East Uttar Pradesh and fairly widespread rainfall with isolated heavy to very heavy fall is also likely over West Bengal, Sikkim, West Uttar Pradesh and Uttarakhand during 48 hours.  
· The well marked low pressure area over northeast Arabian Sea off Saurashtra coast persists over the same region as a low pressure area.  Under the influence of this system and an offshore trough, fairly widespread rainfall with isolated heavy to very heavy fall is likely along the west coast during next 48 hours.
CWC

· There are 06 Moderate and 13 Low flood situation sites. There is no unprecedented or high flood situation site.


Warning (for next 24 hours)

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall is likely at a few places over East Uttar Pradesh and Bihar.

· Isolated heavy to very heavy fall is also likely over West Bengal, Sikkim, West Uttar Pradesh, Uttarakhand, Konkan, Goa, Saurashtra, South Gujarat region, Coastal Karnataka, Kerala and Lakshadweep.
Outlook (for subsequent two days)

· Scattered to Fairly widespread rainfall is likely over northeastern states and adjoining east India.
· Decrease in rainfall activity over northwest & central India.
CENTRAL WATER COMMISSION

    According to the Central Water Commission (CWC) report dated 25TH September, 2007, there are 06 Moderate and 13 Low flood situation sites.  There is no unprecedented or high flood situation site.
ORISSA
· Heavy to very heavy rainfall with extremely heavy showers at some locations has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.  Some of the rainfall figures are (in cm):  Champua – 7.0, Tiring & Jhumpura – 6.0 each, Laikera – 5.0, Deogarh, Reamal & Panposh – 4.0 each.
· No human death has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.

· Due to fresh spell of heavy rainfall in the State, Balasore, Bhadrak, Jajpur, Mayurbhanj and Kendrapara districts have been affected severely.
· Due to rise in the water level of rivers Subarnarekna, Burhabalang and Baitarni in Balasore and Bhadrak districts, several low lying villages are reported to have been inundated.
WEST BENGAL

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall with extremely heavy showers at some locations has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.  Some of the rainfall figures are (in cm):  Nadia-17.6, Birbhum-14.8, Hoogly-14.6, Murshidabad-11.4, Burdwan-10.5, Poorva Medinipur-9.9. Bankura-8.8, 
· 11 human deaths (South 24 Parganas-05, Poorva Medinipur & Birbhum-03 each, Burdwan & Kolkata-01 each) has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.

· 05 cattle have also been perished.

· Due to fresh spell of heavy rainfall in the State, Howarah, Hoogli, Burdwan, Paschim & Poorva Medinipur, North & South 24 Pargana, Nadia and Murshidabad districts have been affected severely.
· About 3,16,170 people in 7901 villages are reported to have been affected severely due to fresh spell of heavy rains. 

· About 95 relief camps have been opened in above affected districts in which about 6730 people are accommodated.

· About 80671 houses (17413 Fully, 63258 partially) are reported to have been damaged

· Due to submergence of rail track at a few locations in Kolkata and other districts, the rail communication has been temporarily disrupted. 

· The low lying villages in above districts have been inundated forcing people to vacate their houses.

· Water logging has been reported in Kolkata leading to traffic jams at several hours.
· Several crops areas have also been submerged under water.
KARNATAKA

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in coastal districts of the State during last 24 hours. Some of the rainfall figures are (in cm):  Udupi – 15.0, Dakshin Kannada-7.5 and Uttar kannada-5.0 
· 07 human deaths have been reported in the State during last 24 hours. 

· 204 villages continue to be affected due to fresh spell of heavy rainfall in the State.
· 47382 houses are reported to have been damaged.

· Water has started receding from the affected areas and situation is returning to normal slowly.

· 2675 boats continue to be deployed in the affected districts of the State for rescue and relief operations.

BIHAR

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours.

· 05 human deaths (Muzaffarpur-03, Bhagalpur & Khagria-01 each) have been reported in the State during last 24 hours.

· 10,843 villages in 22 districts (244 blocks & 3011 Panchayats) with population of 226.37 lakh are reported to have been affected in the state.

· Due to fresh spell of heavy rainfall, water logging in several areas in Patna has been reported due to which rail and road communications are disrupted.

· 609 medical teams continue to be deployed in the affected districts of the State for providing medical care.
· 1672 Relief Camps continue to run in the State in which about 10,05,637 people have been accommodated.  
· 7277 boats continue to be deployed in the affected areas of the State for rescue and relief operations.
· 1009 cattle camps continue to run in the affected districts of the State.

Army

· In Assam, four Army columns along with four Engineer Task Force teams continue to be deployed for rescue and relief operations in Hailakandi and Silchar. 

RAINFALL SITUATION IN THE REST OF COUNTRY DURING LAST 24 HRS

· Moderate to heavy rainfall with isolated heavy fall has been reported in a few parts of Gangetic West Bengal, Jharkhand, Chhattisgarh and Coastal Kerala, Goa, Maharashtra and Gujarat during the last 24 hours.
· The rainfall activity in the rest of the States/UTs is reported to be insignificant during the last 24 hours.
