SUMMARY OF IMPORTANT EVENTS AS ON 26.09.2007

	RAINFALL SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY (during last 24 hours)

WEST BENGAL

· Moderate to heavy rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State.  
· Due to fresh spell of heavy rainfall in the State, Howarah, Hoogli, Burdwan, Paschim & Poorva Medinipur, North & South 24 Pargana, Nadia and Murshidabad districts have been affected severely.
· 44,22,846 people in 9198 villages are reported to have been affected severely. 

· 545 relief camps have been opened in the affected districts in which about 132462 people are accommodated.

· 1,93,793 houses have been damaged.

· 250 boats have been pressed into service.

GUJARAT

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State.
· Due to heavy rainfall in Bhavnagar, a flash flood is reported to have occurred in Sapra village under Mahuva tehsil as a result a large part of the village has been submerged under water.  About 1500 people have been shifted to safer places.
· A private Qualis vehicle carrying about 08 people, while returning from Palitan to Ahmedabad, has been washed away with the high flow of stream between Chaughat and Chamaradi in Bhavnagar district.  Out of 8 people, 02 have been rescued safely, 05 are still missing and dead body of 01 person has been recovered.  Airforce helicopter has also been pressed into service for rescue operations. 
JHARKHAND

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours. Some of the rainfall figures are (in cm):  Dhanbad – 10.1, Ranchi-7.0, Saraikela – 5.5 and Lohardagga – 4.7 

ORISSA
· Moderate to heavy rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State.  
· Due to fresh spell of heavy rainfall in the State, Balasore, Bhadrak, Cuttack, Mayurbhanj, Kendrapara and Sambalpur districts have been affected severely.
· About 18.75 lakh people in 3577 villages are reported to have been affected severely. 

· 136 boats have been pressed into service.

KARNATAKA

· Moderate to heavy rainfall has been reported in coastal districts of the State.
· 204 villages continue to be affected due to fresh spell of heavy rainfall in the State.
· 47382 houses are reported to have been damaged.
· 56,691 people continue to stay in 114 relief centres.  
· Due to heavy rainfall reported during last 2-3 days in Uttar Kannada district, most of the rivers/tributaries are in spate.  Around 1.5 lakh cusec of water has been released from Linganamakkai reservoir which has affected about 35 villages.
· In Dakshin Kannada district, a ship consisting of 09 crew members sunk in the sea.  Out of 09 crew members, 07 have been rescued safely by the Coast guard personnel whereas 02 are still missing.  The rescue work for missing personnel is reportedly hampered as the sea condition is very rough.
ASSAM

· Light to very light rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State. 
· The situation in Cachar and Karimganj and other severely affected districts is improving gradually and returning to normal.  

· 10245 villages in 26 districts with population of 108.67 lakh are reported to have been affected so far.

· 74 Relief Camps in Karimganj, Hailakandi, Cachar and Lakhimpur districts continue to run in which about 74,420 people are accommodated. 
· 517 mobile medical teams continue to be deployed in Brahmaputra valley for providing medical care to the affected people. 
BIHAR

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall with isolated extremely heavy falls has been reported in some parts of the State.

· 10,843 villages in 22 districts (244 blocks & 3011 Panchayats) with population of 226.37 lakh are reported to have been affected.

· 609 medical teams continue to be deployed in the affected districts of the State.
· 1672 Relief Camps continue to run in the State in which about 10,05,637 people have been accommodated.  
· 7277 boats continue to be deployed in the affected areas of the State.
LOSS OF HUMAN LIVES

· As per provisional information received from the affected States, 30 human deaths have been reported during the last 24 hrs. The cumulative number of people who have lost their lives during the South West Monsoon so far is 3074.     
IMD 

· The low pressure area over East Uttar Pradesh & neighbourhood has become less marked.  However, an upper air cyclonic circulation lies over West Uttar Pradesh & neighbourhood.  Fairly widespread rainfall with isolated heavy to very heavy fall is likely over Sub-Himalayan West Bengal, Sikkim, Bihar, Uttar Pradesh and Uttarakhand during next 48 hours and decrease thereafter.
· Scattered to fairly widespread rainfall is likely over remaining parts of east India and parts of northeastern states during next 4-5 days.
· Under the influence of the low pressure area currently lying over Gujarat region and neighbourhood, fairly widespread rainfall with isolated heavy to very heavy falls is likely over Gujarat region, Saurashtra and north Konkan during next 2-3 days.
CWC

· There are 01 High Flood, 06 Moderate and 21 Low flood situation sites.


Warning (for next 48 hours)

· Isolated heavy to very heavy rainfall is likely over Andaman & Nicobar Islands, Sub-Himalayan West Bengal, Sikkim, Bihar, Uttar Pradesh, Uttarakhand, north Konkan, Saurashtra and south Gujarat region.
Outlook (for subsequent two days)

· Scattered to fairly widespread rainfall is likely over east India and parts of northeastern states.
· An anti-cyclonic circulation is likely to develop over Rajasthan and adjoining northwest India.  It may subsequently lead to withdrawal of southwest monsoon from parts of Rajasthan and northwest India.
CENTRAL WATER COMMISSION

    According to the Central Water Commission (CWC) report dated 26TH September, 2007, there are 01 High Flood, 06 Moderate and 21 Low flood situation sites.  The details of High flood situation site are as under:-

· In West Bengal, river Mundeshwari at Hooghly is flowing at 14.33m with rising trend against the danger level of 12.80m and the previous highest flood level (HFL) of 14.58m on 29.09.1978.

· Moderate to heavy rainfall with isolated heavy fall has been reported in a few parts of Chhattisgarh, Uttar Pradesh, Uttarakhand, Himachal Pradesh and Maharashtra during the last 24 hours.
