SUMMARY OF IMPORTANT EVENTS AS ON 02.10.2007

	RAINFALL SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY (during last 24 hours)

WEST BENGAL

· Light to very light rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State.  
· 3,03,800  people continue to be accommodated  in 2059 relief camps.
· 590772 (208805 fully & 381967 partially) houses are reported to have been damaged.

ORISSA
· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State.

· 25.85 lakh people in 3111 villages are reported so far to have been affected severely.  

ASSAM

· Light to very light rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State. 
· So far, 10245 villages in 26 districts with population of 108.67 lakh are reported to have been affected in the state.

· About 35 Relief Camps in Karimganj, Hailakandi, Cachar and Lakhimpur districts continue to run in which about 52,000 people are accommodated. 
BIHAR

· Light to very light rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State. 

· So far, 10,843 villages in 22 districts (244 blocks & 3011 Panchayats) with population of 226.73 lakh are reported to have been affected in the state.

· 1672 Relief Camps continue to run in the State in which about 10,05,637 people have been accommodated.  
LOSS OF HUMAN LIVES

· As per provisional information received from the affected States, 07 human deaths have been reported during the last 24 hrs. The cumulative number of people who have lost their lives during the South West Monsoon so far is 3195.     
IMD 

· Southwest monsoon has further withdrawn from entire Jammu & Kashmir, Himachal Pradesh, Uttarakhand; remaining parts of Punjab, Haryana & Rajasthan; most parts of west Uttar Pradesh & Gujarat; some parts of East Uttar Pradesh & West Madhya Pradesh.
· Withdrawal line passes through Kheri, Kanpur, Lalitpur, Ujjain, Baroda, Porbandar, Lat 22.0ºN/Long 65.0ºE and Lat.22.0ºN/ Long 60.0ºE.
· The current meteorological analysis suggests that scattered to fairly widespread rainfall activity is likely over south peninsula and Orissa during next 2-3 days.
CWC

·  There are 10 Moderate and 22 Low flood situation sites. There is no unprecedented or high flood situation site.



Warning (for next 48 hours)

· Isolated heavy rainfall is likely over Andaman & Nicobar Islands and Coastal Andhra Pradesh.
Outlook (for subsequent two days)

· Isolated to scattered rainfall activity is likely over northeastern States, south peninsula and Orissa.
CENTRAL WATER COMMISSION

    According to the Central Water Commission (CWC) report dated 02ND October, 2007, there are 10 Moderate and 22 Low flood situation sites.  There is no unprecedented or high flood situation site.
WEST BENGAL

· Light to very light rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State.  
· 02 human deaths (Hoogly and Murshidabad – 01 each) have been reported in the State during last 24 hours.

· Howarah, Hoogli, Burdwan, Paschim & Poorva Medinipur, North & South 24 Pargana, Nadia, Bankura and Murshidabad districts have been affected severely.
·  About 108.44 lakh people in 10173 villages are reported to have been affected in the State. 

· 2059 relief camps have been opened in above affected districts in which  3,03,800 people are accommodated.

· 590772 (208805 fully & 381967 partially) houses are reported to have been damaged.

ORISSA
· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State.

· No human death has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.

· Balasore, Bhadrak, Kendrapara, Mayurbhanj, Cuttack and Jajpur districts have been affected severely. 
· About 25.85 lakh people in 3111 villages are reported to have been affected severely.  

· 136 boats have been pressed into service for rescue and relief operations.

ASSAM

· Light to very light rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours. 
· 01 human death has been reported in the State during last 24 hours. 

· The situation in Cachar and Karimganj districts is improving gradually and returning to normal.  

· In Barpeta district, traffic movement on National Highway (NH-31) continues to be disrupted due to complete damage of RCC Bridge at Hahara under Bajali Sub division.  However, traffic movement to Northeastern States ex other parts of country is diverted through Goalpara district on National Highway (NH-37).
· 10245 villages in 26 districts with population of 108.67 lakh are reported to have been affected so far in the state.

· About 35 Relief Camps in Karimganj, Hailakandi, Cachar and Lakhimpur districts continue to run in which about 52,000 people are accommodated. 
BIHAR

· Light to very light rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State. 

· 04 human deaths (Samastipur and Gopalganj -02 each) have been reported in the State during last 24 hours.

· 10,843 villages in 22 districts (244 blocks & 3011 Panchayats) with population of 226.73 lakh are reported to have been affected in the state.

· 609 medical teams continue to be deployed in the affected districts of the State for providing medical care.
· 1672 Relief Camps continue to run in the State in which about 10,05,637 people have been accommodated.  
· 7277 boats continue to be deployed in the affected areas of the State for rescue and relief operations.
· 1009 cattle camps continue to run in the affected districts of the State.

RAINFALL SITUATION IN THE REST OF COUNTRY DURING LAST 24 HRS

· The rainfall activity in the rest of the States/UTs is reported to be insignificant during the last 24 hours.
