SUMMARY OF IMPORTANT EVENTS AS ON 06.10.2007

	RAINFALL SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY (during last 24 hours)

ANDHRA PRADESH

· Fairly widespread rainfall with isolated heavy falls has been reported in some parts of the State. Some of the rainfall figures are (in cm): Kukunoor-32.0, Vararamachandrapur, Kunavaram-17.2 each, Y.Ramavaram-14.0, Velairpad-13.3, Chintur-12.7, Sabbavaram-11.3 and Vishakhapatnam urban-10.8.
· River Kovedu Vagu is continuously flowing above its danger level affecting villages situated in low lying areas in West Godavari district.
· Due to fresh spell of heavy rainfall in the State, East Godavari, West Godavari, Vishakhapatnam and Khammam districts are reported to have been affected severely. 

· Due to heavy rainfall, Yeleru project has been overflowing due to which 42,000 cusecs of water is reported to have been released which has affected low lying areas including crops in East Godavari district.
WEST BENGAL 

· No significant rainfall has been reported in the State.

· 1437 relief camps continue to run in the affected districts in which 2,73,305 people are accommodated.

ORISSA
· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State. Some of the rainfall figures are (in cm): Malkangiri-9.0, Pareakhemundi-7.0, Soroda-6.0, Pottangi & Amarkote – 5.0 each and Nabarangapur – 4.0 each.
· 43.10 lakh people in 5484 villages are reported to have been affected severely.  

BIHAR

· No significant rainfall has been reported in the State.

· 11,677 villages in 22 districts with population of 241.24 lakh are reported to have been affected so far.
LOSS OF HUMAN LIVES

· As per provisional information received from the affected States, 19 human deaths have been reported during the last 24 hrs. The cumulative number of people who have lost their lives during the South West Monsoon so far is 3296.     
IMD 

· Yesterday’s low pressure area over west central Bay of Bengal off north Andhra Pradesh coast persists and now showing signs of  weakening. However, it may cause fairly widespread rainfall over north Andhra Pradesh and coastal Orissa during next 24 hours.
· A fresh low pressure area over North Bay of Bengal is likely to form during next 48 hours.  Subsequently it is likely to cause fairly widespread rainfall with isolated heavy to very heavy falls over northeastern states, west Bengal, Sikkim and adjoining parts of east India.
CWC
·  There are 11 Moderate and 12 Low flood situation sites.  There is no unprecedented or high flood situation site.


Outlook (for subsequent two days)

· Scattered to fairly widespread rainfall activity is likely over northeastern states, west Bengal and Sikkim.
· Southwest monsoon is likely to further withdraw from remaining parts of West Uttar Pradesh, Gujarat, some more parts of Madhya Pradesh and some parts of Maharashtra.
ANDHRA PRADESH

· Fairly widespread rainfall with isolated heavy falls has been reported in some parts of the State. Some of the rainfall figures are (in cm): Kukunoor-32.0, Vararamachandrapur, Kunavaram-17.2 each, Y.Ramavaram-14.0, Velairpad-13.3, Chintur-12.7, Sabbavaram-11.3 and Vishakhapatnam urban-10.8.
· 07 human deaths (Visakhapatnam-05 & East & West Godavari-01 each) have been reported in the State during last 24 hours.
· River Kovedu Vagu is continuously flowing above its danger level affecting villages situated in low lying areas in West Godavari district.
· Due to overflow of above rivers, crop areas in low lying areas continue to have been inundated including Banana and sugarcane crop. 
· Due to fresh spell of heavy rainfall in the State, East Godavari, West Godavari, Vishakhapatnam and Khammam districts are reported to have been affected severely. 

· In Vishakhapatnam, the airport terminal is reported to have been waterlogged. However, the water is being drained out.
· Due to heavy rainfall, Yeleru project has been overflowing due to which 42,000 cusecs of water is reported to have been released which has affected low lying areas including crops in East Godavari district.
· Sufficient number of boats have been pressed into service in the above districts for rescue and relief operations. 
· 15230 food packets have also been distributed to the affected people in Vishakhapatnam district.
WEST BENGAL 
· No significant rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.  
· 02 human deaths have  been reported in the State during last 24 hours.

· 1437 relief camps continue to run in the affected districts in which 2,73,305 people are accommodated.

ORISSA
· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State. Some of the rainfall figures are (in cm): Malkangiri-9.0, Pareakhemundi-7.0, Soroda-6.0, Pottangi & Amarkote – 5.0 each and Nabarangapur – 4.0 each.
· No human death has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.
· About 43.10 lakh people in 5484 villages are reported to have been affected severely.  

· 200 relief camps continue to run in the state.

BIHAR

· No significant rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.
· 10 human deaths (Vaishali -07  & Khagaria-03) have been reported in the State during last 24 hours.

· 11,677 villages in 22 districts (249 blocks & 3340 Panchayats) with population of 241.24 lakh are reported to have been affected in the state.

RAINFALL SITUATION IN THE REST OF COUNTRY DURING LAST 24 HRS

· The rainfall activity in the rest of the States/UTs is reported to be insignificant during the last 24 hours.

· Details of the extent of damage and rescue and relief work are appended in Annexure-I & Annexure-II separately.
