	RAINFALL SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY

EARTHQUAKE REPORT(ARUNACHAL PRADESH)

· On 05th July, 2008 at 03.05 hrs, an earthquake of 5.1 magnitude on Richter scale with moderate intensity has occurred in the Eastern Xizang-India (Arunachal Pradesh) border region with epicenter 29.4 degree North and 96.4 degree East.

· As per information obtained telephonically from the Dy Director (DM), Arunachal Pradesh, no report of any loss of human lives or any damage to property has been reported so far.

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall with isolated extremely falls in a few places has been reported in the State.

· Moderate to heavy rainfall has been reported in the State. 

· About 14.94 lakh populations in 1768 villages, in 06 districts have been affected.

· 368 boats, 47 medical teams and ODRAF teams continued to be deployed in the affected areas.

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in the State.

· Current meteorological analysis and numerical weather prediction models suggest fairly widespread rainfall activity over West  Bengal  & Sikkim, north Orissa, Jharkhand, Bihar and parts of northwest India during next 2-3 days.
