 SUMMARY OF IMPORTANT EVENTS AS ON 20.07.2008

	RAINFALL SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY

BIHAR

· Moderate to heavy rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State.  
· Water logging continues to be reported at several places in Patna city leading to disruption in vehicular movements. 
ASSAM

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall with isolated extremely heavy falls at a few places has been reported in the State.  
· 3.79 lakh people are reported to have been affected in the State.

· 165 people continue to stay in 02 relief camps in the State.

· 11 Mobile Health Camps and 05 teams of NDRF continue to be deployed in the flood affected areas for rescue and relief operations. 

WEST BENGAL

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall with isolated extremely heavy falls has been reported in some parts of the State. 
· About 37.03 lakh people are reported to have been affected in the State. 
· 257731 people continue to stay in 479 relief camps.

Human deaths

· As per provisional information received from the affected States/UTs.  No human death report was received from any State/UTs during last 24 hours. Therefore, the total death toll remains to 432.

· Yesterday’s cyclonic circulation over Gangetic West Bengal & adjoining Bihar now lies over East Uttar Pradesh extending upto 4.5 km above sea level. Under this scenario, fairly widespread rainfall activity with isolated heavy to very heavy falls is likely over northeastern states, Sub-Himalayan West Bengal, Sikkim, Bihar, Uttar Pradesh and Uttarakhand during next 2-3 days. The off-shore trough at sea level from Karnataka coast to Kerala coast is likely to cause fairly widespread rainfall with isolated heavy falls over Coastal Karnataka, Kerala and Lakshadweep during next 3-4 days.
