Under this scenario, rainfall activity is likely to increase considerably over Central and adjoining Peninsular India during next 3-4 days. 

· The ongoing rainfall activity over coastal Karnataka and Kerala is likely to increase & also extend northwards into Konkan and Goa during next 3-4 days.
