Monsoon Watch

· During past 24 hours, fairly widespread rainfall has occurred over Lakshadweep, Kerala, Coastal Karnataka, northeastern states and West Bengal & Sikkim.
· Numerical weather prediction models indicate strengthening of monsoon current over Arabian Sea during next 3-4 days, causing fairly widespread rainfall with isolated heavy falls over Lakshadweep, Kerala and Coastal Karnataka. The rainfall belt is also likely to extend northward into Konkan & Goa.
  Chief amounts of rainfall (in cm) during the past 24 hours:
· Coochbehar-16, Kolkata (Dum Dum) -7, Kolkata (Alipore) -6, Dhubri, Bikaner -5 each, Amini Divi -4, Diamond Harbour, Tdong, Barmer, Kolhapur, Kochi, Madikeri, Alappuzha, Kottayam and Burdhman -3 each.    

Outlook for next two days
· Isolated heavy to very heavy rainfall likely over northeastern states, West Bengal & Sikkim, Kerala, Coastal Karnataka and Lakshadweep.
· Isolated thundersquall is likely over Indo-Gangetic plains.

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in some parts of Sub-Himalayan West Bengal & Sikkim and Northeastern States and scattered moderate rains in a few parts of Gangetic West Bengal, Kerala, Tamilnadu, Karnataka and Maharashtra. The rainfall activity in the rest of the country is not significant.
