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Chief features
· A low pressure area has formed over east-central Arabian Sea.  Associated cyclonic circulation extending upto 5.6 km above sea level.  The system is likely to become more marked and move northwestwards.
· Numerical weather prediction models indicate strengthening of monsoon current along west coast after 48 hours leading to increase in rainfall activity along the west coast.
· Fairly widespread rainfall with isolated heavy falls is likely over northeastern States and Sub-Himalayan West Bengal & Sikkim during next 3 days.

Outlook for next two days

· The rainfall activity is likely to increase along West Coast, West Bengal and Sikkim.
· Scattered rainfall activity is likely over East India.
