SOUTHWEST MONSOON-2008: DAILY FLOOD SITUATION REPORT
INDIA METEOROLOGICAL DEPARTMENT

Chief features
· Yesterday’s low pressure area has concentrated into a depression and now lay centered at 0830 hours  IST of today over east-central Arabian Sea near Lat 16.0 degree North Long. 66.0 degree East about 800 km southwest of Mumbai. The system is likely to intensify further and move initially in a northwesterly direction.
· Numerical weather prediction models indicate strong surface winds speed reaching 45-55 kmph is likely along west coast during next 48 hours. Fishermen are advised not to venture into the sea.
· Scattered to fairly widespread rainfall is likely over west coast, northeastern States and West Bengal & Sikkim during next 2-3 days.
Outlook for next two days
· Isolated heavy rainfall likely over Assam & Meghalaya and Nagaland, Manipur, Mizoram & Tripura.
· Isolated thundersquall is likely over East India.

· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in some parts of Northeastern States, West Bengal & Sikkim, Kerala, Tamilnadu, Karnataka, Goa, Maharashtra and Gujarat. 
· The rainfall activity in the rest of the country is not significant.
