Monsoon watch

· Following features were observed during next 24 hours

· Increase in pressure gradient over Arabian Sea as well as Bay of Bengal
· Strong southwesterly winds along the west coast
· Scattered to fairly widespread rain/thundershower activity over west coast and east India
· In view of above features, conditions are favourable for further advance of southwest monsoon into Konkan, Goa, southern parts of Madhya Maharashtra, some parts of North Interior Karnataka, West Bengal and Sikkim during next 2-3 days.
Chief features

· Yesterday’s depression over east central and adjoining west central Arabian Sea moved west-northwestwards and lay centered at 0830 hours IST of today, the 6th June 2008, over west central and adjoining northwest Arabian Sea near Lat.19.5 degrees N long 62.0 degrees E about 1150 km west of Mumbai.  The system is moving away and  it is not likely to affect Indian coast.
Outlook for next two days

· Rainfall activity is likely to increase along west coast and east India.
CENTRAL WATER COMMISSION

· In Assam, river Brahamputra at Dibrugarh is flowing at 104.36m against the danger level of 104.24 m with a rising trend.

RAINFALL SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY DURING LAST 24 HOURS
MIZORAM
· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in a few parts of the State.  In the night of 05.06.08, a landslide is reported to have occurred in Aizwal suburban City, due to which a residential house has been buried under the debris. As a result of this, 02 persons have died and 03 are injured.
· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in some parts of Northeastern States, Maharashtra, West Bengal, Kerala, Tamilnadu, Karnataka, Goa, Maharashtra, Gujarat and Uttarakhand. 
· The rainfall activity in the rest of the country is not significant.
· Details of extent of damage and rescue and relief work are appended in Annexure-I & Annexure-II separately.
