Monsoon watch
· Southwest monsoon has further advanced into remaining parts of central Arabian Sea, most parts of Konkan & Goa, some parts of Madhya Maharashtra, most parts of North Interior Karnataka, some more parts of Andhra Pradesh, some parts of Sub-Himalayan West Bengal and entire Sikkim.
· Conditions are favourable for further advance of monsoon over some parts of south Gujarat State, remaining parts of Karnataka, some more parts of Maharashtra, Andhra Pradesh & West Bengal and some parts of Bihar, Jharkhand & Orissa during next 2-3 days.
Chief amounts of rainfall (in cm) during the past 24 hours :
· Mumbai (SCZ) -16, Harnai -13, Manglore & Alibag -10 each, Panampur & Karwar – 9 each, Mumbai (CLB) & Agumbe – 8 each ,  Ratnagiri -7, Panjim,  Dahanu, Hanamkunda & Shirali – 6 each.
 Outlook for next two days

· Isolated heavy to very heavy rainfall is likely over Konkan & Goa, Madhya Maharashtra and Coastal Karnataka.
· Isolated heavy rainfall is likely over northeastern States, West Bengal & Sikkim, Orissa, Kerala, Andaman & Nicobar and Lakshadweep islands.

· Isolated thundersquall is likely over northwest India.
