INDIA METEOROLOGICAL DEPARTMENT

Monsoon watch

· South-west Monsoon has further advanced into the remaining parts of Maharashtra, some parts of Madhya Pradesh and East Uttar Pradesh.
· The northern limit of monsoon as on 12th June 2008 passes through Lat 23 degrees N/Long 60 degrees E, Lat 23 degrees N/Long 65 degrees E Okha, Rajkot, Surat, Hoshangabad, Satna, Allahabad, Gorakhpur and Nautanwa.
· Conditions are favourable for further advance of monsoon into some more parts of Gujarat, Madhya Pradesh and Uttar Pradesh during next 2-3 days.
Chief features

· Yesterday’s upper air cyclonic circulation over north Madhya Pradesh and neighbourhood persists. Under this scenario, fairly widespread rainfall activity with isolated heavy falls is likely over Madhya Pradesh during next 48 hours.
· An off-shore trough extends from Maharashtra coast to Kerala coast. Under its influence, fairly widespread rainfall activity with isolated heavy to very heavy falls is likely over Konkan, Goa and Coastal Karnataka during next 2-3 days.
Outlook for next two days

· A low pressure area is likely to form over northwest Bay of Bengal.

· Rainfall activity is likely to increase over Northwest and East India.
CENTRAL WATER COMMISSION

MODERATE FLOOD SITES

· In Assam, river Brahamputra at Dibrugarh is flowing at 104.55m against the danger level of 104.24m with a rising trend.

RAINFALL SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY DURING LAST 24 HOURS

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in most parts of Maharashtra, Coastal Karnataka, Interior Karnataka, Kerala and light to moderate rains in a few parts of Chhattisgarh, Gujarat region, East Madhya Pradesh and Northeastern States. 
· The rainfall activity in the rest of the country is not significant.
