	RAINFALL SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY

Assam

· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in the State 
· 03 human deaths have been reported in the State. 
· About 348 villages with a population of 3,01,995 are reported to have been affected due to flood. 
· Railway tracks at several places and National Highway-52 continue to be submerged under water due to which the frequency of train and traffic movement has been badly affected.
· 45 boats continue to be deployed for rescue and relief operations.
· In 14 relief camps about 20,000 people have been accommodated.
Kerala

· Heavy to heavy rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State.

· 06 human deaths have been reported in the State. 
West Bengal

· Heavy to heavy rainfall with isolated extremely heavy rainfall has been reported in the State.
· 01 human death has been reported in the State during last 24 hours

· In South 24 Pargana, a fishing boat carrying 7-10 fishermen in the Sea is reported to have been missing.  
· Water logging at several places in Kolkatta city has been reported leading to Jams and disruption in traffic movement.

Human deaths

· As per provisional information received from the affected States/UTs 17 deaths were reported during the last 24 hours raising the total death toll to 69 from 52.
IMD

· Yesterday’s depression over coastal Bangladesh moved in a northwesterly direction and lay centred over Gangetic West Bengal and adjoining Bangladesh, close to Krishnanagar (West Bengal) and about 80 km north-northeast of Kolkatta.  The system is likely to move in a northwesterly direction.
· Under its influence, rainfall at most places with heavy to very heavy rainfall at a few places and extremely heavy falls (>25 cm) at isolated places is likely over Gangetic West Bengal, north Orissa and Jharkhand and fairly widespread rainfall with isolated heavy to very falls is also likely over south Orissa and Chhattisgarh during next 48 hours.
· Fairly widespread rainfall with isolated heavy falls is likely over Uttar Pradesh, north Madhya Pradesh and Uttarakhand.

· There are 01 Moderate and 10 Low flood situation sites in the country 


INDIA METEOROLOGICAL DEPARTMENT

Chief features

· Yesterday’s depression over coastal Bangladesh moved in a northwesterly direction and lay centred at 0830 hours IST of today, the 17th June 2008 over Gangetic West Bengal and adjoining Bangladesh, close to Krishnanagar (West Bengal) and about 80 km north-northeast of Kolkatta.  The system is likely to move in a northwesterly direction.
· Under its influence, rainfall at most places with heavy to very heavy rainfall at a few places and extremely heavy falls (>25 cm) at isolated places is likely over Gangetic West Bengal, north Orissa and Jharkhand during 48 hours.  Fairly widespread rainfall with isolated heavy to very falls is also likely over south Orissa and Chhattisgarh during next 48 hours.
· Fairly widespread rainfall with isolated heavy falls is likely over Uttar Pradesh, north Madhya Pradesh and Uttarakhand during next 48 hours.
Outlook for next two days

· Decrease in rainfall activity is likely over East and northeast India.

· Increase in rainfall activity is likely over central India.

CENTRAL WATER COMMISSION

According to the Central Water Commission (CWC) report dated 17TH June, 2008, there are 01 Moderate and 10 Low flood situation sites. The detail of the Moderate Flood Site is as under: 

MODERATE FLOOD SITE

· In Assam, river Brahamputra at Dibrugarh is flowing at 104.64m against the danger level of 104.24m with a steady trend.

ORISSA
· Heavy to heavy rainfall with extremely heavy rainfall has been reported in most parts of the State during last 24 hours. Some of the rainfall  figures are (in cm)  : Chandbali – 17.0, Jaipur & Nilgiri – 12.00 each, Telkoi, Baripada & Balasore – 11.00 each, Balimundali – 09, Rajghat – 08, Paradeep – 06 and Kendrapada – 05.
ASSAM
· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.  

· 03 human deaths from Lakhimpur district have been reported in the State during the last 24 hours. 

· Lakhimpur district:

· About 298 villages with a population of 2,55,375  are reported to have been affected due to flood. 
· Railway tracks at several places and National Highway-52 continue to be submerged under water due to which the frequency of train and traffic movement has been badly affected.
· 45 boats continue to be deployed in the district for rescue and relief operations.
· 14 relief camps have been opened in the district in which about 20,000 people have been accommodated.
· 14 Health Centres have also been established in the States for providing medical care.

· Total 3,01,995 people are reported to have been affected by the flood in the State so far.

KERALA

· Heavy to heavy rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours.

· 06 human deaths (Thrishur-05 & Kasargode-01) have been reported in the State during last 24 hours. 
WEST BENGAL

· Heavy to heavy rainfall with isolated extremely heavy rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours. Some of the rainfall  figures are (in cm)  : Poorv Madnipur -21.3, Paschim Madnipur – 18.0, Howarah – 13.8, South 24 Pargana-8.4 and Hoogli – 5.4
· 01 human death has been reported in the State during last 24 hours

· In South 24 Pargana, a fishing boat carrying 7-10 fishermen in the Sea is reported to have been missing.  Efforts are reportedly being made to extract their bodies from the sea.  
· Water logging at several places in Kolkatta city has been reported leading to Jams and disruption in traffic movement.

RAINFALL SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY DURING LAST 24 HOURS

· Light to moderate with isolated heavy falls has been reported in some parts of Bihar, Uttar Pradesh, UttarakhandPunjab, Haryana, Rajasthan, Himachal Pradesh and Karnataka.
· The rainfall activity in the rest of the country is not significant.
