ORISSA
· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported in the State 
· About 9,21,280 population in 279 villages, in 04 districts have been severally affected due to flood/current spell of heavy rains. 

· 02 human deaths have been reported in the State 

· 10450 people have been evacuated 
· 16 boats and ODRAF team has been deployed 
· Free kitchens have been opened in the affected areas. 
· Food packets, polythene sheets and other essential commodities have also been distributed.
· 05 Medical teams have been deployed in the affected districts.

· According to the State Government the situation is under close watch.
JHARKHAND
· Heavy to heavy rainfall with isolated extremely heavy rainfall has been reported in the State 
· No human death has been reported in the State. 

· Due to heavy rainfall East Singbhum and Sarekela-Kharsawa districts have been affected severely.
· Total 10,000 people have been affected in the State.
· In 10 relief camps about 3500 people have been accommodated.

· 08 boats have been deployed in the State 
· Dry ration is being distributed to the people affected by floods.
Assam
· Moderate  to heavy rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State.

· Fairly widespread rainfall with isolated heavy falls is likely over northeastern states, West Bengal, Sikkim, coastal Karnataka and Kerala during next 48 hours.
Outlook for next two days

· Fairly widespread rainfall activity is likely over Central India.

· Increase in rainfall activity along the West Coast
CENTRAL WATER COMMISSION 
According to the Central Water Commission (CWC) report dated 19TH June, 2008, there are 01 Unprecedented, 04 Moderate and 11 Low flood situation sites. The details of High and Moderate Flood Sites are as under: 

UNPRECEDENTED FLOOD SITE
· In Orissa, river Subernarekha at Rajghat is flowing at 12.57m with a falling trend  against the danger level  of 10.36m and the previous highest flood level (HFL)  of  12.38m of 06.07.2007
ORISSA
· Heavy to very heavy rainfall has been reported the State during last 24 hours. Some of the rainfall figures are (in cm): Rairangpur-31.0, Jaleswar-29.0, Rajghat-28.0, Baripada-25.0 and Balasore-10.0.
· 02 human deaths have been reported in the State during last 24 hours.
· About 9,21,280 population in 279 villages, in 04 districts i.e. i) Bhadarak, ii) Balasore, iii) Mayurbhanj and iv) Jajpur have been severally affected due to flood/current spell of heavy rains. 

· 10450 people have been evacuated from the affected districts.
· 16 boats and ODRAF team has been deployed in the affected districts for rescue and relief operations.
· Free kitchens have been opened in the affected areas. 
· Food packets, polythene sheets and other essential commodities have also been distributed.
· River Jalka, Subarnarekha and Baitarani continue to flow above their danger levels in the State.

· Several breaches on the embankments of river Jambhira has been reported leading inundation in Ektali and Duhilpura villages in Mayurbhanj district

· In district Balasore district, National Highway near Rupsa and Basta has been breached leading to disruption in vehicular traffic.  This national highway is reported to have been submerged under knee-deep water. 30 power boats and fire tenders have also been pressed into service for rescue and relief operations. 

· As the water gushed into the railway tracks at most places in Bhadarak, train services from Kharagpur to Bhadarak have been totally disrupted. 
· 05 Medical teams have been deployed in the affected districts.
· According to the State Government the situation is under close watch.
JHARKHAND
· Heavy to heavy rainfall with isolated extremely heavy rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours. Some of the rainfall  figures are (in cm):- Jamshedpur-28.0, Ranchi-14.0, Chaibasa-13.0, Tenughat-9.0 and Konner & Pupunki-8.0 each.
· No human death has been reported in the State. 

· Due to heavy rainfall East Singbhum and Sarekela-Kharsawa districts have been affected severely.
· Total 10,000 people have been affected in the State so far.
· In 10 relief camps about 3500 people have been accommodated.

· 08 boats have been deployed in the State for rescue and relief operations.

· Rope, Tube/Generator and flood lights have been provided in the affected areas.
· Dry ration is being distributed to the people affected by floods.
· Fresh water is being supplied to the affected people through Water Tanker.
ASSAM
· Moderate to heavy rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours.  

· 01 human death has been reported in the State during the last 24 hours. 

· 1300 Nos. hand tube wells have been set up in the State

· 1650 Nos. tarpaulin have been distributed in the affected areas.
· 14 Health Centres have also been established in the States for providing medical care.

· In 03 districts, 3,08,995 people are reported to have been affected in the State.

KERALA

· Light to Moderate rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours.

· 01 human death due to drowning has been reported from Thrissur district of the State during last 24 hours. 
WEST BENGAL

· Heavy to heavy rainfall with isolated extremely heavy rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours. Some of the rainfall  figures are (in cm):- Midnapore-37.0, Mohanpur-31.0, Darjeeling-9.0 and Kolkatta -6.0

· No human death has been reported in the State during last 24 hours
· In Paschim Midnapore about 15,03,505 people are reported to have been affected. 

· In 84 relief camps about 51,505 people have been accommodated.

· 55 boats have been deployed in the State for rescue and relief operations.

· Total 16,13,505 people have been affected in the State.
DEPLOYMENT OF NATIONAL DISASTER RESPONSE FORCE (NDRF) ON 19th JUNE,2008

· In Assam, 05 teams consisting of 200 personnel (Lakhimpur-02, Dhurbi, Silchar & Hailakhandi – 01 each) deployed in the State for rescue and relief operations.

· In Orissa, 02 teams consisting of 82 personnel which was moved yesterday from Mundali to Balasore district for rescue and relief operations stationed in Rupsa.  They will be deployed under the supervision of BDO of Vogarai and Basta Blocks. Additional manpower (04 teams i.e. 160 personnel) from Kolkatta are also ready to move to Balasore.

LOGISTIC SUPPORT PROVIDED BY THE MINISTRY OF DEFENCE ON 19TH JUNE, 2008

Army

· One Army column along with one Engineer Task Force team which was deployed earlier in Lakhimpur district for rescue and relief operations has been derequisitioned on 17th June, 2008. 
Air Force
· On the request of Government of Orissa, two helicopters have been provided for rescue and relief operations in villages which were completed marooned by flood water in Balasore and Mayurbhanj districts. 
RAINFALL SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY DURING LAST 24 HOURS

· Moderate to heavy rainfall with isolated very heavy falls has been reported in some parts of Chhattisgarh, Karnataka, Madhya Pradesh, Himachal Pradesh, Bihar and Uttar Pradesh.
· The rainfall activity in the rest of the country is not significant.
