	RAINFALL SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY

ORISSA
· Moderate to heavy rainfall has been reported in the State. 

· About 12.75 lakh population in 1526 villages, in 05 districts have been   affected.

· 337 boats and ODRAF teams continued to be deployed.
· 41 Medical teams deployed and 54 medical relief centres have been opened in the affected districts.

· 02 teams of NDRF consisting of 82 personnel have been deployed in the affected districts..

· 05 helicopters have been deployed for rescue and relief operation. 
· According to the State Government the flood water is receding and the situation is under watch. 
ASSAM
· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours.  

· In 03 districts viz. Dhemaji, Lakhimpur & Sonitpur, 3,08,995 people are reported to have been affected.

· 14 relief camps continue to be in operation in the affected areas in which about 20,000 people have been accommodated.
· 40 boats continue to be deployed in the affected areas for rescue and relief operations.
· 33 Health Centres continue to be in operation in the affected areas.
WEST BENGAL
· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours. 
· In 02 districts viz. Paschim Medinipur and Poorva Medinipur, about 31.89 people are reported to have been affected in the State.
· 03 human deaths have been reported in the State during last 24 hours.

· In 1494 relief camps about 3,77,501 people have been accommodated.

· 237 boats have been deployed in the State for rescue and relief operations.

· 04 Army columns with Engineer Task Forces have been engaged in rescue and relief operation in affected districts of the State.

Human deaths

· As per provisional information received from the affected States/UTs 06 deaths were reported during the last 24 hours raising the total death toll to 148 from 142.
IMD

· Yesterday’s  upper air cyclonic circulation over East Uttar Pradesh and neighbourhood now lies over Uttar Pradesh extending upto 2.1 km a.s.l. Another upper air cyclonic circulation lies over Jharkhand and adjoining areas of Bihar and Gangetic West Bengal extending upto 4.5 km a.s.l. Under the influence of these systems, fairly widespread rainfall activity is likely over Uttar Pradesh, East Madhya Pradesh north Chhattisgarh, north Orissa, Jharkhand and Bihar during next 48 hours.

CWC

· There are 03 Moderate and 09 Low flood situation sites in the country. There is no unprecedented or high flood situation site in the country.


INDIA METEOROLOGICAL DEPARTMENT

Chief features

· Yesterday’s  upper air cyclonic circulation over East Uttar Pradesh and neighbourhood now lies over Uttar Pradesh extending upto 2.1 km a.s.l. Another upper air cyclonic circulation lies over Jharkhand and adjoining areas of Bihar and Gangetic West Bengal extending upto 4.5 km a.s.l. Under the influence of these systems, fairly widespread rainfall activity is likely over Uttar Pradesh, East Madhya Pradesh north Chhattisgarh, north Orissa, Jharkhand and Bihar during next 48 hours.

· The axis of monsoon trough passes through Ferozpur, Muzaffarnagar, Bareilly, Gaya, Dhanbad and Contai and thence southeastwards to eastcentral Bay of Bengal.

· Numerical Weather Prediction models suggest increase in rainfall activity along the west coast.

Outlook for next two days

· Isolated heavy rainfall is likely over Chhattisgarh, East Madhya Pradesh, northeastern States, Andaman & Nicibar Islands, Kerala & Lakshadweep and Coastal Karnataka during next 48 hrs.
CENTRAL WATER COMMISSION 
According to the Central Water Commission (CWC) report dated 23RD   June, 2008, there are 03 Moderate and 09 Low flood situation sites. The details of Moderate Flood Sites are as under: 

MODERATE FLOOD SITES
Assam

· River Brahamputra at Dibrugarh is flowing at 105.01m against the danger level of 104.24m with a rising trend.

· River Brahamputra at Neamatighat is flowing at 85.18m against the danger level of 85.04m with a raising trend.
· River Jiabharali at Jiabharali (NTX) is flowing at 77.05m against the danger level of 77.00m with a raising trend.
Detailed situation
ORISSA
· Moderate to heavy rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours. 

· No human death has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.
· About 12.75 lakh population in 1526 villages, in 05 districts i.e. i) Bhadarak, ii) Balasore, iii) Mayurbhanj vi) Kendrapara and iv) Jajpur have been affected due to flood/current spell of heavy rains. 

· 35000 people have been evacuated from the affected districts.

