 SUMMARY OF IMPORTANT EVENTS AS ON 25.06.2008

	RAINFALL SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY

UTTARAKHAND

· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in the State.

· In continuation to yesterday’s report regarding avalanche/glacier breaking, near Hemkund Sahib Shrine, in Chamoli district, JS (DM-I) & Central Relief Commissioner talked to Additional Secretary (Shri Majul Joshi), Government of Uttarakhand in the morning of 25th June, 2008 who informed that 6 out of 7 persons have died due to avalanche/glacier breaking and 1 person has died due to heart attack. 

· He also informed that out of 16 injured persons, 8 persons have been sent to Joshi Math for treatment, 2 persons to Medical College Dehradun and 6 persons to Base Hospital, Srinagar. 

· Removal of glacial debris will take a few days, however passage will be opened by tomorrow the 26th June, 2008. ITBP, Civil Administration & Police personnel are already on the job.

·  It was also informed that the persons who were affected were on pilgrimage to Hemkund Sahib.

ARUNACHAL PRADESH
· Moderate to heavy rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours.

· Several landslides/mudslides are reported to have occurred in the State resulting in disruption in vehicular movements.  

· Tele-communication and power supply has also been disrupted.

· Two MI-17 helicopters are pressed into service for relief and rescue operations in the affected areas.
ORISSA
· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours. 

· 01 human death has been reported in the State.
· About 14.68 lakh population in 1768 villages, in 06 districts have been affected due to flood/current spell of heavy rains. 

· 43236 people have been evacuated from the affected districts.

· In 220 relief camps, about 14.68 lakh people have been accommodated.

· 368 boats and ODRAF teams continued to be deployed in the affected districts for rescue and relief operations.
· 43 Medical teams continue to be deployed in the affected districts.

· 02- MI-17 helicopter continues to be deployed for rescue and relief operation. 
ASSAM
· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours.  

· In 03 districts viz. Dhemaji, Lakhimpur & Sonitpur, 3,08,995 people are reported to have been affected.

· 14 relief camps continue to be in operation in the affected areas in which about 20,000 people have been accommodated.
· 48 boats continue to be deployed and 33 Health Centres continue to be in operation in the affected areas.
WEST BENGAL
· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in the State. 
· In 02 districts about 31.89 people are reported to have been affected and5,56,916 people have been evacuated so far.
· 04 human deaths have been reported in the State.

· In 1491 relief camps about 3,69,250 people have been accommodated.

· 237 boats have been deployed in the State for rescue and relief operations.

· 04 Army columns with Engineer Task Forces have been engaged in rescue and relief operation in affected districts of the State.
Human deaths

· As per provisional information received from the affected States/UTs 09 deaths were reported during the last 24 hours raising the total death toll to 165 from 156.
IMD
· Yesterday’s upper air cyclonic circulation over Gangetic West Bengal & adjoining areas of Jharkhand and Orissa persists. Under its influence fairly widespread rainfall activity is likely over Orissa and Chhattisgarh during next 48 hours.
· The axis of monsoon trough passes through Ganganagar, Pilani, Agra, Fatehpur, Daltonganj, Chaibasa, Balasore and thence southeastwards to eastcentral Bay of Bengal.

CWC

· There are 02 Moderate and 07 Low flood situation sites in the country. There is no unprecedented or high flood situation site in the country.


INDIA METEOROLOGICAL DEPARTMENT

Chief features
· Yesterday’s upper air cyclonic circulation over Gangetic West Bengal & adjoining areas of Jharkhand and Orissa persists. Under its influence fairly widespread rainfall activity is likely over Orissa and Chhattisgarh during next 48 hours.
· The axis of monsoon trough passes through Ganganagar, Pilani, Agra, Fatehpur, Daltonganj, Chaibasa, Balasore and thence southeastwards to eastcentral Bay of Bengal.

· Numerical Weather Prediction models suggest increase in rainfall activity along the west coast and northwest India after 48 hours.

Outlook for next two days
· Isolated heavy rainfall is likely over northeastern States, Andaman & Nicobar Islands, Orissa and Chhattisgarh during next 48 hours.

CENTRAL WATER COMMISSION

· Tele-communication and power supply has also been disrupted.
· Two MI-17 helicopters are pressed into service for relief and rescue operations in the affected areas.
ORISSA
· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in the State during last 24 hours. 

· 01 human death has been reported in the State during last 24 hours.
· About 14.68 lakh population in 1768 villages, in 06 districts i.e. i) Bhadarak, ii) Balasore, iii) Mayurbhanj vi) Kendrapara iv) Jajpur and vi) Kendujhar have been affected due to flood/current spell of heavy rains. 

· 43236 people have been evacuated from the affected districts.

· In 220 relief camps, about 14.68 lakh people have been accommodated.

· 368 boats and ODRAF teams continued to be deployed in the affected districts for rescue and relief operations.
· Police personnel, home guards and fire brigade teams continue to be deployed in the affected areas for relief operation work. 

· In Balasore district, due to collapse of bridge between Basta & Rupsa, on NH-60, road communication from Basta to Baliapal and Jaleswar to Bhograi continues to be disrupted. 

· Free kitchens continue to be in operation in the affected areas. 
· Food packets, water pouches, candles, match boxes, polythene sheets and other essential commodities are being distributed.
· 43 Medical teams continue to be deployed in the affected districts.

· 02- MI-17 helicopter continues to be deployed for rescue and relief operation. 
· According to the State Government the flood water is receding and the situation is under watch. 
ASSAM
· Light to moderate rainfall has been reported in some parts of the State during last 24 hours.  

· No human death has been reported in the State during the last 24 hours. 

· In 03 districts viz. Dhemaji, Lakhimpur & Sonitpur, 3,08,995 people are reported to have been affected  in the State.

· 14 relief camps continue to be in operation in the affected areas in which about 20,000 people have been accommodated.
· 48 boats continue to be deployed in the affected areas for rescue and relief operations.
· 33 Health Centres continue to be in operation in the affected areas for providing medical care.
· 76,300 ha area is reported to have been damaged. 

· In Lakhimpur, road communication on National Highway-52 continues to be disrupted.  The restoration/repair work on the damaged stretch of this NH has undertaken by the Border Road Organization.