· 337 boats and ODRAF teams continued to be deployed in the affected districts for rescue and relief operations.
· Police personnel, home guards and fire brigade teams continue to be deployed in the affected areas for relief operation work. 

· In Balasore district, due to collapse of bridge between Basta & Rupsa,  on NH-60, road communication from Basta to Baliapal and Jaleswar to Bhograi continues to be disrupted. 
· In Bhadarak and Balasore districts, road/railway communication is severely affected due to recent heavy rains/flood. 
· Free kitchens continue to be in operation in the affected areas. 
· Food packets, water pouches, candles, match boxes, polythene sheets and other essential commodities are being distributed.
· 41 Medical teams deployed and 54 medical relief centres have been opened in the affected districts.

· 02 teams of NDRF  consisting of 82 personnel have been deployed in the affected districts for relief and rescue operations.
· 03- MI-17, 01-MI-8 and one Chetak helicopter have been deployed for rescue and relief operation. 
· According to the State Government the flood water is receding and the situation is under watch. 
ASSAM
· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours.  

· No human death has been reported in the State during the last 24 hours. 

· In 03 districts viz. Dhemaji, Lakhimpur & Sonitpur, 3,08,995 people are reported to have been affected  in the State.

· 14 relief camps continue to be in operation in the affected areas in which about 20,000 people have been accommodated.
· 40 boats continue to be deployed in the affected areas for rescue and relief operations.
· 33 Health Centres continue to be in operation in the affected areas for providing medical care.
· 76,300 ha area is reported to have been damaged. 

· In Lakhimpur, road communication on National Highway-52 continues to be disrupted.  The restoration/repair work on the damaged stretch of this NH has undertaken by the Border Road Organization. 
WEST BENGAL
· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours. 
· In 02 districts viz. Paschim Medinipur and Poorva Medinipur, about 31.89 people are reported to have been affected in the State.
· 03 human deaths (Poorva Medinipur -02 and Paschim Medinipur -01) have been reported in the State during last 24 hours.
· In 1494 relief camps about 3,77,501 people have been accommodated.

· 237 boats have been deployed in the State for rescue and relief operations.

· Due to increasing of water level in the rivers Kalaighai, Kapaleshwari, Khirai and Subarnrekha,  situation of Poorva Medinipur district is not improving speedily.  
· 04 Army columns with Engineer Task Forces have been engaged in rescue and relief operation in affected districts of the State.
DEPLOYMENT OF NATIONAL DISASTER RESPONSE FORCE (NDRF) ON 23RD  JUNE,2008

· In Assam, 05 teams (consisting of 200 personnel) are deployed in Lakhimpur (02), Dhubri (1), Badarpur (Silchar) (1) & Hailakhandi (01) for rescue and relief operations. 

· In Orissa, 02 teams consisting of 82 personnel are deployed at Balasore. Total 06 personnel were out on 21/06/08 consisting of 04 OBM operator and 02 others for relief and rescue operations. Remaining were in standby
LOGISTIC SUPPORT PROVIDED BY THE MINISTRY OF DEFENCE ON 23RD JUNE, 2008

Army

· West Bengal - 04 Army columns with  Engineer Task forces continued to be deployed for rescue and relief operations 
Air Force
· In Orissa, three MI-17 and one MI-8 helicopter dropped 77.48 ton food items in 30 sorties in the affected areas.
· In Arunachal Pradesh, two MI-17 helicopters were positioned at Segali and Itanagar for flood relief operation on 22 Jun 08. However, due to bad weather mission could not be undertaken.
Coast Guard
· In West Bengal, Coast Guard team distributed approximately 4-5 quintals of food materials, medicines and plastic sheets in Bhagwanpur area on 21 June, 2008. One Coast Guard helicopter ex Kolkata being deployed on 24 June, 2008. In addition, one coast Guard ship with helicopter embarked deployed ex Chennai on 22 Jun 08 to arrive Haldia on 24 June 2008  for relief operation.
RAINFALL SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY DURING LAST 24 HOURS
· Light to Moderate  rainfall with isolated heavy falls at a few places has been reported in the State of Chhattisgarh, Madhya Pradesh,  Karnataka, Bihar, northeastern states, Goa  and Uttarakhand.
· The rainfall activity in the rest of the country is not significant.
